Itwould not surprise meifsnch
a conclusion as thnt should be reached he-
fore the passage of any further restrictive
Act."

The MiningDebris Onectlon.
Washington, July 7th.

—
The Committee

on Commerce of the Senate amended the
river and harbor bili by striking out the
section directing the Secretary of War to
bring suit to enjoin the hydraulic miners
from washing mining debris into the tribu-
taries of the Sacramento, San Joacjuin and
Feather rivers. The committee also amend-
ed Section 2, which provides a penalty for
washing debris into the rivers or depositing
it insuch place from which it is liable to
be carried by iloods into the rivers, so as
to provide tliat no mining but hydraulic
mining by water run through a nozzle and
under pressure shall be construed to be
prohibited. These amendments were made
through Senator Jones, who is a member of
the committee.

Senator Stanford tnd Mr.McKenna had
a conference this morning in regard to
these amendments, and Senator Stanford
will move the restoration of the provision
for the bringing ofsuits by the Secretary of
War. IIthis lails, he will move an appro-
priation to <!( fray the expenses of proceed-
ings wbicbmay he brought by the Attor-
ney-General to protect the rivers under the
authority which, inhisreceni opinion, that
( fScial declared the United States Govern
metit bad und ought to exercise. It is
feared by some that the definition of hy-
draulic niinin;; is narrow and dangerous.

Impnrtimce of Viticulture.
\u25a0Washington, July 7th.—The Senate Fi-

nance Committee considered the question
of frranting the use of grape spirits froe of
tax in making sweet wines and fortifying
wines for exportation, in accordance with
i!\u25a0•\u25a0 demands of foreign markets, jesterday.
The views of the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue were expressed by two of his sub-
ordinate officers, selected as experts, and
were comhatted by Mr. Wotmore on behalf
of the vine-growers. Mr. Wilson, repre-
senting the Sweet Wine Committee, was
alau present. The committee in executive
session rejected the amendment proposed
by the wine-growers and directed the meas-
ure to be reported, together with the provi-
sion extending special bonding privileges
toa'l fruit brandies as an amendment to
the fractional gallon bill. This action was
practically unanimous, although it is be-
;licved that one of the members of the cora-
!mittee may oppose the measure in the Sen-
ate. The amendment willhe ivp irtid to-
morrow or next day, together with a full
statement of the reason for the same, which
willbe printed for the information of the
Sena!.'. This action of the committee un-
der the circumstances which now seriously
blockades legislation, is recognized as a de-
cided recognition of the importance of
questions relating to viticulture.

Struck by l.ightning--A Remarkable
Case.

LEAMii.r.K (Col.), July 7th.—(ic.iree S.
Edwards, who was struck by lightning
while crossing IronHillon the 4ih inst., is
slowly recovering. His ease is a most re-
markable one, and is attracting consider-
able attention from scientific men. Kd-
wards, after the flush, lay unconscious for
fifteen minutes before receiving assistance.
The lightning struck him on the left
cheek, knocking out a number of his
teeth. Itthen passed diagonally across his
breast to the right side, thence to his feet,
coining out of the right boot, having passed
entirely through the foot, leaving a hole
very similar toone made by a bullet. .His
clothing was torn into fragments, particles
being found a distance of 200 feet from
the spot, and one of his boots,
both of which were torn into shreds, was
found sixty feet away. Immediately under
where he was standing the ground was
torn up for a considerable distance. Its
course along the body is shown by a black-
ened streak, one and it half inches wide,
the worst effect being an injury to the
lungs, the immediate result being a severe
hemorrhage, by which a quart of blood
was lost. Inaddition to these injuries, the
surface of the body is almost com-
pletely covered with blisters, the result of
severe burns. This is the first authentic
record of a person being injured by a stroke
of lightning at an altitude of over 10,500.
feet, and where persons were affected inter-
nally as Mr. Kdwards was, and not in-
stantly killed.

Anarchists at Elizabeth, K. J.
Nnv York, July 7th.-«-The arrest of f.ur

men employed by the Singer Machine
Company, atElizabeth, N.J.. all for steal-
ing nearly two thousand shuttles, has led
to the discovery of quantities of dynamite
at.d arms.

DEFEAT OK HOIE RULE.
