Bishop .1. 1.. SpauMiag, writing in Tkt
Forum, does not believe we are indanger
of revolution. We hare not heard any
intimate that we are, nor has any writer
we have read forecast Bach danger. All
that baa been contended is tli.itcertain

loud-mouthed, vicious, and altogether de-

i!c fellows, have trdked revolution,
liedabont the Government, denounced so-

irganizatiorj and rated the republic as

inf.miy. There i-danger that

such utterances will contaminate the
young, inflame the vicious and mislead the
ignorant, so that, in the course of some
years, we may be something ninre than an-
noyed at the strength, virulence and
wicked nußchieTonsnen of a class of peo-
ple educated to the belief that universal
overthrow of all things orderly is right
procedure. Therefore it is held that or-
dinary prudence dictates the suppression
of the vermin now seeking to gnaw into
the vitals of the American .system.

jTESTIMONY OF TV.PROVOST ASS
If.S LtBW.

Sheriff R. H. Bcamcr's Account of
tlie Intcrvioiv Between

Craft antl Sill.—

WooplaSd, July Bth.—lnthe Harlan case
to-day William Provost te^iiied as to the

;movements of Craft, llarian. Sill and
iBarnes on the day ofand immediately pre-
ceding the homicide. He said that between
11 and 12 o'clock he saw Craft go from his
father's residence to Winne's carpenter
shop, back of the Bank ofWoodland, and

Ireturn from there to his house. Shortly
;before the homicide witness was standing
on Main street, with several other young
men. One of them spoke about going to
dinner, and Frank Nelson said,

"
Don't go

to dinner ;you willmiss the fun." One of
them said, "

Inever didsee any fun; X al-
ways miss it, and Iguess Iwill miss my
dinner.

"
Witness had his curiosity ex-

cited, and lonked around to see what the
|
"

fun
"

would be. When Harlan started
toward the Byrns Hotel, Nelson said,

"
Let

us go to the Byrns Hotel ;the fun begins,
and, Provost, you take the lead. We do
not want to go in a crowd." While the
party were on the Capital Hotel corner, and
after Craft came out of the carpenter shop
and went back to his house, witness drew
Nelson's attention to Craft, and Nelson
went over to Craft's house. When he came
back witness asked him ifhe had put Craft
on his g: ard. Nelson said no ; that he had
just taken over a message that liad been
sent from the folks below. He eajd that
Craft was asleep when he reached the house,
but he arose and brushed his coat as Nelson
left.

W. S. Lynn, colored janitor of the Con-
gregational Church, testified that at about
1o'clock on the day of the homicide he
saw deceased walk frojii the gate of his i
father's house and go throueh a hole in the

'

fence in the college grounds; that about
the time they passed on the sidewalk heob-
served Craft change a pistol from the front
of his person and place ie in his roar punts
pocket, and immediately after Craft had
passed through the fence he observed him
put both of his iiands under his coat, and
lie appeared to be examining something.

This afternoon Sherift It. 11. Beatner
testified : Last January Iwas invited to
call on Miss Harlan at Spaulding'a house,
and communications she then made Ire-
lated to Winne, a particular friend ofCraft,
a few days afterward. Iunderstood Iwas
called upon officially. Sometime in Janu-
ary Craft called at my oiiice late in the
evening and asked to see me privately. He
asked me ifIhad ever been shown letters
he had written Miss Harlan. 1 told him
no. He wanted me to be very positive that
Ihad not been shown such letters.
Itold him Icould be positive. I
would not know his handwaiting
if I were to see it. He said"Somebody has told a Q d lie. and
Ipropose to make them eat it." The even-
ing after the marriage of SillIwas invited
by Sill to go with him and see Craft. On
the way downIstopped with him at his
store. Itold him1 wanted to know just
what he was going there for. He told me
his business there. We also stopped at
Attorney Baker's office. He was not in.
We met Craft in front ofPond's drug store.
.Sill told him he came to give him his
answer. Craft invited us into the office in
the rear of the dims store. When we got
in there. Sill said to Craft,

"
What you

told me at the Byrns Hotel about my wife
is all apack of d lies. Ido not be-
lieve a word you have said. I warn
you, if you persist in annoying me or my
wife you will have to take the conse-
quences." Craft said :

"
All right, sir.

Allright.Sill. Ihave got your answer. 1
willshow you whether Iam aG— d

—
liar

or not. We will see who i9the d
—

d liar
in this case before we get through." Craft
then spoke to me, and said he had offered
to furnish this man wit^i proofs of the as-
sertions he had made, and ho had refused
to lookat them. He said : "He did not
have manhood enough to look at my
proofs.' 1 He said to Sill:

"
Had you had

the nerve and manhood you now
show with your friend with
you, you would not probably he in
the position you are in to-day.

"
He said

to me :
''
Iknow you are a«better friend of

Sill than you are to me, but Ido not care.
Iknow 1 am right, and do not propose
to be bulldozed." 1 told him not to make
an unnecessary mistake, as Iwas not there
as an especial friend of either party. 1had
been invited by Sill to be .there, and had
he (Craft) invited me under similai circum-
stances Iwould have done the same thing
for him. Craft said he might be mistaken
about that. Then Craft and Sill com-
menced talking over what had been said
at the Byrns Hotel. Craft reasserted some
of the matters he said there. Sill told him
he was a liar, an 1 he knew he was a liar.
Craft then asked him why he did not
tell him that before be charged Sill with
knowing he was right in what he had said.
Sill denied it,and Craft called him a cow-
ard. Sill started to go towards him. I
intercepted them. Both parties were very
much excited. Craft called Sill a cur and
a coward several times. Sill denied being
a coward, and Craft invited him to prove
it. Craft was very anxious to have Sill
and myself look at documents he claimed
to have in his pocket. It was getting.
dark in the room, and he wanted us
to go outside to the light, where lie
could read us the proofs of what
he said. Sill told him he was not
around reading old letters. Craft replied,"No; you bet your d d lifeyou are not.
You do not want to see any letters." Ide-
clined to look at them. Several times they
made demonstrations to fight, and Itola
them Iwould not allow it; that Icame
there to keep peace between them, and I
proposed to that extent, at least, to suc-
ceed. Ifinally told Sill to leave the room ;
that Isaw no good could come from the
conversation, and he went reluctantly. I
spoke sharply to Sillbefore lie would leave.
Jiff.ire Iwent there Iexacted a promise
from him that he would behave himself.
Itold him Icould watch one man, but
Idid not know if I could watch \u25a0
two. He toldme he would not make a move:
be would do whatever Itold him. After
Sill leftCraft spoke in very bitter terms of
Miss Harlaa. He said she was such an in-
fernal liar he could not believe what she
said ; that she had deceived him and
placed him in an awkward position, and
he intended to get even with her. He
several times insisted that Ishould look at
his documents, and took me by the arm.

Euiled me down on a lougge and said I
ad to listen to him. He said he,

wanted me to see them; inasmuch
as Igot into the history of the case
that far, he was disposed Ishould
know the whole circumstances. I
asked him ifhe was willing Miss Harlan
should be Sill's wife. He said he was per-
fectly willing,and more than willing. He
said,

"
God '. Iwould not change cirouin-

'
stances for anything in the world. I
asked him -why he could not just let the
matter die a natural death, right there, and
say notbine more about it? He replied
that it would not be justice to him to do
that. He had been misused and placed in
a false light before the community. She
was the cause ofit.and he did not propose
to submit tamely to snch treatment. I'
gave him some advice. He said, in speak-
ing of Miss Harlan, -'Sill has been
sleeping with her for the last two night-,
but he is not the only man whohas done
so." He made no threats against her life.
When Sill was present, Craft said to him:"

You are no man ;you are no part of a
man ;you do not deserve the heart of a
brave woman. Ifa man would talk to me
about a wife of mine, and say to me what
Isaid to you at the Byrns Hotel, Iwould
mop the earth with him." When Craft
called Sill a coward, and Siil made a break
for him, and Istopped them, Itold Craft
he should not talk that way, because Sill
had no chance there to prove whether he
was a coward or a brave man, and Itold
him of the promise Iexacted of Sill. Craft
apologized to me. and said he would re-
serve it for some future time. He asked
me ifIwas there as an officer or a citizen.
Itold him Idid not know, but Sillhad in-
vited me, and knowing the circumstance of
there being bad blood between the parties,
Iresolved to be present, for fear trouble
might happen ;that Iconsidered myself
there as a citizen, but could resolve myself
into an officer very readily ifnecessary to
keep the peace. 1saw Craft next day at the
express office. He wanted a permit to
carry a pistol. Isaid, "Do you not carry a
pistol?" He said, "Not always." Iex-
plained to him that there was no State law
against it. Iasked him what he wanted
the pistol for, and he told me he saw Bud
Harlan, defendant's son, and Bob Spauid-
ing walking together, and considered it
suspicious, as taey were not in the habit of
running together. He said he was not
afraid of Spaulding, but be did not know
what Bud Harlan might do. Isaid :

Boms1 protest was riled the Directors were
notified by a letter from Mr. Dunn, and in
response toit,he was informed that Klee
was duly elected and entitled to pay as In-
spector." Then, on the tith or 7th'of July, a
week after the Controller declined to pay
the salary on account of the protest, he is-
sued and forwarded the warrant to Mr.
Klee. These are the exact facts in the case.

Fraternal Boycotting.

At the recent meeting of the Grand
Lodge, I.O. O. F., of California, held in
San Francisco May 4, l«8ii, the following
consideration of the operations of the boy-
cott was taken, as shown on pages WW, 636
a:nl SIS ofthe officialreport :
