The Rival rruit-itliipplngAssociations.

San Fuvni.l-. o, July Sth.— lnresponse U)

a request for an explanation ofthe dispatch
received by the < ulifurnia Associated Press
from Chicago that itwas difficult to obtain
information concerning the California fruit
trains sent Kast by the California Fruit-
growers' Association, for the reason that
the firm which handles nearly all the C'tili-
fornia fruitis not in harmony with the
Fruit-growers' Association, the following
information was to-day given by the gentle-
man incharge of the Fruit Union office :
There are two distinct associated bodies
which ship truit to the East —the Fruit
Union ana the Fruft-growere' Association,

ramenio. The Union has not as yet
sent any special train, composed entirely of
ir:lit (\u25a0:<•.-. to the East, but has contented
itself with shipments of four or live cars
daily, uti:i> heo to the overland express
trains, and paid transportation at the old
tarifl rates. The Fruit Association has. so
far this season, sent out two trains to the
East, otic of sixteen and one of eighteen
cars, made tip ot fruit and general pro-
duce, and sent them out at the new tariff
rates for trains oi' fruit cars exclusively.
Next week the Union willalso avail itself
of the new sper-ia! fruit train rates. Under
the old tariff, ?-oUO per .-ingle car
was the rate. Under the new tariff the
rate is $4,500 pet train of fifteen cars
or less, and each extra car up tv eighteen
cars

—the limit ofcars allowed tw he hauled
over the rotuis— is $300 per car extra. These
fruit trains are exclusively for fruit and
produce, and are run on Special through
express time. The kinds of fruit the Union
has shipped this season are apricots, ot
which BO tar there have been sent about 230
tons from Yacaville and Winters alone.
The price for apricots this year in the East
baa advanced. and canners are now offering
3Jo a pound for sound fruit, against 2cents
a pound which they paid lost year.

After
stationing officers around, he entered the
store and asked Tai Hung Lung whether j
he knew Ah You. ReceivTni; a reply in !
the affirmative, he offered him two j
b ixes of opium, for which the china- !

After a gr^at |
deal of opposition to th' presenceof a third
party, the Chinaman consented to having
Inspector Harrison called into the room,
mdgave him $3 for the three boxes he had.

RAILROAD NOTES.

First Grand Army Ticket-Fast Train
Gossip.

f3. F.Bulletin, July Sth.]
To-day the first ticket issued in the East

to members of the Grand Arruy of the lie-
public for a trip to this coast was presented
at the ticket office of the Southern Pacific
Company. Itwas issued in Illinois,and
is gat uj>in handsome form, hearing a fac-
simile of the Grand Army badge.

Itis believed by railroad men that the
fast train from Ogtteu to Chicago willsoon
be j.ut in operation. The Chicago, Mil-
waukee and St. Paul road now runs to St.
Paul in eleven hours, where the same dis-
tance between Omalri and Chicago takes
twenty boors. By putting on a limited

nto Omaha, with the Union Pacific
also reducing itstime, a day can easily be
saved. The Southern PacificCompany has
not yet been requested toshorten its time,
but it is believed that it willrun bat trains
i;the Union Pacific shortens its time.

Tip morning the case of \v. (;.Bank
was before the Passenger Ajieois'Associa-
tion, on B charge of Earing violated the
agreement recently entered into regarding
giving commissions. A ticket was sold
through his office to a passenger brought
in by a scalper, and the latter, itis claimed,

Ipaid one dollar, alleged tobe a commission.
IArbitrator Miller states that he believes

Mr. Hank acted innocently in the matter,
bat as he was lesponsible lor the ticket sold
he was forced to pay the fine of ISO im-

|posed. It is claimed that the passenger
runs considerable risk in purchasing
through irresponsible scalpers, many of
whose tickets are return coupons and sub-
ject to confiscation when presented by any
person except the one to whom they were
originally issued.

The visit of C. W. Smith, Vice-President
and General Manager of the Atchison, To-
peka and .y;i!iia r\ Railroad, is, itis under-
stood, for the purpose of effecting arrange-
ments for the establishment of another
transcontinental pool. Mr. Smith visits
San Francisco to confer with the railroad
officers resident here, and it is believed that
a basis can be found on whick to again
bnild up a Transcontinental Association.
That a pool is almost necessary to some of
the rwads is urged by many railroad men,
and it is believed that one will he formed
before long. The present passenger larill
will remain unchanged, ail toads being
satisfied with it. The settlement of the
question of percentage of business to be
claimed by each road will,itis believed, be
disposed of during Mr.Smith's vbii

THE TICKET SCALPERS.
An Ordinance to Prohibit Them from

Imposing; on Travrleri*.
[S. F. Post, July Sth.J

Many cast's of imposition upon travelers
have recently been repented to the railroad
companies. During the cut rates many
persons who came lothis city with return
tickets decided to remain. The tickets were
freely disposed of to unauthorized scalpers,
who imposed on parties desiring to travel
eastward by representing that the tickets
were good to the holders, when, as amutter
of fact, they could only be used by those to
whom they were originallyissued. Many
persons who bonght these tickets in good
Kiitii were unceremoniously dumped off
the cars after being asked to write the sig-
nature on the ticket on a piece of paper,
and the two were found not to correspond.
So tireat a nuisance did the matter become,
thai the Southern I'acilic Company asked
the Supervisors to remedy it by adopting
an ordinance to defeat imposition upon
travelers. Ail the agents of the Eastern
lines agreed to nice its adoption, but at the
meeting of the License and Orders Com-
mittee of the Supervisors yesterday after-
noon, T. H. Goodman, of the Southern ;
Pacific, was theonly passenger agent pres-
ent, the others remaining away tor fear of
the scalpers.

Mr Goodman said that the Western rep-
resentative* of the Eastern roads paid a
quarterly license of 125. Thescalpers were
not responsible to anybody, nor amenable
to any rule?. Whenever they got hold of a
ticket they Mild it wherever they could.
The salaried agents were responsible, and
it was to be presumed tbat their actions
wouldbe governed by proper motives.

License Collector Conroy said the best
way toget at these unauthorized scalpers
was to compel them' to pay a license, just
as the opera ticket scalpers were compelled.
Whenever a ticket was sold through false
representations by the scalpers, and the
innocent purchaser suffered, the blame was
usually laid upon the railroad company.
He thought that an ordinance to cover
these scalpers would lead to their easy
identification and to redress for the party
injured.

Hr.Goodman said that in some of the
States the scalpers were not allowed to
operate at all. In Pennsylvania the law
suppressed them, and after a long tight in
the Courts several of them were landed in
the penitentiary, and tbat "let out" the
business of scalping.

Mr. Pond announced that the committee
would endeavor to study up an ordinance •
to cover the case.
