FROM HAWAII.

Latest News from the Sandwich Islands—
\ New Cabinet.

The steamer Australia arrived at San
Francisco from Honolulu yesterday morn-
ing, bringing dates up to July Ist.

June OOth the Ministry resigned, and
King Kalakaua appointed a new Cabinet,
as follows : Hon. Walter Murray Gibson,
Premier and Minister of the Interior, vice
Charles T. Gulick, resigned; Robert J.
I'rti.-hton, Minister of Foreign Affairs,vice
W. M. Gibson, resigned; Paul P. Kanoa,
Minister of Finance, vice J. M.Rapene, re-
signed ; John I. Dare, Attorney-General,
vice Paul Neumann, resignt-d.

*
The fol-

lowing have been appointed members of
the Privy Council : K. H. Hayselden. D.
11. Nahino. George Richardson, W. G.
Irwin. J. G. Hoopiii and Paul Neumann.

On the night of June 29th the steamer
James I.Dowscit collided withthe schooner
MoiWahine inMolokai channel, Hawaiian
Islands. The steamer went down in an
hour. The crew were all saved. The
Dowsett was from Kuan Mavi witha cargo
of 300 bags of sugar. Five of the stanch-
ions of the schooner were stove in,and the
vessel suffered a severe shock.

The steamer Kapiolari was swamped and
sunk whileattempting to cross the bar at
Pearl river. She was floated again between
two scows, and a start was made for Hon-
olulu. One of the scows was upset off
Kahali harbor. The steamer again went
to the bottom. It is doubtful ifshe will
ever be recovered, as sha sank in fullysixty
feet of water.

The German bark Hydra, which arrived
at Honolulu on the 10th, reported two
cases of small-pox during the passage from
Hongkong, both Chinamen. One had en-
tirely recovered, and the other was conva-
l^sccnt.

On the evening of the 21st ultimoa fire
broke out in Honolulu, and destroyed
about $20,000 worth of property.

Although there are over a hundred wells in
Sierra valley, they all continue

bers do not seem toaffect the How, although
there is a difference in different seasons of
the year. The farmers are considering the
idea of screwing on a cap. but they are all
afraid it willspoil their wells and dare not
try it. There are fivemachines in the val-
ley now. and each one puts down a well a
week. Walter Ede has bought a machine
of his own, and says he is going to put
down fiftywells in a row in his pasture.
They willbe 200 feet apart, with an irrigat-
ing ditch as far as the water willrun. John
McNair has a fine well, the deepest in the
valley. Itis over1,000 feet, and itwas put
down 600 feet in one day, or an inch a min-
ute. Mr.Wiltse says the weils willirrigate
a great deal more ground than was ex-
pected. By careful usage his welj wets
twenty-five acres ofground, and he says be
would not take $2.00" for it. Most people
imagine the flowing well is a new thing in
the valley.but itis not so. A well bored
with a hand augur in 1803 or 1864 by
Ebright, on ihe farm now owned by W. A.
RobbiDs, atiil flows a small stream, and
another was bored about the same time on
the H.I\Robbins ranch.

Barefooted Children.

The question whether children can go
barefoot without injury is now and again
proposed for discussion, and when it is so,
we are compelled to give the same an»wer.
On physiological grounds it is manifestly a
sound practice to accustom children to de-
velop the circulatory and muscular systems
ofthe lower extremities, precisely as those
of the hand are developed by free use and
exposure. Itis not supposed to be either
necessary or desirable that children should
wtar gloves for hygienic purposes. When
the hands of little folk are thus decorated,
the parental idea is confessedly togive them
what is conventionally regarded as a gen-
teel appearance. No one thinks a child

[ ought to be protected from the weather, so
far as its hands are concerned. On tbe con-
trary, it is recognized that the npper
extremities should be kept warm by ex-
ercise and habitual exposure. Precisely
the same view holds good with regard to
the lower extremities. Contact withbodies
that abstract heat, even more than the

jearth abstracts it, is an almost constant
condition ofchild life. Inshort itis entirely
indeference to fashion and the usages of
society that children wear foot coverings.
There is much to be said in favor of a more
natural practice. The foot is an organ of
wondrous complexity, regarded as a bony
and muscular apparatus. It is. moreover,
provided with nerves and blood vessels of
lespecial intricacy. The softest and most
flexible shoe, to a very great extent, and a
boot almost entirely, reduces this organ to

Ithe character of a jointed block with little
self-movement. Obviously this reduction
must detract not only from"the efficiency of
the foot, but of

"
the organism as a

whole. Ifthe blood-vessels of the foot and
leg are fully developed, as they can
only be when the foot is habitually cx-

iposed, the quantity of blood which the
Ilower extremities can be made to receive.
and, ifneed be. attract for a time, is very
considerable. We can only say that chil-
dren who are allowed to go barefooted en-
joy almost perfect immunity from the dan-
ger of

by accidental chilling of the

feet, and they are altogether healthier and
happier than those who, in obedience to

the usages of social life,have their lowei
extremities permanently invalided, and. sc
to say, carefully swathed and put away in
rigid "cases.

A Short Hop Crop.

Tacoma, July nth.

The hop crop
in Washington Territory, as estimated by
competent judges, will be about 20 per
cent, short, caused by slack culture, due to
a low market during the early stages of the
season. The recent copious rains have
done the hops much good, and as the sea-
son is late and growers- in many cases yet
cultivating, it is hoped to bring up the
yield to within 15 per cent, of last years
crop. About 3,000 bales of the incoming
crop have been contracted for October de-
livery, varying in price from nine cents
the lowest) and twenty-five cents (the

highest), paid to-day, and this far the
highest for the season. Twenty-two and a
halfcents has been offered for large quan-
tities and refused, as growers are now dis-
posed to await developments as to the
amount of damage to the New York crop,
daily reported here. The grade of this
year's growth is assured to be good, as a
light yield always improves the quality.
There" is no disease of any kind, and, in
fact, never has been in hop plants of this
region for the whole period of seventeen
years in which hops have been grown here.
The yield for the Tacoma district, which
includes Puyallup valley, will be some-
thing near 2,500,000 pounds, and for the
wholeTerritory about 3,000.000 pounds.

Pine Leaf Carpets or Matting.
We have already made brief reference to

the production of a new kind ofcarpeting
or matting, and some other coarse goods,
from pine leaves. The Charleston (8. 0.
Arws and Courier gives tbe following de-
scription of the process of tbis new and
Cttrious ruanufacuire as carried on at j
Cronly, which is a village close to that
citr. It should be said that the fiber mill
referred to prepares the pine leaves fur use
as a substitute for jute, cocoa or flax.

'•The carpet mil!, which is situated some
distance from the fiber mill,is .ilarge two-
Btary structure which is, however, aa yet
in its infancy, ay the company has but re-
cently commenced the weaving of carpets
and matting. The appliances and ma-
chinery are about the same as those
in use in establishments of like nature,
the machinery of course being adapted to
the spinning and weaving u{the new fiber.
This is brought over from the iiber mill
after brine dried, and is first ;>ut through a
carder and cleaner, all the impnrities being
removed, and after being carded emerges
in the shape of slivers about three inches
in width. The liber now assuuves the firs
appearance of yarn. These, iilivers are
caught incars and then go through adraw
ing frame where four slivers are convertet
into one A KOond drawing frame con
