At first they
were fed with a bottle, but since their eyes
opened they help themselves to their milk,
and like meat. The Captain's littlespaniel,
now quite advanced in years fol*acanine,
took a great fancy to the little strangers
from the first, watched over and slept with
them, and is full of fight ifa cat attempts
to go near them.

The Laeoest Catch.—Charles Burns,
who lires in Slater Addition, and who
runs fishing boats npon the river, caught a
catfish at the mouth of the Feather river,
night before last, which weighed eight
pounds. This is the largest fish of the
kindknown to have been caught in the
Sacramento, the largest usually taken
weighing only about fourpounds.
