In the-Senate a bill was passed to credit
the State of Oregon with $12386 for ord-
nance and ordnance stores,
Among bills which were objected to and
which wsnt over without action was the
following : To equalize the bounties of sol-
diers, sailors and marines of the late war
(Logan’s bill). :
The Senate then resumed consideration
of the river and harbor appropriation
bill, the pending question being on the
Hennepin Canal and Michigan and Illinois
Canal amendment. Agrecd to—yeas 31,
nays 22.
In the Senate an amendment to the item
of $40,000 for improving the Sacramento
and Feather rivers, California, was to strike
out some lines directing legal proceedings
to prevent the washing, sluicing, dumping
or discharging debris cansed by hydraulic
nmining. This was discussed at some length
by Stanford, Hearst, Dolph, Edmunds and
Ingalls. Stanford and Hearst favored the
amendment of the lines proposed to be
strack out, while Edmunds contended that
Congress had no power to logislate as to
these rivers, as the State of California had
exclusive jurisdiction over them. Stanford
explained that if this practice of dumping
debris into the Sacramento was not pie-
vented the harbar of San Francisco would
be ruined, and he asked whether the Gen-
eral Government had not theright to inter-
fere and prevent it. No vote was had on
the amendment, but McMillan gave notice
that he would ask the Senate to dispose of
the bill to-morrow.

Mexican Pension Bill Passed.
WasHineroN, July 12th.—In the House
to-day the bill granting pensions to scldiers
and sailors of the Mexican war having
begn xgached on the calendar, an objection
him by Wilson of Towa, and a statement
by Harris that no Democratic Senator
would consume any time in discussion, the
objection was withdrawn. The biil was
then considered and passed.

The bill as passed directs the Secretary
of the Interior to place on the pension roll
the names of surviving officers and enlisted
men (including marines, militia and vol-
unteers who, being duly enlisted, actually
served sixty days with the army or navy of
the United States in Mexico, or on the
coasts or frontier thereof, or on the routes
thereto, in the war with that nation, or who
were actively engaged in battle in said war
and were honorably discharged) or their
surviving widows. It provides only for such
widows us have not yet married, and pro-
vided that every such officer, enlisted man,
or widow who is or may become sixty years
of age, and who is or who may become
subject to any disabllity or dependence
equivalent to some cause recognized by
pension laws as a sufficient reason for an
allowance of a pension, shall be entitled to
the benefit of the Act: except where such
disability or dependency was incurred in
aiding or abetting the late rebellion. Pen-
sions are to be §£8 per month, payable only
after the passage of the Act. The law is
not applicable to persons already receiving
pensions at or over that rate, and where
persons (entitled under this law)are al-
ready receiving pensions less than $8 per
month, their pensions shall only be $3.

DBaron de
Worms then secured. evidence suflicient to
base his complaint on and make the Baron
surrender the correspondence. It is stated
that Baron Meron and Baroness de Worms
have concluded not to enter any defense.
Baron de Worms was the Tory member for
the Toxteth division of Liverpool in the
late House of Commons. He is 40 years of
age, and is a hereditary Baron of the Ans-
trian Empire. His wife is a handsome,
stately woman, possessing a voluptuous
form, a leader of fashionable circles, and a
general social favorite.
