There are also 500
other trees, pear, applt, etc., bearing fruit
this year. There are fifteen acres of vine-
yard, 10.200 bearing vines, comprising mus-
cat, malaga, muscatel and zinfandel. The
vines are full of grapes and the quality
promises to be very good.—Red Bluff Sen-
tinel.
