LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

Making the Punishment Fit the Crime.

In the Police Court yesterday the cases
of Andrew George and W. H. Rexford, ar-
rested for battery on the complaint of J. J.
Bartel, were called for trial. It soon be-

came evident from the testimony of the
plaintiff that George had nothing to do
with the battery, but was only a looker-on,
and he was ordered discharged. The evi-
dence showed that the complainant, who
is well advanced in years, had, on various
occasions, made improper advances toward
a young woman living in a lodging-house
on Third street, where the other parties to
the matter also reside, and persisted in act-
ing so improperly that she became very
much annoyed and frightened, and at one
time was afraid to remove her clothing for
three nights, and could not sleep, fearing
that he might make an attempt to enter
her room. Sheinformed Rexford and George
ot the circumstances. About a week ago
Bartel whistled after her insultingly, and
she called Rexford's attention to the fact.
He expostulated with Bartel, who got
angry and made a movement as if to draw
a pistol, when Rexford went for and wal-
loped him. In Court yesterday Bartel de-
nied having intended to be insulting to-
ward the young lady; on the contrary, he
had great respect for her, and would have
liked to make her his wife. Judge Henry,
after the argument of the case by City At-
torney Hart for the prosecution and W. A.
Anderson for the defense, gave Bartel a se-
vere scoring, but announced that Rexford
had been guilty of battery, and he would
fine him one cent! The young lady, who
was in Court, happened to have a coin of
that denomination in her pocket, and with
it the fine was paid. Subsequently Bartel
met Judge Henry and found fault with his
judgment, when the Judge expressed him-
self plainly. Bartel making a remark de-
rogatory to the lady, and which showed
that his statement on the stand of his great
respect for her could scarcely have been
truthful, the Judge told him that if any
voung friend of her's had heard the re-
mark just uttered he would be justified in
slapping the face of the man uttering it, or
going a little further. ;

Sergeant Barwick’s Report,

Y esterday, according to the Signal Service
reports, was the eighth day of the continu-
ous heated spell, during which the temper-
ature reached 90° and above, beginning
with last Friday, the 9th, and up to and
including yesterday, the 16th. The maxi-
mum and minimum temperature was as fol-
lows for each of the eight days, beginning
with the 9th: 93° and 55°; 10th, 96° and
62°; 11th, 95° and 58°; 12th, 95° and 64°;
13th, 100° and 68°; 14th, 105° and 68°:
15th, 101° and 74°; 16, 101° and 73°. Four
of those days in succession the tempera-
ture reached 100° and over, and two nights
in succession it did not fall below 73°.

There was yesterday morning a thunder
and lighning-storm at San Francisco, dur-
ing which time more rain was precipitated
than ever before recordedsin July in thirty-
seven years, being .23 of an inch; the
greatest amount before was .21 of an inch—
in July, 1860. The highest and lowest
temperature yesterday at Sacramento was
101° and 73°, with gentle to fresh southerly
winds and clear to fair weather prevailing.

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DIAMONDS.

THESE PRECIOUS STONES FOUND
IN CALIFORNIA.

The Diamond Field Embraces Ama-
dor, Butte, El Dorado, Placer
and Other Counties.

Yesterday a representative of the REc-
orp-Uxrox called at the foundry of Wm.
Gutenberger, at Front and N streets, and
was shown a machine that is there being
constructed for diamond mining in Batte
county. The machine is being built for L.
Wineberg. a scientific gentleman, a dia-
mond expert and an experienced mineral-
ogist, who spent several years in the
diamond fields of South Africa, where he
was engaged in trading in the precious
stones as they came from the mines in a
rough state. Mr. Wineberg described the
different parts, and explained the workings
of the machine to the reporter. It consists
of a hollow octagonal cylinder, in size six
feet in diameter and as many in length.
The rim consists of four sets of seives,
set over each other, thespace between them
varying from the inside from an inch and
a half to half an inch. The cylinder is
suspended on a horizontal shaft passing
through the center, which is operated by a
gear which causes the cylinder to revoive
not at all like the drum on a squirrel cage
The soil or gravel, about two tons, is placed
in the cylinder, which is then clo§ed at
both ends and caused to revolve. As it goes
around the material grinds through the
first sieve into the second compartment,
through the second sieve into the third
compartment, and so on until it is thrown
off in pulverized dust, from which the
diamonds and gold are easily separated.
The machine is constructed of iron ; is very
strong and capable of reducing from 100 to
200 tons of material per day. The ma-
chine, now near completion, is intended
for Cherokee Flat, in Butte county, and will
be used in the tailings or locse material at
the dump of hydraulic mines.

“THERE'S MILLIONS IN IT.”

Mr. Wineberg is very sanguine of mak-
ing a pecuniary success of his venture, in
fact, in the language of Colonel Sellers, he
says there are * millions in it.”” He has in
prospecting in the dump piles at Cherokee
Flat and vicinity found a number of
diamoends which he sent to Boston and
other places for analysis. So far the ones
he found were of a poor quality, but that
there are good ones and in quantities in
that loecality he has no doubt. He expects
to have his machinery in operation in a
very short time, and if his expectations are
half realized it will cause an excitement
throughout the State, for he says what is
true of that particular section of Batte is
true also of a large proportion of Placer.
El Dorado, Amador and Nevada counties.
Mr. Wineberg is thoroughly posted upon
the subject of diamonds, both as to the
real and spurious article. He told in a few
words how the glittering jewels that
bedeck the

The most productive diamond fields

known are those at Kimberly, South
Afiica. The gross weight of diamonds

that ¥passed through the post office at
Kimberly in 1880 was 1,440 pounds avoir-
dupois, the estimated value of which was
$16,000,000. Over 25,000 men were engaged
in the diamond fields of South Africa dur-
ing that vear.

Mr. Wineberg is satisfied that diamonds
in paying quantities can be obtained in the
washings of the hydraulic mines at Chero-
kee Flat, and also that this industry could
be prosecuted with profit in several other
localities of the State.

THE MOST VALUABLE DIAMOND

Ever found in the United States was discov-
ered in 1856, on the banks of the James
river, opposite Richmond, Va. Its weight
was 2,37 carats, or 90 grains. The existence
of diamonds in California was early known,
some being discovered in the gold mines
in 1850,

W. A. Goodyear is quoted in Whitney's
** Auriferous Gravels of the Sierra Nevada
of California” as follows: ‘‘ He saw a dia-
mond in the possession of Mr. Olmstead, at
Dirty Flat, near Placerville, which meas-
ured nine thirty-seconds of an inch maxi-
mum diameter, and weighed one and a
quarter carats—5.61 grains. It was found
by Mr. Olmstead in cleaning up the sluices
of the Cruson tunnel, Dirty Flat.”

W. B. Carpenter, of Placerville, El Do-
rado county, in a letter to the State Miner-
alogist, says : “ In 1871, W. A. Goodyear,
Assistant State Geologist, while examining
the deposits of auriferous gravels in the
ancient river bed, about three miles east of
Placerville, found several specimens of
itacolumite, and expressed the opinion
that diamonds should be found in the
gravels. 1 assisted him in searching for
them, and we found several in the hands of
the miners. Mr. Goodyear bought one of
them as a geological specimen. None of
the parties who had them knew what they
were, but had kept them as curiosities.
The gravel in the channe] is capped with
lava from 50 to 450 feet in depth. Of late
years the gravel is worked by stamp gravel
mills, and I know of instances where frag-
ments of broken diamonds have been found
in panning out the batteries. I give you
the namesof the finders of several diamonds
in this vicinity, namely : Charles Reed,
one. Mr. Jeflreys, one. Thomas Ward &
Co., three (two white, one yellow); one of
these is now in the possession of Mr. Ash-
croft, of Oakland, who had it cut in Eng-
land. Cruson & Olmstead. four, one of
which Olmstead sold to Tucker, of San
Francisco; it measured thirty-nine seconds
of an inch in diameter, was pure, and
nearly round; I think he got about $300
for it. Thomas Potts, one, which he sold
to Mr. Goodyear for $15; it was smail, and
flawed. Jacob Lyon, one (light straw-col-
ored), about the size of a medium pea;
also, several fragments obtained from the
tailings of a gravel mill at the Lyon mine.
A. Brooks, one (small white). E. Benfeldt,
one (small yellow), weighs two grains; it
passed through a gravel mill.”

Melville Attwood was among the first to
predict the discovery of diamonds in Cali-
fornia. The following is an extract from a
newspaper article written by him in 1854 :
“1 am anxious to call attention to the
chance of finding diamonds in this coun-
try and the likelihood of their being over-
looked. The rocks in which they occur
are common in California. Itacolumite, a
soft micaceous sandstone, always the asso-
ciate of the diamond, is also found here.
The gravel always found in the river wash-
ings so closely resembles the ‘cascalho,
or ‘diamond gravel’ of Brazil, that I think
it very probable that if proper search was
made diamonds will be found.”

The State Mineralogist says: “‘In Au-
gust, 1883, I visited Cherokee, Butte county,
specially to study that celebrated diamond
locality. A. McDermott, druggist of Oro-
ville, says that a diamond was sent to him
in 1862 which was as large as a small pea.
It was nearly globular and obscurely crys-
tallized and of yellow color. He does not
know the subsequent history of the stone,
where it was found, or the owner's name.

At Cherokee diamonds and zircons are
found in cleaning up sluices and undercur-
rents. The first notice of diamonds at this
locality dates from 1853 ; the largest dis-
covered, which was two and a quarter
carats (nine grains), is now in possession
of John More. There have been from
fifty to sixty found, from first to last ; some
were rose-colored, some yellow, others
pure white, and all associated with zircons,
platinum, iridium, magnetite, gold and
other minerals.

A similar association of metal occurs in
the northern counties of California, es-
pecially in the region drained by the Trin-
ity river, in the sands of which microscopic
dianconds are actually found. The same
may be said of the vicinity of Coos bay,‘in
Oregen, and along the banks of Smith
river, in Del Norte county.

In 1861 a diamond was found oneand a
half miles northwest of Yankee Hill, Butte
county, in cleaning up a placer mine. The
stone was taken from the sluice with the
gold and sold to M. H. Wells, who pre-
sented the gem to John Bidwell, of Chico,
who had it cut in Boston. It weighed one
and a half carats—six grains. Mr. Bidwell
gave the diamond to his wife, who now
wears it on her finger. This was the only
diamond found at the locality.

A fine diamond from the Spring Valley
mine, Cherokee, was presented to the State
Museum by G. F. Williams, Superintend-
ent. Mrs. Harris has a beautiful Cherokee
rough diamond set in aring. Mr. 4
who was formerly Superintendent ot the
Spring Valley hydraulic mine, has another,
which has been cut. Of the two the natu-
ral crystal is the most interesting and beau-
tiful.” Mrs. W. C. Hendricks, of Morris ra-
vine, near Oroville, also has a fine Chero-
kee diamond set in aring.

A very interesting stone has lately been
brought to notice, which was found in
July, 1883, by George Evans, on the sur-

mining camp abont four miles northwest
of Volcano, Amador county. It weighs 255
milligrams. Its length is .315 of an inch;
thickness, .215 of an inch. It is irregularly
i globular in form, all the faces being con-
vex. It is pale straw-colered, very brill-
iant, and, as far as could be distinguished
even under the inicroscope, is without a
flaw.

The name diamond is a corruption of
“adamas” or “adamant,” derived from two
Greek words, meaning “I conquer,” refer-
ring to its excessive hardness. Itis pure
carbon crystallized. Chemically it does
not differ from charcoal, and is also nearly
identical in composition with graphite.
It is the hardest of all known substances.
Its specific gravity is 3.529 to 3.55. Dia-
monds are not always colorless, and this
fact renders their determination difficult.
They are sometimes tinged yellow, red,

often biack. When tbe color is decided
they are more valaable than when limpid,
When light colored, they are said to be *‘off
color.”

Black diamonds are sometimes called
“carbonate,” or ‘‘carbonado.” They are
even harder than the crystallized stones.
They are found in mammillary masses,
sometimes 1,000 carats in weight.

The diamond is supposed to be of vege-
table origin, and is believed, by those who
have studied it carefully, to be produced by
slow decomposition of vegetation or bitum-
inous matters. It is generally colorless,
but alwavs transparent (except in case of
the black diamond), and often found in
rounded masses, occasionally in curious,
irregular, concretionary forms, like &halce-
dony, c¢r semi opal. Generally the faces
of the crystals are curved ; sometimes they
take a nearly spherical form, having forty-
eight faces.

Diamonds are found in Brazil, in Leds of
gravelly conglomerate called ‘‘casalho,”
frequently cemented by oxide of iron, and
from deseription, resembling some of the
cemented gravels so common in the hy-
draulic and dritt mines of California. In
such an iron cemented formation a negro
slave in Brazil found a bed or cluster of
diamonds—probably in place—which sold
for $1,500,000.

Diamonds were discovered in Brazil in
1728. They had always been thrown aside
as useless in gold washing, until one who
had seen this gem in the rough state
quietly collected & large quantity of them,
from the sale of which, in Portugal, he
realized a fortune.

The Annua! Muster and Inspection —The
Next Turnout—Ete.
{ The annual inspection and musfer of
! Companies A, B, E and G, field, staff and
band of the First Artillery Regiment, took
place at the Armory Wednesday evening,
July 14th, and although the weather was
excessively hot, the attendance was excel-
lent, as the muster rolls will show; and,
more than all, the appearance of the men

and officers, condition of arms, accoutre-
ments and clothing, was better than we
have seen for a longtime. Owing to the

We do not remember an occasion when a
review was conducted more smoothly than
this. As far as could be ascertained, there
was not an error made by an officer while
in march, and the dignified manner in
which they carried themselves impressed
the spectators greatly. The men marched
well also, when the crowded condition of
the hall is considered. There seems to be
an improvement in the class of recruits
coming into the companies lately, being
mostly large, finely - formed men.
This = was noticed = particularly in
Company G, which was very handsome-
ly-sized. Captain Weinstock’s cormpany
(E) is placed at a disadvantage in a parade
in full dress, as the entire company is not
provided with uniforms, and to an out-
sider it looks as if it was composed of por-
tions of two companies. It is difficult to
find a better or more intelligent body of
men in the N. G.C. than is comprised in
the four city compenies, take them as a
whole. Their influence is powerful when
they pull together ; and the same may be
said of Companies F and C, of Woodland
and Nevada City. The chief drawback is
that, as a rule, the regular drills are not
attended as fully as they should be, but
the average attendance is as good as else-

where. The fact is, that there is
not much  inducement for men
to join the Natienal Guard. They

feel that their services are not appreciated
as they should be. Itis a case of all work |
and no play, and were it not for the pat-
riotic feeling of officers and men, and the
constant work of the former to keep their
companies recruited to the proper stan-
dard, the corps wonld fall to pieces. There
must be good work done during the next
session of the Legislature to instill new life
into the National Guard. It must be made
apparent to a young man that he gains
some benefit for time lost in addition to the
exercise he gets when he joins the N. G. C.
There must be provided funds to carry on
regular annual encampments at such a
point that in a health point of view lhe!
men will be benefited, in addition to the |
instruction received in the duties of sol-
diers, and this without expense to officers
and men. It would be an event to look
forward to as a certainty, and would come
to be considered as the regular summer
vacation. Many of the helmets of the
men are getting shabby-looking, and, if
their funds will at all admit of it, the com-
panies should provide the white helmnet.
They are more comfortable and look better.
The condition of the arius, armories, etc.,
proves that Armorer Cook, of Company A,
is the right mau in the right place. Itisa
difficult position to fill where there are so
many to please, but it is done acceptably to
all. The number present at the mus-
ter was as follows: Company A, Cap-
tain T. W. Stevens, 49 men; total
membership, 61. Company B, Captain

John Cook, 44; total membership, 68.
Company E, Captain M. Weinstock, 43 ;
total membership, 70. Company G. Uapt.

* Ten years ago this month (centennial
year),” says the San Francisco Post of last
evening, ‘‘ the State was astonished by a
heavy rainfall. It began in the Sierra Ne-
vada mountains and swept down on the
Sacramento valley, the precipitation at
Sacramento being .21 of an inch. At the
time this smart shower was by many at-
tributed to the heavy cannonading in San
Francisco bay, where a sham naval battle
took place on the 3d, three days before the
rain. This morning San Francisco was
awakened by a cannonading from heaven’s
artillery, followed immediately bv ashower
of rain as copious as that of 1876. These
two July rains are without parallel since
1861, when over half an inch fell, as re-
corded at Sacramento.

vears in which no rain fell during any of
the summer months.

The G. A. R. Reception,

The General Committee for the G. A. R,
recepticn met at the office of W. P. Cole-
man last evening, President G. W. Ches-
ley in the chair. The meceting fwas well
attended, and itsobject, to devise means to
defray the expense of the coming reception,
and a display of resources, was very gen-
erally discussed. In view of the fact that
the Supervisors had declined to make an
appropriation to assist in meeling the ex-
pense, 1t was resolved to appoint a finance
and collecting committee to promptly raise
the required funds. From the speeches
made and subscriptions volunteered, there
is no room for doubt that the required
amount will be furthcoming.

A Finance Committee was appointed
consisting of the General Committee, which
is composed of fifteen well-known citizens,
and three from each of the seven sub-com-
mittees, making a committee of thirty-six.
The Chair was also authorized to appoint
soliciting committees in the various towns
and villages throughout the county, and
Joseph Sims was appointed s licitor for
the county at large. The programme, as
heretofore announced, will be carried out

i in its entirety, and possibly new features

added. Mayor Brown was not present, but
aunthorized the Secretary to put his name
down for #50. Much detail work was dis-
cussed aud disposed of, and a general at-
mosphere of enthusiasm and success pre-
vailed.

THE DRAINAGE CLAIMS.

A Question of Justice and what Belongs
to Good Government.

Eps. Recorp-Uxiox: As one who con-
tracted some of the indebtedness of this
State to private parties under the celebrated
Drainage Act, I wish to say a few words
about the drainage claims, to compel pay-
ment of which the Supreme Court has just
failed to issue a mandamus. I do not wish
to discuss the expediency of the measures
proposed in the body of the Act. It is suf-
ficient to state that it was in force several
years, and that under it much work prc-
sumed to have been for beneficial purposes,
in providing better drainageand improving
the navigability of the Sacramento river,
was done, State departments were called
upon for aid, and assistant engineers from
the office of the State Engineer (perhaps
against their own inclinations) had to de-
vote a portion of their time to duties de-
volving upon them in connection with this
so-called “‘drainage work.” The proper
authorities entered into centracts to have
river improvements made. These were
frequently awarded to parties specially in-
terested in a faithfal execuation of the work,
as, for instance, in the case of many bank
land owners who took contracts for the
construction of river improvements along
their own water front, sometimes pledging
all their property as security to raise the
pecessary money to carry on the work.
supplies and material were furnished by
our merchants to the agents of State au-
thorities, snd many assistants and laborers
rendered months of service, for which pay
is still doe them.

Claims thus accrued remain in large part
still unpaid, notwithstanding that the Leg-
islature passed a relief bill for the payment
of these unquestionably just claims against
the State. This relief bill seems to be con-
sidered unconstitutional by the Supreme
Court, which says that the Constitntion,
Article 4, Section 32, declares that the Leg-
islature shall have no power *‘to pay or to
authorize the payment of any claim against
the State, or any county, or municipality,
under any agreement or contract made
without express authority of law; and all
snch unauthorized agreements or contracts
shall be null and void.” The Act of 1830
having been declared unconstitutional, it
became void.

The Supreme Court farther savs: “ We
do not perceive how the Legis'ature can
anthorize the payment of any money which
it is prohibited from authorizing to be
paid.”

But, granting the position of the Court
to be right, the question arises, * Was not
the Drainage Acta law binding upon the
people of this State from the time at which
it was to go into effect until suit was
brought to test its validity? Can the com-
mon citizen, laborer, merchant, farmer and
contractor be expected to determine that
the “title” of the Act does not express
fully the subject-matter in the body of the
bill, or such other technicalities which are
sufficient to cause the Act to be declared
unconstitutional when tested by the Su-

reme Court? Is it not manifestly the
uty of the Attorney-General to so guard
the interests of the people that, when 2n
Act is clearly unconstitutional, he take the
necessary steps to prevent its provisions
from being enforced ?

Can not each citizen, who may be dis-
satisfied with the provisions of a law,
cause to be brought in the name of the
people the necessary action to determine
its validity? Does not justice and every
interest of good government demand that
a law properly enacted shall at least be
construed to be the law until some action
is brought to prove its unconstitutionality ?

If this be so, then the relief bill of 1885
is clearly constitutional.

If this be not 8o, then it ought to be, and
if common law teaches differently, then
let the necessary constitutional amend-
ment be made to alter the Jaw in the inter-
est of our State. and the meting out of
justice to its citizens. The State should
not be debarred from making a just restitu-
tion to persons innocentiy injured by com§
plving with the requirements of a law,
afterwards found to be unconstitutional.
