Contract Approved.

Some weeks since the Trustees of the
Hospital for the Cbrjnic Icsane awarded a
contract for the erection of the necessary
buildings upon the selected site near the
city of San Jose to K. A. Van Dalsen.
When the matter came before the State
Board of Kxaminers for their approval,
some things that Jdiil not look entirely
straight were objected to by one of the
Examiners, Secretary of State Thompson,
and action in consequence deferred. At
that time a protest numerously signed by
prominent citizens was tiled with the Board
ofExaminers, asking that the contract be
not awarded to Van I>alsen, and Riving
strong reasons therefor. Haturday morning
the matter was brought Dp again before the
Examiners, viz: Governor Stoneman, At-
torney-General Marshall and Secretary of
State Thompson.

IA Splendid Game Between the C.reen-

hood .'i Mor.in« and AitaH.
The large number of spe

>d at Agricultural Park yesterday

afternoon witnessed in the struggle be-

tween the Greenhorn! & Morans of Oak-
land and the Altos of this city the most

stubbornly contested game of the seas in,

so fur as seen in Sacramento, at least.

Flint, for
tfce Altas,pitched a very creditable Kara*

:/or a new beginner, fanning out fiveof the
i \Mt..rs. Van Haltren, for the G. &M.s,
1 filledthe box admirably, and it was a long

\u25a0 time before the Altas could make a base

ihit, their earlier eilorts being light raps,
many of which iell into Van's hands.
Brown, their new catcher, is a strong
reinforcement, catches coolly and well,and
throws to Becond accurately and like a
rocket. Fisher, their third-base man, who
made his first appearance here with them
yesterday, is also a strong map. ina!! lines,
as the Baersmentans thought when in the
eighth inning he hit the bill"right on the
nose"' lor three bags, and afterwards did
some good base-running. Cusiek and
Fisher made a neat double play in the fifth
inning. Gnrnett did well at second and
Dolan at first. On the part of the Altas
Xewbert, catcher of the Snowllakes, who
had been put in to fill a vacancy, and
played shortstop, a«tonished and delighted
bis friends by bis remarkably good play-
ing, and was the bright particular star of
the game. Inthe second inning he caught
a

sent itto third base, making a double play
with Measlier, by which Van Haliren was
put out. This might have been considered

but good ball. He was also good at the
bat. Hi' has improved very much since
last year, and with experience and deter-
mination to succeed -iiould soon become
as good as any. Billy Benfro was a favor-
ite with the spectators, and did what little
came his way well, inclndihg the making
of the nrs< base hit the Altas got. Robert-
son, at second, and Ahem at Brat,played
their usual line game, the former making
the only two-base hitof the same. Meagher
made aooople of errors, but offset them by
excel lent and successful work,including a
magnificent running catch. McLanghlin
at Umeshad lively work stopping sonic balls
that J''lint could not control, and was often
applauded f>>r his socc 88. As mentioned
above, neither side scored for .seven innings.
At times one side or the other would have
the bases full, and it seemed a foregone
Conclusion thai a run would be made, hut
skillfulplaying prevented it. Inthe eighth
inning, the G. A: M.'s at the bat, Donovan
went out on a foul to McL&Ughlin. Fisher
hit to left field for a three-bagger. Brown
sent a far-reaching sky-scraper in the same
direction, but nearer to center, and llenfro
froze to it. Fisher went back and touched
his base while the ball was Hying, and
then, just before itreached llenfro's hands,
dashed for home and made it. If he had
waitedon third until the ball was caught
he would have been able to make his run
all the same, as the ball went to the
pitcher, and could scarcely have been sent
to the catcher soon enough. As it was.
the Altas declared that Fisher was not en-
titled to the run, having started before the
ball was caught, and as they had
meanwhile sent the ball to third,
they insisted that he should be
declared out. The umpire had seen hint
returning to his base, but did not notice
when he left it.and. not seeing anything
wrong, could not decide that thero had
been, no mutter what was said, and so
awarded the G. & M.'s a tally. Thereupon
the Altas packed up and started to leave
the ground. The crowd cheered them for
so doing, as hundreds had seen the way the
run was secured, but after a while it was
concluded to remain and play the game out,
holding the runin protest.
