Our bat-
tle, itmust be admitted, has been lost, but
the victors, united together only for attack,
are now already quarreling OV« the spoils.
Tlrey can act upon no policy beyond II
sMieral agreement to join forces in order
to bully and coerce the Irish, and to main-
tain an alien rote over that long-suffering
people. The Conservatives may be
likened to the slave-holders of the
Southern States. They themselves In the
minority, have become tne majority, so far
as slavery is concerned, by the Northerners
supi>orting them. Against this detestable
coalition we must settle. As forthe Irish,
Iwouldstrongly advise them not toallow
themselves to be driven into unconstitu-
tional acts by the sneers and insults oftlnir
enemies. They have now a large parly in
England determined to give them foil j'is-
tice.

LoNnoN. July 21st—Mrs. Crawford rc-
snmed her testimony to-day intbeCraw-
ford divorce case, sin- said that BirChnrks
Dilke declared that Mrs. Rogerson, at
wbosejioose he used tomeet the witness,
was his mistress. Mrs. Crawford asserted
that she believed it was Mrs. gtogeraon who
wrote the anonymous letters accusing wit-
ness of adultery' with Captain Foster, and
that the object was to screen Pilkc. >:r<.
Ashton Duke, .sister of Mrs. Crawford and
sister-in-law of Sir Charles, tctiisicd that
Sir Charles, after Mrs. Crawfi r.i bad made !
her confession, suggested a quiet separation
between ln-r and her husband, and offered
:i. .ntribute to Mrs. Crawford's income.
A number of servants testified that ladies
secretly visited Sir Charles Dilke. and ihat
he male regular assignations at the War-
ren-street houne.

While Mrs. Crawfcrd was testifying un-
der croj-s-examinatioji, Captain Foster
entered the Court-room, and was seen by
her, when she became less confident in her
manner, and her replies were often made
in a stammering way, and after long
pauses. She said among things that sir
Charles told her, was that he had four
mistresses.

London", July 21st.—- Some of the evidence
given yesterday in the Crawford divorceI
case was decidedly tbe most circumstantial
given. Mrs. Crawford testified she con-
fessed that she disliked her husband be-
cause he was too old; that she loved Vi«t< r
because.be was handsome and pleasing;
and she was intimate with Dilke for the
purpose of obtaining ;i divorce from
her hated husband. She spared
Poster as far as possible. be-
cause she knew he was about to marry.
Under strict cross-examination .-he con-
fessed thai she bad been intimate withonly
Dilke and Foster, exculpating
society nun. A remarkable feature was

calmness, "yes. yes,1 and even smiled,
showing that she was naturally an aban-
doned woman, who rather gloried inher
shame. Mrs. Crawford spoke in soft,

The evidence given
to-day produced .1 deep impression. Its
directness, clearness and circumstantial
minuteness convinced all i>f i's truth.
Dilke's refusal todeny a liaison with Mrs.
Crawford's mother is attributed tothe open
nature of the scandal, rendering denial
impossible. The conduct of Mrs. Craw-
ford and her two sisters in Court \v;;s

marked with unseemly levity, laughing
and talking together.

\ exciting day in*El Paso, and tlie air has
been full of war and rumors of war. all on
account of the American editor. Cutting,
being imprisoned in a Mexican jail at Paso
del Xorte, and denied trial and counsel.
When it became known early in the day
that Minister Jackson, in the City o"f
Mexico, had demanded the immediate and
unconditional liberation of the prisoner,
and ihat the demand had not been com-
plied with, the excitement became great on
the streets of El Paso, and all kinds of
wildrumors were circulated. Propositions
were made loraise a few hundred men and
go over the river to liberate Cutting by
force, but this was overruled by wiser
counsel.

nOMCKSTIC NEWS.
Trial of the Chicago Auiirclii-ts.

Chicago, July 21st.
—

Upon the opening
of Court in the Anarchists' trial today
William Siligpr. who is regarded as the
principal Witness for the Slate, was placed
on the stand. He testified that he lived in
Sedgwick, and Lingg, one ofthedefendants,
had boarded with him. Monday night be-
fore the massacre witness attended a meet-
ing of the Carpenters' Union at ZeopFs
Hall. There copies of the revenge circular
were distributed. Tuesday, at Qngg's re-
quest, witness worked all the morning
with Lingf? and three others, loading
bombs. They made about forty or fifty Of
them. Lingg urged them to work dili-
gently, and saidthe bombs would be taken
away that day. Lingg told him every
woikingman should have dynamite and
know how to use it;there was going to be
an agitation, and all workingmen should
learn the use of dynamite. He Raid the
bombs they were making would be good
"\u25a0 foddf

"
for the capitalists and the police.

The bombs were to be used that night.
Lingg said when the bombs were finished
they carried them to Zeopf'l Hall, where
they were well distributed. From Zeopf's
Hall witness and Lingg went over to the
Larrabee-street Police Station. There was
to be a disturbance on the North Side

—
that was arranged previously ;another dis-
turbance was to bo made on the West Side,
aiul one more on the North Side, to pre-
vent the police from massing at any one
point."

Tell what conversation you had with
lings that nigbt when you left Zeopf'a
Hall."

"He said a disturbance ought to bo
made everywhere on the North Sii!.> to pre-
vent the police from going over to the West
Side.""

What did Lingg say on going over to
the Larabee-street station ?""

He said itwouldbe a beautiful thing to
throw a couple of bnmbs into the police
station. Two officers were sitting in front
of the station. Lingg said they could not
do much and that ifotbirs ran out we could
shoot them down. The patrol wagon came
up. and Lingg said that he was going to
throw tbe bomb, and that was the best op-
portunity. Isaid that was nota good time,
[hat itwould be without ell'cct. He then
became wildand elated. He wanted me
to give him some lire, i was smoking a
cigar, and went into a hall and struck n
match, as ifIwas going to s^ivc itto him.
The patrol wagon was coming by. Itpassed
us before he got(he match, whinhe wanted
to follow the wagon. He thought there
was trouble on tbe West Bide and wanted
to go where it was. [persuaded him not
to go. We got to t!n> boose a littlebefore
11 o'clock. He asked me it Ihad seen in
the paper that armed men were goin^ to
hold a meeting on the West Side. 1 sui.l
no. He thowed me the ArbeUer Zatunp,
He showed me tbe word rube,' and sail
that meant thateverything was to be turned
upside down and that there was to be
trouble.''

Witness gave in detail their movements
that night and the inside history of the An-
archists' Society. He was closely examined
and his testimony was unshaken.

During
the past few days there were reasonable
doubts that anything lees than iS cents
would buy a choice article. Lilienthal
Uros. report the State crop has not im-
proved, but this long since has been dis-
counted. Heavy arrivals from England
and a large stock in the hands of brokers,
particularly in this vicinity, are likely to
prevent any further advance for the pres-
ent. There are local dealers oH'cring Pa-
cific coast contracts at 27 cents.

New York, July 21st.— The lirst bale of
tlie new Stale hops was received from
Cooperstown yesterday. This is considered
unusually early. Reports from tho fields
in the interior are still very discouraging,
some authorities estimating there willnot
be more than a two-thirds crop, but these
should he received with caution, while
speculation is rampant. There have been
few operations in the New York market of
late above 25 ceDts per pound, but in the
interior as high as :>0 and 31 cents lia^ been
paid.
