is the new gospel which our boasted mod-
ern culture is giving us us btin^ noble
teaching, and equal to or only second to the
wisdom of Christ."

Railway Tunnels in Russia.
Although Kussia has built over 15,000

miles of railway, the longest tunnel sho
has had to construct up to this year has
only been 700 yards long. Oh this account
thevnte last week by the Stale Council of
£700,000 to construct a tunnel three miles
long on the Suram loop line possesses for
Russia extreme importance. To allintents
and purposes her railway engineers are
practically ignorant of tunneluiakine. and
10 carry out the Suram undertaking the
advice of foreign experts has had to be
isought. Simultaneously with this a tun-
|nel 1,400 yards lons willbe taken in hand
on the Novorossisk Railway, in the Kuban
region ofCis-Cauca»ia. This willbe twice
a.- long as any exis ing tunnel in Russia.
For the most part the tunnelsalreuly made
are on the Lozova-Sebastopol, Warsaw,
Ivangorod-Dorubrova. and Transcaucasian
railways

that is to say, all on the out-

skirts of Great Russia "proper, bping sit-
uated in Poland, the Crimea and the
Cancasn?. Kisewhere therearenotunnelsat'
ail, and but very rarely bridges across rail-'
way cuttings.
