Mouxtary  Warter Srovrs.—The hot
weather which we had last week was fol-
lowed by thunder showers, which contin-
ued for several successive afternoons.
Copious showers, accompanied by thunder

The same day there was
another water-spout on top of the mount-
ain between this place and Lake City, a

The overland express train from the
East arrived in two sections yesterday
raorning, owing to the increase of travel
caused by the near approach of the season
of the Grand Army Convention.

The attendance upon the open-air con-
cert at the Plaza last evening, the Hussar
Band furnishing the music, was not as
large as usual, possibly on account of the
coolness of the weather.

Barney Norton, who was arrested last
week for keeping a disorderly house, but
discharged on his promise to see that his
saloon was conducted more quietly, was
again arrested on a similar charge Saturday
by officer McCormack, and the case will
this time be prosecuted.
