Who is an owner in the Heilbron-Polly tract,
which extends aloug the north bank of the
Kings river for thirty-six miles, and contains
upwards of 60.000 acres. Some 10,000 or 15,000
acres are in grain and hops, the remaining land
used as pasturage. Mr. Lillis had a map of the
ranch, which is Mexican grant older than
California itself, baving been deeded by
the Government of Mexico in 1846, He
gave a splendid  description of the
land, the soil, source and quantity of
the supply, the number of ecanals in
that section, their capaecity, ete.
