Prorosep Irricatioy IN Corvsa.—In a
1t issue of Waler ard Land. a journal

Led in San Francisco, in the interest
irrigation, we find the following:
“ Thereis a large district of country in Co-
lusa county, west ot the Sacramento river,
and south of Stony creek, whose soil and
surface is well adapted to irrigation, and
on which wheat farming has proven al-
most profitless, because of great uncer-
tainty, insufficiency and irregularity of
rainfall. With such results in the past
when we have had a good market for wheat,
what can be expected for future years
for this district without irrigation, and

with the downward tendency of
wheat market prospects. The possible

advantages of irrigation to the west side of
the Sacramento valley, including the dis-
trict above referred to, were recognized as
long ago as 1866, when the Legislature
authorized a survey and estimate to be
made for a canal for the purpose. Accord-
ing to the report of the engineer on his
survey it was to be a monster work, costing
$11,381.000, extending from near Red
Bluff to Suisun bay, serving for navigation
and for the irrigation of 782000 acres of
land. The scheme was oo big for the time.
The general idea on smaller scales has been
several times revived, and about two years
ago an examination was made for a canal
out from the Sacramento river ata point
near the Colusa and Tehama county line,
to serve the district most needing irrigation
first above referred to.”
