The Ice Trade.

In conversation with an ice merchant
yesterday the following facts were ascer-
tained relative to that trade. Over thirty-
five tons of ice have been consumed daily
in this city for the past two weeks. To dis-
tribute this large quantity of trozen water
seven delivery wagons are kept constantly
running. The ice crop last winter was not
as good as usual, the entire crop being ru-
ired three times by heavy rainy. There
are several places of packing in the Truckee
basin. The ice now being used in this city
is from the Boca house. Over 8,000 tons
more ice was packed las: season than dur-
| ing any preceding winter. The entire pack
amounted to over 40,000 tons. This iceis
shipped all over the coast, large quantities
of it finding its way into Arizona and New
Mexico. The ice destined for the latter
point is packed with sawdnst in boxes.
Notwithstanding the enormous amount of
ice packed last winter, it is feared that the
supply will not be equal to the demand,
and that it will give out before the crop
comes in. Ice in this city is sold very cheap
—hotels and saloons, which take large
quantities, at one cent per pound ; families
are supplied ata cent and half. Folsom,
{ Galt, Dixon, Davisville, Elmira and Elk
l(vm\e are supp‘led from this city, Wood-

land obtains her ice~«in carload lots from
{ the mountains. This ice crop is of im-
! mense value to the railroad, it being esti-
mated that over $1.000,000 is annually col-
| lected for freights in its distribution.
