THE LATE TRAGEDY.
Testimony of Eye-Witnegsea—Verdict of

Mention was made Wednesday morning
of the fatal shooting of Deputy United
States Marshal T. <'\u25a0. Robinson about 6

p. m. Tuesday, by M. McWiiorter, editor

and proprietor of the Marysviile Demoavt.
Mr. Robinson died a few minutes before
12 o'clock on Wednesday. An inquest was

held by the Coroner at his office last even-
ins. The remains were at the family resi
dence and were not viewed by the jury,
they waiving that privilege. District
Attorney Buckley conducted the examin-
ation. City Attorney Hart was present at

the beginning, but lelt before the first wit-
ness finished making his statement. The
defendant, McWhorter, was present, and
occupied a seat beside his attorney, Senator
Cross.

THE TFSTIMONY IS THE ' \-T.

James O'Brien, of Smartsville, Yuba
county, said lie had a limited acquaintance
with the deceased. He had bee: acquaint-
ed with Milton McWhorter for about two
years. On Tuesday evening Senator Chan-
dler, McWiiorter and witnes3 were sitting
in front of the State Home Hotel. Had
been talking with McWhorter some twenty
minutes and with Senator Chandler about
ten minutes when Robinson passed up the
street. I understood there was some dif-
ference between Robinson and McWhor-
ter. Deceased had made some threats
against defendant. Latter spoke to wit-
ness about it, and the latter replied,
" That's ail right.' About liveminutes later
McWhorter pointed him out upon the street
corner, saying, "There he is again," and
witness sa"itl, " That's all right." Senator
Chandler was reading. McWhorter got up
and stood in front of us on the sidewalk.
Uobinson came and stood in the door fac-
ing McWhorter. Senator Chandler got up
and started into the hotel. Just then wit-
ness said to McWhorter, " Let's go in and
get our dinner," and started to get ur»
Just then Robinson rushed in front of Mc-
Whorter, holding up a newspaper, and,
pointing to it, said, '" Do you father that
article? 1' After looking at it a moment
McWiiorter replied, •' I do." Robinson
dropped tlie paper, caught McWhorter by
the shoulder with his left hand and struck
him with the right. Witness started in
the door when he heard the shot. Tb:it
was all the conversation he heard between
them.

In answer to questions by Mr.Buckley he
said: Deceased hauled off and hit Mc-
Whorter on the cheek. I was sitting in

i ; the door about six feet distant,
when the trouble began, and had just sot
inside the doorithen the shot was fired.
My first impression was to get between

separate them, bnt 1 was told on last
Sunday that Robinson had threatened my
life. McWhorter was also toll; lam one
of those who told him, that Robinson had
threatened him. Both men dropped their
ban Is. There was no motion to draw pis-
tols until after the blow w:i> struck. Did
not hear Robinson say there is no use to
draw a pistol. I had made u;> my mind
to see Robinson and see what he had
against me. When he passed us he looked
very angry, indeed. McWborter said,
" You see him now, how angry he looks ?'
I did notice it, but replied, " Yes, tiiat's
allright." A man took me in the parlor
the other day and said, " I want to tell you
something ; this is private.'' He then said
to me, " Robinson lias threatened to kill
McWhorter and wear the ground out with
you." He also asked me to tell McWhortcr.
He also told Senator Cross the same thin;;.

Mr.Buckley—Who was that gentleman'
Mr. O'Brien—Seth Martin told me.
Witness, continuing, said that when

he told McWhorter the latter replied he
had heard the same thing from others.
Did not know that McWhorter was armed.
The paper Robinson held in his hand was
the 'Marysviile. paper which McWhorter
owns and publishes. He is the sole owner
of the paper and has been since it was
started. It was started ;is a Democratic
paper two years ago, and as a Democrat 1
gave $100 toward it. it was a donation.
Was always social with deceased. I was
told by many men that he was receiving
money from some miners, to allow them
tv run. Had no personal feeling against
him. Knew that McWhorter was on his
guard : saw that he was nervous, and admit
1 was n little nervous myself. 1 am a
farmer and Btock raiser. Haw bad nothing
to do with hydraulic mining for four years.
He has 2,9 land rented out and

AN EX-StTPERVISOB TESTIFIES.

c.c. Durham, a resident of Bmartaville,

Slid that I'.OL.m eleven days ago he met de-
ceased and daring their conversation Rob-
ins <n said the next time be saw McWhorter
he was going to wear him oat on the
ground. Two or tiiree days afterwards
witness nu-t McWhorter and told him to
look out for Robinson, for he " was going
to wear him out on the ground." The
trouble was about some newspaper articles
in which McWhorter said Robinson had
been taking money on both ends of the
route. Witness said he had a social ac-
quaintance with Robinson ; when they met
they had a social drink together. Witness
was :i quart/, miner. McWhorter had a re-
porter's desk upon the lloor of the Senate.

A. L. Chandler, joint Senator from Yaba
and Baiter comities, said he bad a very
slight acquaintance with both deceased and
defendant. The testimony as to time of
day, petitions ofparties, etc, waa corrobor-
atfve of that or .Tames O'Brien. After!
finishing reading his paper lie carried cm a
short conversation with O'Brien about irri-
gation, in which McWhortw participated.
He got up and started in tbc door to get
his sapper. Robinson was standing in the
door." Jlu said to me in an ordinary voice,
pointing i>> McWhorter, "Who is timt
man?" [said, "That is the editor ol the
Marysville Democrat, Mr. McWhorter."
He immediately started toward Mc-
\\":. irter. I naturally looked around to see
what he wanted. He went up to McWhorter,
palled i i.t the pup:r, held it in his
left hand, pointing to ii with his right,
pretty close to McWhorter's face. Could
not bear well enough to distinguish what
was said. Ban McWborter look at it. Saw
Robinson catch McWhorter by the shoul-
der and strike him on the cheek with his
hand. They clinched and scuffled around
and o;T the sidewalk into the street. In the
scuffle they turned, and facinp toward the
door I saw tliu pistol. Both had bold of
it. McWborter said, " Why don't tome
one tnke this man off of me?" I saw the
pistol pointed in my direction and I got in-
side. Somebody parted them. Afterwards
I saw Robinson tlraw his pistol and start
toward the c:!pe of the walk. Afterwards
say him lie down ; saw blood on him ; saw
him taken away in a hack. Robinson was
about my size, about my bight—six feet—
and would weigh about 200 pounds. He
was well built, apparently in good condi-
tion, and pfetty close on to 50 years ofage.

McWhorter waa asked by one ofthe jury-
men to stand up. He did so, and said he
weighed 118 pounds.

WHAT A BTATK SEBtATOB SAW.

THE MUmTHtO OKniT.F..

George 11. Martin, the arresting ollicer,
said his attention was attracted by the
shot. He at lir.-i thought it was a fire-
cracker. He saw the men scuffling in the
street. He ran to them, and found both of
them holding a pistol. He took it away
from them, and told them to consider
themselves under arrest. Afterwards Mc-
Whorter started to run, and he called out
to bystanders to catch him. He turned to
see what lie was running from, and saw
that Kobinsim had his pistol pointed in
that direction. He grabbed the pistol
away from him. and had turned both
weapons over to the Chief of Police. He
took McWhorter to the city prison. Mc-
Whorter's pistol was one of the bull-dog
pattern, Robinson's a Smith ft V.'esson.

ANOTHER FYE-WITNES3.

Win. C. Smith, an employe at the State
Capitol, was just entering the hotel ftt the
time and witnessed the whole affair. Saw
a man strike McWhorter. I thought it was
a raffle. They clinched, and pulled out
into the street, and after a little more
scuiilingl heard the shot. Witness then
detailed the circumstances attending the
arrest. They afterwards brought Robin-
son across the street. He had both his
hands on his side, blood was running over
them, and he said: "My time has come.
I'm going to die.'' He saw no pistols, and
did not know who fired the shot.

Wni. Robinson, the last witness, said he
was a brother of the deceased, Thomas G.
Robinson. He was with him wlien he
died. He was a native of New York. hi3
age 43 years. 10 months and thirteen days.
Think" he weighed ISO or 15.5 pounds.
Some two years ago he did weigh 200
pounds with his overcoat on. He at one
time received a gunshot in liis shoulders,
and in consequence did not have a very
free use of his right arm. His right
shoulder troubled him some.

The post-mortem examination statement

was read, after which the jury brought in
the following verdict:

" From the evidence before us we find
the ruan's name to be Thomas G. Robin-
son, a native of New York, aired 43 years
10 months and 13 dav3, and thai he came

to his death from a gunshot wound fired
from the hands of Milton McWhorter."

One of the jurors refused to sign the ver-
dict, claiming that defendant sLould be
charged with the crime of murder.

THE HEALTH OF THE STATE.

jFavorable Reports—No Ilpldem!* .Disease
I'revailg.

Dr. Gcrrard G. Tyrrell, Secreiary of the
State Board of Health, in his report for
July, dated August 10;h, remarks :

From the reports received ihis month it
will be seen at a glance that the rate of
mortality still continues exceptionally
small. There has been a slight increase in

the death rate of San Francisco and (>;ik-

land, but nothing to excite remark. Dfath
from zymotic or preventable diseases are
remarkable for the limited number that
have occurred from these causes. The fol-
lowing towns report no deaths: Lincoln,
Martina:, Cottonwood, Su?anville, Downie-
ville, Willits, tionzales, Alturas, Fort Bid-
well, Shasta, Ontario, Anaheim, Koseville,
Forest Hill, Monterey, Los Gatos, America,
Azflsa and Colfux.

We have to report three deaths from
heat apoplexy this month. All of these
occurred about the 17th of July, during
the extremely hot weather. One death oc-
curred in Sacramento, in the person of a
man, who, in the army had had a sun-stroke
years before. The second case occurred in
Oroville, in the practice ofDr. J. 11. M.Kurs-
ner, who reports that the man, aged thirty-
six years, had walked a mile in the sun,
and OB returning home laid down in the
cellar, complained of great heat and thirst,
became unconscious, and died in two hours
after seizure. The third case is reported
by Dr. A. P. Tartar, of Tehama, in the per-
son of a man aged seventy-two years, of
temperate habits. He was a bridge-tender,
and obliged every morning to inspect the
bridge as the trains passed over. As he
was making his inspection he was stricken
down on the bridge, and when fouud con-
veyed to his home, where he soon became
unconscious, and died in about two hours.
Dr. Tartar is of the opinion that the un-
usual moisture in the ground from the
abundant and late rains of winter had pro-
duced that degree of humidity in the at-
mosphere which makes sunstroke possible.
Ho remarks that sloughs and ponds usu-
ally dry at this season are still holding
water, and their evaporation must add
something to the cause. The cases of sun-
stroke reported this year have exceeded in
number those of any previous year in the
history "i California, whether owing to the
increased humidity from said saturation,
or from the exceptionally high temperature
prevailing at the time, Of as the result of
personal habits, is still a problem to be
olved.
Keports received from eighty-four towns

i^-r.c in their es'-imate of the general
beolthfolness of their several localities.
and that no epidemic disease anywhere
prevails.

Cholera infantum has been quite a fre-
quent cause of death in San Francisco, and
lias been noticed as prevailing in San .lose,
Benicia, lone, Williams, Gridley, Xai.a.
Maiipoi-a and Oakland.

Diarrhea and dysentery prevail exten-
sively over the State. The type is mild ami
not attended with any unusual mortality.
Some limited cases ofcholera morbua have
been noted in a few localities, caused
mostly by the indiscriminate use of green
fruit.

Diphtheria has been noticed as present
in Santa Cruz, Han Francisco, Ktna Mills,
Truckee, Fall River, Oakland, Napa, Hill's
Ferry and Los Angeles. Croup has also
prevailed in these places to a limited ex-
tent.

Whooping cough at present prevails in
Nicolans, Jolon, Anaheim, Napa, Grass
Valley, Modesto, lone ami Martinez.

Erysipelas has appeared in Nieolaus,
Willits, Truckee. Millville, Anderson, Los
Angeles and Grass Valley. It is sporadic
in form and not epidemic.

Typhoid fever—This preventable disease
is again noticed in our sickness reports as
becoming more freqent in .Santa Cruz, Sa-
linas, Sacramento, AJtoras, San Francisco,
Jolon, Anaheim, Lincoln, Elk Grove, Fort
Bidwell, Cotton wood and other places.

Typho-malaria fever is also prevailing
more or less extensively wherever malaria
is an additional factor to the fever.

Remittent and intermittent fevers, as is
usual at this season of the year, are ob-
served everywhere in the lowlands and
ilong the river marshes.

Cerebro-spinal fever ia occasionally no-
ticed in our reports for last month, but
i!.>!-.s nut prevail anrwfai re.

Pneumonia is seldom noticed in our last
reports.

Bronchitis seems to prevail in Etna, San
Francisco, Azusa, Dizon and Modesto.

Scarlet finer is noticed in .Su* i:,viiif\
Truckee, A!; irasand Shasta. The type is
very mild, with no mortality from it dur-
ing thf month.

Measles are not noted as prevailing in
any locality.

The general health of the State is re-
markably and the absence of any
epidemic disease within <mr borders is a
subject for congratulation among a!! sani-
tarians.

Trouble Among the Hop-Pickers.

People who were at the depot on the ar-
rival of the (irand Army train Wednesday
evening are doubtless aware of the (act, as
Second street, from I to the depot was
thronged with Chinamen to such an ex-
tent that white people had to take second
place. They seem to be at loggerhead*
now relative to the price to be paid for
picking hops, many of them insisting upon
IX) certs per 100 pounds, while one or more
of Chinese agents havecontracted with hop-
gnswers to furnish all the men necessary
for 7r> cents—which is 5 cents more per 100
than the growers at their meeting last
Monday decided to pay. However, some
growers have contracted at ?•> cents, and
last evening the Cbinarocn holding oat for
!.'o cents in-!'! asort ofindignation meeting to
protest against a:.y ot tlnir people working
for less. There was mach talk, bat no
violent demonstrations.
