{alifornian and Oregon Railroad.
{Yreka Journal, August 11th. |

We are reliably informed by different
parties who have conversed with Chief
Kngineer Hood and Superintendent of
Construction Strowbridge, that it is the in-
tention to run the railroad through Yreka,
believing a shorter route can be obtained
than by the way of Willow Creek. A
survey is to be again made through here,
and the surveyors are expected in
this vicinity in a few days. Prob-
ably this determination may depend on
the result of the survey to be made,
whether the road will be so built or
not, Hood made a survey through town
many years ago, before the road was com-
menced north of Marysville, and it has
been generally stated that it was too ex-
pensive to build the road through Yreka,
towards the Klamath, in the direction of
Anderson’s ferry, and to make a bend from
the route via Willow Creek, would require
six or seven miles extra road building, if
not more. Many of our citizens have
tirmly believed that the routethrough town
is the most direct, but had no knowledge
whether it would be the cheapest, which
a survey only can determine. We ear-
nestly hope the report of the road
building through town is a fixed fact,
as we believe Yreka would then be-
come one of the numerous large cities
to be built up on this coast by reason of the
building of the railroad, which will connect
with some six overland roads, between San
Diego and Victoria. There will be large
cities at Puget Sound, Portland will in-
crease immensely, and Yreka, as the half-
way and principal end station of the Cali-
fornia road, cannot fail to be a large place,
with a prospect of a railroad extending
from here to eastern Oregon, and eventually
down the Klamath river to Humboldt Bay,
as railroad building around mountains is
considered easier work than over un-
even ground. with numerous streams to
cross by bridges and expensive trestle-
work. When this road is completed, it
will connect with the Canadian Pacific,
Northern Pacific, Oregon Short Line, Cen-
tral Pacific, Atlantic and Pacific and South-
ern Pacific.

From every indication, and the assur-
ance of several men who have examined
all the work on the railroad above Bailey's,
there can be no doubt of the grade being
finished to Berryvale by the 1st of Novem-
ver. The grading is already well advanced
up and down the Big canyon of the Sacra-
mento river, and the masonry, bridge and
trestle work is also crowded with the great-
est energy to complete the track laying to
the above point, which is only 33 miles
south of Yreka, and 88 miles from Ashland,
the terminus of the O.and C. R. R.

Santa Barbara Mission Centennial,

The Mission of Santa Barbara was
founded September 3, 1756. The above
scrap of history is gleaned from the sketch
of Santa Barbara written ten years ago by
Judge C. E. Huse, and is presumed to refer
to the commencement of Mission Church
services at the Presidio here, before the
Mission building was erected. In the his-
torical sketch of California Missions, pub-
lished in the San Francisco Cironicle Au-
gust 28, 1884, on the" occasion of the cen-
tenary celebration in honor of the memory
of Father Junipero, December 4,.1786, is
given as the time of the founding of the
santa Barbara Mission. “A disagreement
with the secular authorities having been
settled,” said the Chronicle, * President
Lasuen went down to the Presidio at the
end of October with two of the newly-
arrived friars and superintended active
preparations for the new Mission, which
was to be formally dedicated on the 4th
of December. On that day the cross
was raised and blessed, and that
day, the festival of Santa Barbara, Virgin
and Martyr, is regarded as the day of the
mission's regular foundation, though the
ceremonies were not completed on account
of the Governor's absence and his order to
suspend operations until his arrival. On
the 16th the first mass was said by Father
Peterna, a sermon was preached by Las-
uen and then the ‘foundation was com-
pleted. Whichever of these dates is cor-
rect, the Santa Barbara mission will soon
celebrate its centennial. Santa Barbara, the
virgin and martyr, was the daugiter of one
Diascorer, who lived once upon a time in
Asia Minor, a cruel idolater who gave his
daughter to be tortured for her abhorence
to Christianity and cut off her head with
his own hand, after she nad borne un-
flinchingly the most cruel torments. She
was and is still the patron saint of artillery-
men in the Spanish army, and the powder
magazines on men-of-war often bear her
name.—Santa Barbara Press,

SEcTiON 1. All property in the State, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
United States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word property, as used in this article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and¥al
other matters and things, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership; v 1
that growing crops, property used exclus
for public schools, and such as may be!
the United Stales, thi
municipal corporation S
be exempt from taxation. Growing vines ane
fruit trees shall be deemed to be and shall be
assessed and taxed as a part of the realty: and,
provided jurtier, railroads shall he taxed as
provided in £ Ten of this article;
provided further, that the Legislature may E
vide for the exemption from taxation of s

and vesselg owned and registered or enr
this giate, or may tax such ships and ve

ison
their zross or net earnings, 1n lieu of an ad val-

orem tax. The Legislature may also provide,
except in case of credits secured by mortzage
or trust deed, for a de on from credits of
debts due to bona fide residents of this State.
Double taxation in any form is prohibited.

SEC. 8. The Legislature shall, by law, require
each taxpayer in this State to make and delis
to the County Assessor, annually, a statement
under oath, setting forth specifically all prop-
erty, real and personal, except railroad property,
as defined in Section Ten of this article, owned
oy such taxpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian, on the
first Monday in March.

Sec. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, city, city and county, town, town-
ship, or district in which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Every corporation
and person owning or operating a railroad, or
any portion thereof, in this State, shall, on or
before the first day of July of each year, pay to
the State Treasurer an annual tax of two and
a half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
within this State, of such raiiroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of December
next preceding, which tax shall be in lieu of
all other State and county taxes upon the fran-
chise, business, right of way, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling stock, fences, stations and their
appurtenances, and upon ferryboats, when op-
erated as a part of such railroad, and upon the
shares of the capital stock, and upon the mort-
gages, deeds of trust, contracts or other obliga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon such prop-
erty. All other property belonging to such cor-
poration or person shall be assessed and taxed
as other property is assessed and taxed. The
gross annual earnings earned during the year
ending on the thirty-first day ot December last

receding, of all railroads, shall be, annually,
fore the first day of May thereafter, ascertained
and declared by the State Board of Equalization,
under such rules and regulations as may be pre-
seribed by said Board; provided, however, thal
the Legisiature may at any time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
where railroads are situated partly withinthis
State and Far!ly withont this State, the gross an-
nual earn thereof shall be ascertained and
determined by taking:

First—~The gross earnings which, during the
ear last preceding, have been earned wholly
within this State.

Second—The gross earnings which, during the
same year, have been earned partly within this
State and partly without this State, which shall
be ascertained by apportioning such earnings
