Under that statement Secretary Bayard
acted—it is now se-en hastily—in per-
emptorily demanding Cutting's release.

"LIGHT" GOLD COIN.

Under an old law, that for a Ion? period
i;:is bin dormant, abraded gold coin is
now being stamped " light" weight when-
ever the citizen has transactions that
bring* his gold to any of the Hub-Treas-
uries. The coin might readily enough
pas-, for a lung time in business", and bay
its face value of goods, but the stamj> of
the Treasury, "light," reduces its purchas-
ing capacity at once. The result is tlint
every one looks sharply at all gold coin
paid him, and refuses worn pieces. These
are thus driven to the Treasury and Mint,
but in the meantime some one loses the

" worn off " value. This "bodic one " em-
braces all the j>eople who handle coin.
That it is an act of injustice most of us be-
lieve. Why is not a worn greenback
\u25a0tamped to indicate depreciation? Ifits
identity can be established it is redeemed.
It may be that the uiministration is
working a niso to drive gold to a corner,
but whatever the purpose, this stamping
" light" is simply plucking from the
pockets of the people on immense sum of
money. What justification can the Gov-
ernment have for the act? It issues a
coin representing a given value; the peo-
ple U-.U it as a medium for the exchange of
products. l>y such use itwears to greater
or less extent. Thereupon the Govern-

ment steps in and declares that a portion
of its value has departed, and it shall no
more buy for its owner what it once would
purchase, and the "last man" holding it
must lose to the extent of the depreciation
a! tested by weight. The effect ofthe order is

to depreciate every worn gold coin in what-
ever hands it is, because of the knowledge
that when it reaches the Treasury it will
be stamped "li^ht."

Now, what may be said on the other
side? All governments aim to keep th/ir
coin standards good. If they redeem
worn coin with full-weight issue, they en-
conrage the "sweater" and "dipper" of
coin. More than that, they encourage

bullion speculation in new coins—the buy-
ing of new r;iin for exportation, leaving
the worn coin for home circulation. But
if they put all users upon notice that
abraded coin will not 1)0 fully redeemed,
the occupation of those who iile and rub
and clip coins is gone. Hut our Govern-
ment cannot afford to treat every " last
holder" as a thief, and it therefore allows
a half of one per cent, of natural wear and
tear. Nevertheless it remains that the in-
nocent must suffer, and the vast majority
arc innocent holders. We all remember
what toss was occasioned when the Govern-
ment ''docked" worn silver coin. It
Stopped "tiling," certainly, but it ;il-o
taxed millions of people unjustly. Ho we

see that it is a question with two sides. It
is suggested that the Government should
be the loser, and thus the loss will be
evenly apportioned among ail the people,
and to the extent of the percentage named
it does this. I!ut still it remains that the

"light" weight stamp is an unequal and
a harsh tax. and that financial science,
while protecting the integrityof the stand-
ard ol i •; age, must prove itself c<jir.il to

the task of devising mean-- to avoid (he

punishment of the innocent last holder,
who, wo have shown, is every man who
receives coin for his products.

THE OREGON ROAD.

! San Francis \u25a0 / \u25a0 \ in timely com-

i-mthe.Lsieni Oregon vrili "drift to Sum Fnn-
i Esco." U will be the business ol San Pmnclsoo
nKochanls to see that tlie^ trade comes here
whether tbe wagon r *d !.•. built or not.

That is very true. But the cxpressicm
of the /'•-' contrasted with the dead si-
lence of San Francisco, and the cold turn
of her back ut)on the scheme two or three
years ago, is very, very striking. Then
t!.e whole city tip-tilted its nose at the
idea of it beius at all dependent npon
tlirun^h land connection with Oregon.
When :isk--d to give aid to the saving of
the land urant of t!i» line, San Fran i» o
coollyrefused, and most of its press—not
all—favored the crippling of the road.
But :i change came over the spirit of
the dream ol the metropolis. When
,i northern transcontinental line tapped
its pocket it turned beseechingly
to tin' railroad companies of California to
save to it the trade of southern Oregon. It
then dawned upon the comprehension of
the great sponge that it could not absorb

irld, and that the Oregon trade was
declaring it If independent of it. North-
era California aud the Sacrament > valley

had, in the meantime, stood the friend of

the road. The people of the' interior real-
ized the vad importance of having a great
line of rail connecting the Columbia and
the Golf, and traversing the entire length
of the State. They knew the almost in-
surmountable difficulties that had pre-
vented the earlier extension of the road.
They knew it was useless, business folly, j
indeed, to construct it until assurance of!
connection with the Oregon and California ',
line could be made certain. When the |

time came that the extension could be
properly entered upon, the ppopleofthe

j valley cid all that in their jower laid to
aid it, and to secure to the rtad the grant
of lands upon which it e-olild base credit
for tlie necessary capital to cany on thf
enterprise, one far more difficult than that

which conquered the passes of lhe Sierra?.

All the while San Francisco refused her

countenance to the work; and not until
long after it was under way d"d her chief
commercial body venture to feebly inelorse
it. Shortly after, the whole city was for
the road. The pocket nerve of the metro-
polis had instructed its seltishness.

California's Lake Como.

The brightest gems in the panorama of
California's scenery are our mountain
lakes, which in natural beauty, yet scarcely
invaded by the embellishment of man, are
not surpassed by those of any other section
of the earth, i-'irst and foremost among
them is Lake Tahoe, which is located on
the boundary line between California and
Nevada, about two-thirJs being in Placer
and El Dorado counties, the other portion
in the State of Nevada. This charming
body of water is at an altitude of l>,L'Hi feet,
andis twenty-live miles in length, and in
some places from twelve to fourteen miles
in width, wiih a depth of 1,700 feet, and is
surrounded by mountains rising from 2,000

\u25a0ii Icet above its surface. The scenery
on every hand is enchanting. The view
from Tahoe City has no equal. On the
right, at a distance of twelve or fifteen
miles, are the Rubicon mountains. 9,280 feel
abuve the level of the sea, Mt. Tallac, nine
thousand sever, hundred and fifteen feot;
tit. Balton, nine thousand one hundred
and forty feet, mid Pyramid Peak ten
thousand and fifty feet, and on the led
Monument mountain, nearly as high ; and
the Sand mountains rising above the lake
nearly (wo thousand and live hundred feel.
Dpon Lhe Nevada shore is the Tahoe rani;.',
the highest object on the right being Job's
peak, ten thousand and thirty-seven feet
high. Upon the left is.-c :i Genoa peak,
nine thousand one hundred and thirty-live
feet high. A crrespTkndent, speaking of the
sunsets at Tahoe, remarks that "no painter
would ever dare to put upon canvas the
varied colors of Tahoe's waters in \u25a0 sum-
mer sunset. It would appear Buch an ex-
aggeration that it would lose east arnous
those who demand that the artist's pencil
sliall be true to nature. None but those
who have visited the scene could be per-
suaded of its reality."— Trwkee Republican.
