The Chinamen who were wounded by
Lee Yee on Sunday, in consequence of
trouble about hop-picking, were yesterday
resting as comfortably as could be expected
at the station-house, and both way yet re-
cover. Their friends pay them much at-
tention and give them excellent care.

A. McK. Slorrie, one of the Grand Army
delegates from the Department of Penn-
sylvania, writing to a gentleman said: * I
have attended the national encampments
of the G. A. R. held at Philadelphia, Provi-
dence, Albany, Indianapolis, Baltimore,
Denver, Minneapotis, Portland and San
Francisco, and I have attended hundreds of
camp-fires and reunions, but the entertain-
ment at the Pavilion, Sacramento, was the
grandest thing in this line I ever saw.”

The Chief Engineer of the Fire Depart-
ment yesterday made complaint at police
headquarters relative to the misconduct of
people who drive over the fire hose while
it is stretched and full of water at fires.
During the fire at Twenty-second and O
streets a few days ago, tihree lengths of
hose were ruined by heavy vehicles passing
over it. There is an ordinance in foree re-
lative to this matter, and the police will see
that its provisions are hereafier obeyed.

T. J. Wilson, alias Maloney, was ar-
rested last evening by officer Coffey, on the
arrival of the San Francisco train, on a
charge of obtaining poods by false pretenses
from R. H. Singleion.

At Seventh
and J streets their vehicle either collided
with one occupied by Mr. and Mrs. Friwz,
residing at Tenth and S streets, causing her
to be thrown out, or went so near to it that
she jumped out ; but, however it happened,
it is reported that one of her ankles was
fractured.

The Chinese hop-pickers employed by R.
J. Merkley quit work yesterday, fearing
that they might be assassinated by their
fellow-countrymen who demand higher
pay than the hop-growers are willing to
give, He secured another gang of pickers
for 90 cents per 100 pounds. Third street,
between K and L, was the locality where
bargains between whites and Celestials
were made yesterday, I street not being
considered quite safe. The Chinamen seem
to have the best of the growers, as the hops
must be picked immediately, and the pick-
ers have evidently been studying the “*Mel-
ican man” system of labor protection, with
certain improvements of their own.

McWhorter’s Examination.

The examination of Milton McWhorter,
charged with the murder of T. G. Robin-
son, was commenced last evening in the
Police Court-room before Judge Henry.

Defendant and his little girl occupied seats
just back of his attorneys, Senator Cross
and Judge Craddock. The prosecution was
represented by €ity Attorney Hart and
District Attorney Buckley. The reading of
the complaint was waived by the attorneys
for the defense. The Court-room was well
filled with spectators, among whom were
many members of the Legislature.

The first witness for the prosecution was
Senator A. L. Chandler, one of the eye
witnesses. His statement was the same as
that given at the Coroner’s inquest, a
lengthy synopsis of which was published
in these columns on Friday last.

George R. Martin, the arresting officer,
repeated the testimony given at the Coro-
ner'’s inquest on Thursday evening last, a
synopsis of which was published in Fri-
day's Recorp-Unron, adding that McWhor-
ter, while on his way to prison, said to
Assemblyman Moflitt, in front of the
Golden Eagle Hote}, when asked what was
the matter, * I have shot the spy and think
I bhave killed him.” He recognized the
pistols in Court as the ones he took from
defendant and deceased. They were offered
in evidence by the prosecution and admit-
ted without objection.

City Attorney Hart was placed upon the
stand to prove an ante-mortem statement
taken by him shortly after Robinson was
shot.

Senator Cross objected to its admission,
upon the grounds that it did not appear
from the evidence of witness that Robinson
had made the statement expecting imme-
diate death. Hé must believe that he is
standing upon the brink of the grave in
order to make it admissible evidence. It
then has the solemnity of an oath or
affidavit.  When a man is standing beside
the unknown river, with one foot in its
dark wave, the spirit of retaliation or
revenge has gone out of the man; heis at
death’s gate. An ante-mortem statement
does net come of right, but when all these
facts are shown to exist.

Distriet Attorney Buckley thought that,
under tlre provisions of the code, this state-
ment was clearly admissible. Deceased
was conscious of approaching death and
dissolution—had lost all hope of recovery.

The Court overruled the objection and
witness read the statement deceased made
to him on the evening of the homicide.
The statement was published in the
Reconp-Uxiox of last Wednesday.

Witness was asked many questions re-
garding the interview, which he stated was
obtained with some difficulty, the deceased
being in great pain and surrounded by the
weeping members of his family.

The prosecution announced they had but
one more witness, Dr. W. R. Cluness, and
he was not present.

The Court at 9:30 o’clock adjourned un-
til 9 A. M. to-day, at which time all the
witnesses were notified to be present.
