DOMESTIC NEWS.

In a '-luilij-Condition.

Xi.w Youk, August L9th. —This city, in
former years, was called the Gibraltar of
the Democracy. Its Democracy, just now,
so far as the leadership is concerned, is in
so shaky a condition that it is no wonder
the Republicans confidently expect to cap-
ture it in the next election. With a Dem-
ocratic Mayor prosecuting a Democratic
Commissioner of Public Works, and with
a fair prospect ofa Democratic Mayor him-
self and a Democratic City Chamberlain
being likewise compelled to stand on the
defensive, to say nothing about the prob-
able arraignment ot Democratic ex-Mayor
Edson for an. alleged bargain with Demo-
cratic John O'Brien to procure the con-
firmation of Democratic Fitz John Porter
as Polios Commissioner, the spectacle is
not one upon which Democrats can con-
gratulate themselves.

The Cutting Case.

El Paso,"August 19th. —Envoy Bedgwiek
is expected to-day. There were no tidings
last night from the Supreme Court at Chi-
huahua. The Mexicans have beyond any
question doctored the records oftheir Couri,
and are attempting to bolster up their cause
by trickery and fraud. Louis Danton, the
official interpreter of the Mexican Court,
asserts that Cutting was convicted under
the extra-territorial law, and that had there
been no such law he would have been
acquitted. Cutting says that !u> was in-
formed time and again by the Court and
the official interpreter that lie was being
tried for the Texas publication and was
never inform" dotherwise. Consul Brigham
and several F.I Paso attorneys who were
present distinctly assert that the Texas
publication was the basis of the charge.
Medina, who had Cutting incarcerated, has
published a letter declining to pr
against Cutting with a civil suit.

Itayard ami Public Opinion.

Xrw York, August 19th.—The World's
Washington special says There to
be but little doubt when the Mexican trou-
bles are settled that Secretary Bayard will
retire from the Cabinet. This statement is
made upon reliable authority, coming from
a close and near friend of the Secretary.
He would do so now were it not for the
unfavorable comment it would create. His
action would, be knows, be misconstrued
and attributed to the unpleasant features
ofthe Mexican imbroglio. Much, ofcourse,
will depend on the manner in which the
settlement'of the affair is made. IfMr.
Bayard can sustain himself before the peo-
ple and receive their general approval,
which, he says, ho does not have at the
present time, the question of resigning may
lie reconsidered.

The Central Labor loion.

New York, August 19th.—The Central
Labor Union will reach a critical point to-
morrow night at their Convention in Clar-
endon Hall, to decide, lirst, whether they
shall resort to political action this fall;
second, whether that action shall be inde-
pendent or in affiliation with such candi-
dates of the old parties as willpledge them-
selves to work for the interests of labor.
There is a wide diversity ofopinion among
the delegates, and a lively time is antici-
pated.

A Forger Arrested.
Kew York. August 19th. —MarcusKosen-

feld Dissi. brother of Sydney Kosenfeld,
the well-known playwright, some days ago
uttered a forged check on the Germania
liank. Yesterday he presented another
forged check at the cashier's window, but
was recognized and grabbed by the book-
keeper, who came up behind bun. Roaan
feld made no resistance and was led to the
Director's room in the rear, where there
are windows opening on the street. The
cashier was in front of the bank and he
hurried back, but before begot there the
forger bad formed a desperate plan. Plac-
ing his foot on the sill of the open window.
he leaped out on the sidewalk twelve feet
below. He slid along and fell on his back,
but was on his feet ill an instant, running
toward the Bowery. The cashier and
bookkeeper hastened after him, and John
McDonald, a jigdancer, grabbed the forger
and held on to him till the officers arrested
him.

I>euth of an Ol<l Expressman.

Xkw York, August 19th.—John K. Stim-
son. for many 3-ears prominent in the ex-
press business, died Tuesday at his home
in Brooklyn. In 1854, when the troubles
arose in the California express and bank-
ing establishmentjof Adams A Co., Stimson
was >ent to California to look out for the
interests of the Eastern associates. While
there he arranged for the formation of the
firm of Freeman it Co., of which he be-
came a member, and which succeeded to
the express business between New York
and California. He remained in New York
as agent of this company until it sold out
to Wells, Fargo it Co.

VilliarU to Return to NVw York.

New York, August 19th.—Henry Yillard
has again become the owner of the mag-
nificent palace he erected for himself dur-
ing the palmy days when he was President
of the Northern Pacific. Since his failure
Yillard has lived in Germany, but recently
he completed arrangements which willper-
mit his return to this country, and on and
after October next he will be at home again
in this city. It is said that he is now-
worth .*A">0,000.
Canal Roatrncn Settling Their Disputes.

New York, August lilth.—In the meet-
ing yesterday of the Union ofcanal boatmen
it was decided to waive the demand which
has stood in the way ofagreement with the
merchants, and probably the strike will
end to day. A committee from District
Assembly. No. 409, Knights ot Labor, went
to the meeting and found fault because
somebody in the I'nion had been telling
things which the Knights thought should
be kept secret. The boatmen showed a
disposition to treat the committee rather
coolly, and it is possible that there may be
a row between this Union and the Knighis'
Assembly, to which the greater number of
the members of the Union belong.
The Texas and Pacific Reorcauizatlon.
New York, August 19th.—The Wistar

committee on the reorganization of the
Texas and Pacific Railway Company gives
notice that September od has been fixed as
the limit of time for the deposit of bonds
under the modified plan, after which date
securities willonly be received on terms tQ
be then fixed by the committee. The
bonds are now being received by the Farm-
ers' Loan and Trust Company in large
numbers.

The Khrct Boycott.
New Yokk, August l!)th.—The F.hret

brewing boycott has about worn itself out.
Khret says in another month the trouble
will be forgotten. He has net yet taken
back the twenty-five men who were dis-
charged when the boycott began. At pres-
ent he employs 22"> men. This was the
tirst silent boycott tried in New York, and
proved a signal failure.

Ben. Rutler nnd the lioycott.
Xirw York, August litth.—General But-

ler has a letter in the Am in defense of
boycotting. He says that patriotic men
long ago believed in boycotting in Massa-
chusetts, and indeed it wa.s one of their in-
stitutions, and only differed from the boy-
cott ofthe present day in that they did it
officially. He quotes ancient town-meeting
records in proof. Ht> then says every em-
ployer, in the absence of a contract," has a
right to employ whom he pleases. Every
man, in the absence of a contract to the
contrary, has a right to work for whom he
pleases, and so long as those rights are ob-
served without force and violence to carry
them out, they are entirely protected by
law. The means are not unlawful, and the
end it not unlawful, ifitis only to convince
jthe object that it is best for him to conform
:to the wishes of the boycotters Such has
been the case from the beginning ot law
and practices in thi3 country, where it has
