Please enlighten me through your pa-
per, and make it so plain that a child can
understand, for I think the water is very
much mixed.

First—The term "riparian" applies to
persons owning lands lying upon or
bounded by streams. In the meaning of
the common law, the owner of land lying
upon an [innavigable stream owns the bed
i't'such stream to its center, or thread ; and
the grant of a piece of land bounded by a
Btri urn will carry the right and title of the
grantee to the middle of the stream, unless
otherwise expressly stipulated. The com-
mon law \u25a0 which is decided to be in force in
this State; ruie of riparian lights embraces
niueh that is of interest at this time, but
the above is a plain definition of "a ripa-
rianist."

Second—We have never heard of any
Bach religious society as that referred to.

Third—incarceration in the State Prison
disfranchises a person unless he be par-
doned by the Governor before ihe expira-
tion of his term of sentence. The system
commonly in vogue in California, under
legislative provision, is for tbe Prison Di-
rectors to investigate and lay before the
Executive the names of such prisonersas
in their judgment should hi; restored to
citizenship, and the Executive pardons
them i^'.iai'y a day or two prior to the ex-
piration of their terms.

The Sacramento River.
Keferring to an item in these columns a

few days ago, to the effect that the water in
the Sacramento river is fast regaining its
original parity, the San Francisco Call of
the lUth says :

It has been insisted by the friends of
hydraulic mining that the muddy appear-
ance of the Sacramento river was as much
the result of tho natural washing of the
mountain sides by the Feather, Yuba and
American rivers and their tributaries as
the eifect of using the headwaters of these
streams as a power to wash the gold out of
the hills of gravel and clay. The oppo-
nents of this process have pointed, in re-
ply, to the clour and deep waters of (he
Sacramento above the point where the
Feather has poured its yellow tide into the
main stream, and have* shown that while
the Sacramento rises in mountains and is
fed from its source down by rivulets and
brooks and rivers which roll down the
mountain sides, its waters are unstained by
sliekens until they reach a junction with a
tributary which flows from a point where
hydraulic mining is in progress. It is well
remembered that years ago the great river
was as clear as crystal frem its source to its
meeting with ihe ocean tides; that its
channel was broad and deep, its bed
tow enough and its banks sufficiently
high to prevent a disastrous over-
flow; while its waters were navigable for
large steamers to Sacramento and even be-
yond. Now it is muddy and repulsive in
appearance, its channel narrow and tortu-
ous, its bed raised so high by deposits of
bard mining debris that its bonks arc too
low to hold its waters even in times of
moderately high water, and the largo and
fast-sailing .-;< amer has been forced to give
place to the small, light-draft, stern-wheel
boat that makes its way along the labyrinth
ofbars and shallows that tlji• kly mark the
river's bed, getting aground frequently,

We hope this promise may l»o realized;
that Ihe waters, aided by the Government,

"f the continual fear ofoverflow may again
be cultivated in safety: that commerce may
once more geek is bosimwUh increased
volume, and that the river may again be-
come '.•luii nature intended, and what the
best interests ofthe State require it should
be.
