The Valensin Case.

The United Stales Circait Court, Sawyer
Judge, has rendered a decision in the case
of Alice M.Valensin, of this county, against
her husband, Count Giulio Valensin. The
suit was one instituted by the plaintift to
recover from her husband certain sums of
money received by him from the sale of
grain, ete., belonging to the plaintiff. Judge
Sawyer yesterday rendered a decision in
favor of the defendant. The Court held
that the evidence proved it was thoroughly
understood between the parties,who owned
farms adjoining each other as individual
property, that the same should be worked
together. The fact of leases having been
executed by both parties conjointly, the
lessor toreceive a third of the crop raised
upon the lands of both husband and wife,

The hair was
soaked with blood and matted to the skull.
Across the head, just back of the forehead,
was a ghastly, ragged wound some four
inches in le ngth, laying the skull bare for
more than an inch in width. On the top
of the head was another gash some two
inches long, and ancther four inch
at the crown was a lump as large as a tea-
cup. When the hair was removed from
this latter wound it was found to be even
rse than the one over the forehead. Her
ht eye was also in mourning, while
arms and side were black and blue from
bruises received. The wounds were dressed
th care and skill by the City Physician,
