DEMOCRATS IN COUNCIL.

RESULT OF JESTERDAWS COUNTY
CONVENTION.

The Committee's Act ion Denounced—
Delegates to the State Conven-

tion—County Committee.

The Democratic Couvcntion, called by
that wing of the party which dissented
from the action of the majority of the
County Central Committee, in appointing
delegates to the County and .State Conven-
tions, met at Turner Hall yesterday after-
noon. The body was called to order by
Jerry N. Payne at 1:30, who read the call
under which the Convention had met.

E. D. Shirland nominated for temporary
Chairman Dr. James Caples, of Elk Grove,
who was chosen by acclamation.

Dr. Caplcs came forward and addressed
the Convention, being frequently interrupt-
ed by applause. "We are here," lie said,
"to quell an insurrection in the Demo-
cratic party —to vindicate the dignity and
supremacy of party law. We are all sorry
that it has become necessary to quell a
party rebellion, but ifwe are good Demo-
crats we will maintain the dignity of party
law. Ring rule is becoming odious. 'Here
he read the resolution of the last Demo-
cratic State Convention, condemning the
practice of committees in appointing dele-
gates to Conventions ; also, the resolution
of thi; County Convention of two years
ago, declaring in favor of primary elections
to be held under the law of the State. He
claimed, therefore, that the record sus-
tained his declaration that a rebellion ex-
isted in the party. Ten of the sixteen
County Cumniitteemen had flagrantly vio-
lated the very parly law under which they
came into existence. Allow this practice
to go on, and the voter will say on election
day that he has no interest in a ticket thus
selected. He will say that it is no
funeral of his—that he had no voice
in framing the ticket, and was not
called upon to Mipport it. The gospel
of American institutions is that the
people must themselves select their public
servants. Political rings have made them-
selves odious in all American communi-
ties during the last, twenty years. He bad
no objection to the personnel ofthe delega-
tion selected by the committee, but con-
demned the methods under which they
were selected. It was of the first impor-
tance that this Convention should act >iis-
creetly in the performance of such duties
as may devolve upon it. [Applause.]

A. C. Hinkson moved that two Secre-
taries be elected. Carried.

George McGinnesa and Thomas Gleason
wore placed in nomination.

At this juncture E. G. Blessing appeared
in the main aisle ofthe hall and asked to
be heard.

A. C. Hinkson, who had the floor, asked
lint Mr. Blessing be allowed to speak,
which request was granted.

Mr. Blessing said he was not a member
of the Convention, but was a member of
the Democratic State Central Committee.
He would ask if the latter body is not the
lawful and recognized authority in party
matters? He opposed the late action of the
County Committee in appointing delegates
to the State Convention, and went before
the committee and fought against it. He
hoped the ruling ofthe State Central Com-
mittee would be read here for the guidance
ofthe Convention. He was a Democrat,
and had only the interests of the party at
heart. Ifthe County Committee had made
a mistake, he hoped this Convention did
not feel warranted in making another.

Mr. Hinkson said he was glad Mr. Bless-
ing had expressed himself, as he was a
respected and representative Democrat. But
this Convention is not here to assail the
State Central Committee. We are here to
defend those rights of which ihe majority
of the County Committee have undertaken
to deprive us. [Applause.] This is the
time for all true Democrats —those who
know an:l appreciate their rights—to think
and act in "defenseof those rights. [Ap-
plause.] The Democrats who have gone
into this movement have not done so
blindly. They know where they stand, and
intend to uphold the rights of the voters of
the.paity. [Applause.] He referred to a
similar condition of affairs that occurred
several years ago, when the rank aud file
of the party stood up for their rights, and
came out of the struggle victorious. He
said he would not give a cent for a Demo-
crat who would submit tamely to such an
infamy as the majority of the County Com-
mittee'was attempting to inflictupon them.
[Applause.] The Democrats of this county,
he said, were with them, and would sus-
tain them.

Mr. BlebStDg explained his own position,
and said if the remarks of the last speaker
were intended forhim personally he wanted
to know it.

Mr. Hinkson disclaimed any intention to
be personal in his remarks, and while he
was speaking Mr. Blessing arose and con-
tinued to speak, but the driftofneither gen-
tleman's remarks could not be understood
in the confusion that ensued. While this
diversion was in progress, George Nichols
moved, in a voice loud enough to be heard
above the other speakers, that the member
of the Convention be allowed to proceed
without interruption.

F. T. IJurke said he indorsed all that Mr.
Hinkson had said. The Democrats there
assembled had come together in their sove-
reign capacity to right a foil!wrong. They
had ome there as Democrats to resent the
action oi the majority of the committee.
The County Committee —or a portion
thereof—has net the power to name dele-
pafa s to the State Convention, by disfran-
chising the voters of the party. It might
aa well assume to name an entire county
ticket and compel them to support it, as to
elect delegates to an important State Con-
vention.

George Nichols also agreed with Mr.
Hinkson, and believed that every member
of the Convention agreed with him. "We
intend,' be said, "to show these ten com-
mitteemen that the Democrats represented
here will send a delegation to the State
Convention that will be received by that
body in preference to those put up in some
back room in secret conclave. Ifthey think
otherwise, they will be the worst-fooled lot
oi men I ever knew."

After the report of the committee several
delegates reported and sent up|their creden-
IflQa, and they were passed on, and the
deletes admitted. The entire representa-
tion provided for by the call for the Con-
vention was present with the exception of
eighteen. The body, to an on-looker, ap-
peared to be a thoroughly representative
Democratic Convention, fairly and fully
presenting tbe county Democracy as to
character, ability and party fealty." It was
an earnest, enthusiastic and rapidly-work-
ine congregation oftypical Democrats.

Sixteenth—Nomination of Police Judge,
two city Justices of the l'eace, one Town-
ship Justice for Sacramento Township, and j
Constables, by the city delegates.

Seventeenth— Nomination ofcandidates
for Justice of the Peace and Constables for
county townships.

The committee recommended, that after
electing delegates to the State Convention
and a County Central Committee, the Con-
vention adjourn until September 21st, then
to meet and nominate a county ticket.

Important LandSuit.

On Tuesday a number of suits in equity,
in which claimants of railroad lands in the
Moquelunines prant are plaintiffs ami the
Central Pacific Company defendants, were
called in the United States Circuit Court in
San Francisco, the Government represent-
ing the plaintiffs.

This case includes seven distinct suit?, in
all of which the testimony has been taken
by Examiner Hou^hton. The cases are to
be argued on the testimony taken before
him. These suits are to set aside patents
to lands in San Joaijuin and Calaveras
counties, the area being 87,570 acres, on the
ground that the (iovernment was not the
legal owner of the land at the time the
patents were issued to the railroad com-
pany.

The railroad company obtained its title
to the land in IS<J2. Its boundaries are as
follows : North, by the south shore of the
MoUeluiune river; east, by the mountains:
south, by the Webber graiit. II is described
as lying east of the Central Pacific road.
In the area are the towns of Woodbrid^ 1.

Lodi. Lockeford, Clements. Wallace and
Bellota. From the suits are exempted the
lands which were taken up before July 1,
1862. United States District Attorney Hil-

born and his deputies and Messrs. Delmas
.v. Mullany appear for the Government, and
Messrs. Rhodes, F. 11. Smith, W. Elliott
Judge Moultrie, Joseph H. Budd, Frank
Baldwin and David 8. Terry appear for the
respondents.
