In several places the second crop,
which is usually accounted as worthless,
will make as much as a third ol the crop.
The cou'.eure. or dropping ot grapes, has
caused a loxs of thirty per cent, of the crop
i:i several places. The grapes are ripening
very s'.onr'y. and there may be rain before
the crop is picked, in which case the qual-
ity of the wine produced will be injured to
a certain extent. —.>'. /•". iW.
