EXPOSED AGAIN,

ELSIF REYMNOLDS EXPOSED IN
HER SPIRITUALISTIC FRAUDS,

How Reporters and Detectives Cap-
tured a Materialized Spirit,
and it was Gentle Elsie.

Some vesrs ago Elsie Reynolds, of San
Francisco, by her conversion to belief in
spirit materialization of several prominent
people in San Francisco, and in this city
especially, gained more publicity than she
had ever before enjoyed, and the reality or
the deception of her materializations be-
came a matter of warm dispute throughout
the country. Subsequently Mrs. Reynolds
came to this city and gave & public seance
at the Metropolitan Theater, and made a
miserable failure. The Recorp-Uxiox at
that time exposed her tricks and denounced
her as a shameless imposter. Later still
she spent some weeks here, and deceived a
goodly number of otherwise level-headed
people. One gentleman, in the iron trade,
was positive that there. was no decep-
tion, because the seances were held
in his house, and e himself made
the cabinet and fastened it in a
way to render deceptionimpossible. Never-
theless the woman hoodwinked him and
all others who confided in her. About this
time a woman who claimed to have person-
ated for Mrs. Reynolds the spirit of the
daughter of a Sacramento citizen, confessed
the fraud. Almost simultaneously ex-
posures of Mrs. Reynolds were published,
and some accounts of her doings in Ohio
recalled, where the spiritualists themselves
repudiated her. The matter went so far
that one man whom she duped had her
arrested for fraud, but he grew weak-kneed
and the case “petered out,” after long dal-
lving in the Courts. We believe that Mrs.
Reynolds was also exposed at San Jose, but
exposures do not daunt such mettle, She
has continued her exhibitions, She has
rooms at 545 Mission street, San Francisco,
and there holds materializing seances.
