Pleasant Words for that liOCa'ity—A
Three-Story Boom on Oub-

Story Ojiportunitice.

The ri.ie from Saerimento to Los Angeles
was one without accident. The delegates
and politicians on board the train had
nearly all taken out occideni policies, evi-
dently anticipating a stormy time at the
State Convention. We arrived at Lathrop
a: 7 p. m.. and passed Merced, Fresno and
other prosperous towns and farming com-
munities after night, and arrived at Cali-
ente shortly after daylight. The train con-
sisted of three Pullman sleepers and four
coaches, and they carried the delegations to
the State Convention from Sacramento,
.Suttcr, Yuba, El Dorado, Modoc and Ama-
dor counties. The first sleeper contained
the delegates from Sacramento ami a num-
ber of their friends. This was a jollyparty.
They were well provided for, so far as re-
freshments were concerned, their stock of
champagne, fruits and cigars being unlim-
ited.

i'hurc was fun when it came time to
" turn in," and all the pranks usually
played by boys in college were indulged
in. Men who wear ponderous !>r
bad them taken from their place beside
their cot, and the foot covering of those
who essay the part of a dude put in liieir
place. There was not much sleep to be ob-
tained in thai c.ir limit near morning. At
6 o'clock they were a'l up to take in the
.-entry along the ascent ;<.f the Tebachipa
mountains, which commences atCaliente.

Tlie hut two hundred miles of the too c
—in fact, from a few miles Bouth of Sum-
ner to the town of Los Angeles—is one of
the most worthless, desolate, dried-up,
parched, dreary wastes of land to be en-
countered anywhere. With the exception
of a little bottom land near Newhall, and

few patches in the vicinity of San
Fernando, it would appear to the stranger
to be utterly worthless. Especially does
this appear to be the case to those who
corae from the northern and central por-
tions of the State, where no land is worth-
less, where all is well watered, the foot-
hills and mountains well timbered, and
where the soil responds "to the tickle of
the hoe,'' and produces born-bursting crops.
Amorg the delegates were farmers and
grangers who never had visited the Bouth-
ern portion ol the State, and -who ezpei ted
to see orange groves on every hand, instead
of feeding their sight for miles and miles
upon ragged hills and broad plains, treeless,
anwatered, uninhabitable, their rocky,
glazed formation glistening in the sun.
The wJ:..!e northern portion of Los Angeles
county is of this description—or at least
that portion of it traversed by the railroad.
" This is the country," a member of the
Legislature remarked, " that Haggin and
Carr wan: to gobble up ;" and added, " they
can have ail my interest in it, and wel-
come.'

Another member of the Legislature, and
a delegate to the Convention, said: "A
Greaser can live on a red pepper pod tor
mx weeks, but it take G-1,000 acres ol this
land to support him."

A Kern comity man who bad boarded
the train at Mojave, said the critic was not
aware of the latent resources of the soil.
All we want to make the desert " blossom
like the rose " is good society and plenty of
water. A delegate from Amadur here
chipped in and said, "That is all hell re-
quires to transform it into a paradise."

The whole country is covered with rank
growths of Cactus, and the man who pre-
tends to farm in this benighted section does
not know the extent or value of his crop
until he rounds up and brands his horn
toads, Uila monsters, lizards and tarantulas
at the end of the year. They make some
coin out of the artemisa, alkali sage and
grease wood, from which is made a lotion
for bald heads, and a tea for one-lunged
Eastern settlers, which causes them to buy
the land for the sky above it. Climate, and
climate alone, is all that can be purchased
in this section. Climate is something that
every locality has; but climate without
either vegetation or water is a poor invest-
ment at any price.
