The Louisiana Purchase.
lii the course of liis researches, writes a

Washington correspondent to the St. Louis
(jlube Democrat, Chief Ueograplicr Gannett,
of the Geological Bureau, lms unearthed
some interesting facts not generally known
abuut the region once described as the Ter-
ritory of Louisiana.

As early as the heginninj; of the eigh-
teenth century an oliidal attempt was made
to change the names of several of tho riv-
ers. In 1712 France made a giant to An-
toine do Crozat of the exclusive right to
trade in tlie territory. This grant made
the lirst and only statement of the general
limits of the vast region. France at that
time claimed much more than is usually
understood by the Territory oi Louisiana.
The grant reads :

"AllMic territories by us possessed, and
bounded by New Mexico and by those of
the English in Carolina, all the establish-
ments, ports, harbors, rivers, and especially
the port and harhor of Dauphin Island,
formerly called Massacre Island, the River
St. Louis, formerly called the Mississippi,
from the seashore to the Illinois, together
with the River St. Philip, formerly called
the Slissouries river, and the Bt Jerome,
formerly called the Wabash mow the Ohio 1,
with all the countries, territories, lakes in-
land, and the rivers emptying directly or
indirectly into that part of the Biver St.
Louis."

In tracing the transfers of the various
portions of the Western country until the
present limits of the United States were
determined, Mr. Gannett finds that this
Government came into possession of the
region now divided into Washington, Ore-
gon and Idaho through a pure game of
Bluff. It is certain, he says, that the Terri-
tory of Louisiana, as tirsi and subsequently
defined, never included that section.

France transferred the Territory of Louis-
iana to Spain in \~t\l. A few months later,
in a treaty, the western boundary ot Great
Britain's possessions was made the center
of the Mississippi, and thus the Territory
ol Louisiana lost ail the land cast of the
Mississippi.

Value and Uses of Salt.

A weak solution
of salt and water ia recommended by good
physicians as a remedy fur imperfect iiuii-
gestion, and for a culd in the head it ia a
complete cure snuil'ed from the hollow of
the hand. We have known severe chronic
ca«es ofcatarrh entirely cured by persistent
use of this simple remedy every ni^ht and
morning for several months, when the beat
efforts of the best physicians failed to do
ar.y good. Itshould be used milk warm.
A cood handful of rock salt added to the
bath is the nexj best thing after an " ocean
dip,v and a nargle of a weak solution is a
good and ever-ready remedy for a sore
throat. As a dentifrice salt and water ia
very cleansing, and also hardens the gums.
Itwill also prevent the hair from falling
out. When broiling steak throw a littlesalt
on coals and the blaze from the dripping fat
will not annoy. A little in starch boiled,
or raw, will prevent the irons from stick-
ing. Ifthe irons are rough, put a litile
salt on a thick brown paper, lay a piece of
thin brown muslin over itand rub the iron
over it till perfectly smooth. Ink stains
are entirely removed by the immediate ap-
plication of dry salt before the ink has
dried. Whin the Bait becomes discolored
by absorbing the ink, brush it oil and ap-
ply more ; wet slightly. Continue this till
the ink io all removed. Ifnew calicoes
are allowed to lie in strung salt water for
an hour before the first washing the colors
are less likely to fade. Damp salt will re-
move the discoloration ofcups and saucers
caused by tea and careless washing. A tea-
spoonful of salt in each kerosene lamp
makes the oil give a much clearer, butter
light.—Katherint Anastromi.

The Secp.et of Sfccr.ss. —Hero is Ihe
secret of success done up in a small parcel.

ISDKSTBUCTinLE PASTE FOU CLOSING I.ET-
teks. —Letters or envelopes which it is de-
sired to protect against unauthorized open-
ing (by moistening the pasted portion) may
be securely sealed by using a solution of
oxide of copper in ammonia a.« paste. This
liquid has the faculty of dissolving cellu-
lose. When applied to the paper it dis-
solves the cellulose on the surface, and on
drying the two partially dissolved surfaces
adhere iiidissolubly together. The same
thing may be accomplished by using water
glass (silicate of soda or polassa). In this
case the chemical action is different, but
when it is completed the pasted surfaces
cohere as permanently as in the preceding
case.— Medical and Surgical Reporter.

To C'lbe Redsess or the Nose.—A cor-
respondent sends to the editor of the Bos-
ton Gtakc the following recipe to ctire red-
ness of the nose: "Sulphuret of potash two
drams, tincture of benzine one-half ounce,
glycerine one ounce, rose-water one and
one-fourth pints. Dissolve the potash with
a third oftiierose-water, then add the ben-
zine and gradually stir in the remainder of
the rose-water." How this is to tw used
the writer does not explain. As a general
thing a red nose w:il be most easily cured
by chancing the potations at the bar from
whatever it may previously have been !o
iemonaJe.

THE LIFE OF BUDDHA.

Something CoEceruliiß Hie Work, Belief
and Results of thin Ancient.

Many tales have been gathered around
the history of Gautama. It is told that
during the period of his peaceful married
life, complaints were rife that he neglected
the manly and warlike exercises in which
a prince, who might some day be called on
to act as v General, should excel. There-
upon Gautama appointed a certain day, on
which he proved t-j the discontented that
he was a thorough master of athletics and
exercises requiring skill. The direction
which his maiurer longings took is ascribed
to four visions: one of a decrepit old man,
another of a sick man. a third of a decay-
ing corpse, and the last of a calm and noble
recluse. Itmight well be that his thought-
ful mind, dwelling on the prospect of Sick-
ness, old aae and death, might come to re-
gard a lifeof reflection and contemplation
as the highest attainable. Day by day the
vision of a hermit's cell grew more attrac-
tive, and he longed to break from the
world and dedicate himself to wisdom.
The arrival of a great joy finally enabled
him to do so. Alter years of married life,
his wife pave lain an only child, a son,
named Kahula.

Gautama was in a garden by the river-
side when this great evsnt was announced
to him; he only said, "This is a new and
strong tic which 1 shall have to break."
Returning home, be met a crowd of rejoic-
ing clansmen, and received their congratu-
lations. But his resolution was taken.
That night he left all _that he loved on
earth, and became a wanderer, s student, a
Buddha, lie withdrew into the jungle,
and during six years subjected himself to
snch self-denial and penance that while his
body wasted away his fame grew high and
wide. At length illness, induced by such
severe self-discipline, compelled him to
adopt a milder mode of life, whereupon
the disciples who had gathered round him

| had lost their respect for him, and forsook
him. The Buddhist legend describe at this
point a conflict between " the Savior of the
the'NVoild and the I'rince of Evil." The
conflict was not n purely spiritual one,
like that between Jesus Christ an d~ Satan,
but a material one is related ; rivers ilow-
ing backward, mountains crumbling, the
earth quaking.

Alter this'confliot, in which Bhudda won
the victory, he entirely altered his mode of
life, no longer indicting pains on his body.
but seeking the loftiest happiness of his
soul. He returned to Benares, and sought
out his former disciples, to whom he de-
clared he bad discovered the way of salva-
tion, lie discoursed to them on the
" Middle I'aUi "—that i-\ much as we
should say the " Narrow Way," or the jialh
ofrighteousness, lie named eight cardinal
duties: I. Right Belief. 2. Right Liveli-
hood. 3. Bight Speech. 1. Right Actions.
5. Right Means of Livelihood, b'. Right
Endeavors. 7. Right Mindfulness. 8.
Bight Meditation.

From this time forward Gautama quietly
taught his now doctrines to those who came
voluntarily to inquire of him. The Brah-
man doctors and teachers werestill opposed
to him. Not one became nt first, or at once,
his disciple, ilia tirst convert was a young
layman named Yasa ; the next to join him
were Yasa's father, mother and wife.
Five months after his " conflict with
the Kvil One," we find Gautama send-
ing out his disciples to preach the
new doctrines. Thus he established an
order of mendicants, and himself begged
from house to house, on one occasion
through the town ofwhich his father was
Rajah. The old man expostulated, saying
that he was descended from kings, not
from beggars; to which Gautama replied :
\u25a0' My descent is from the Buddhas of old,
who have always lived on alms." Then
Suddhodana and his household showed the
sage all honor, and his wife Yasodbara
fell at his feet, embracing them. After-
wards she became the first of v female orr
der of mendicants; Kahula, soil of Gau-
tama and Yasodimra, joined hi* father's
order.

l>uiing the next forty years Buddha
travels, preaches and gainers in converts.
While on one ol his journeys, he was en-
tertained by a goldsmith ofPara, who pre-
pared for him a meal of young pork and
rice. This food poisoned him. Ho re-
tired into a grove of frees, and awaited
death. Through the night lie gave instruc-
tions to his followers as to their future con-
duct; his last words were: "Work out
your salvation with diligence' Shortly
after ho became unconscious, and so passed
away, aged about 70. —The Quiver for Sep-
tember.

The Religion of Buddha.
The reader of the biography of the man

who founded tho groat religion called Bad-
dbism, desires toknow in what that religion
consists. He left no writings, but his teach-
ings, and the deductions drawn from his
teachings have been in later times formu-
lated in books. Buddhism gives no expla-
nation of the beginnings of all thincs; its
starting-point is that the world and men
exist, and that everything is subject to
change. Everything moves toward either
destruction or renovation. Nirvana —"per-
fection or salvation "—is the suite towards
which the righteous tend; for the theist
there is the absorption of the individual in
God; for the atheist absorption is nothing.
A human life is not a separate entity : it is
a portion, so to speak, of the universal life.
The life that sinneth itshall die, says IJud-
dism; it shall sink through lowerand lower
forms, until it reaches annihilation. The
righteous life, rising ever upwards, at-
tains at length to Nirvana, and is re-
absorbed in the Divine Kssence.
There is ever-increasing joy in ever-
increasing wisdom, and after one life is
ended there shall be another, ever ascend-
ing the scale of holiness, stretching up to

beatific and illimitable bights. This was
transmigration : not ofsouls—for Uuatama
held that there is no such thing is soul —
but of life; each individual, according to
the pood or bad use he make 3of his pres-
ent life, becomes after death another indi-
vidual of higher or lower character. And
yet, it is almost an error to say that Buddha
taught absorption into Goil as the stage ol
existence beyond Nirvana ; for it docs not
appear that Buddhism acknowledges a
(Tod. Perfection can go no further ; it is
the vanishing point of the human land-
scape. It certainly strikes us that anni-
hilation is a poor reward for the strivings
of many consecutive lives after holmess —

Yet ifwe are to be-
lieve the writer of an article in I'fluger's
Ardiiv, N'os. 7 and 8, ISS6, the latta- is the
only rational and proper position during
sleep. Dr. Meuli-Hilty is the advocate of
this plan. He was engaged in studying the
iibysiologieal effects of such a reversal of
the normal position ofthe body, and found,
among other results, that the circumference
ofthe neck was increased nearly two inch-
es, by reason, chiefly, of a swelling of the
thyroid glami. He frequently fell asleep
while in this position and occupied in his
stadia?, and fuund that he always awoke
earlier in the mornins, felt greatly re-
freshed, and was capable of much Letter
w<wk during the day than after a night's
rest taken to the usual way. He has now
slept with his feet higher than his head for
the past four years, and his experience
leads him to commend the method most
highly. He sayj in this way the brain re-
ceivers a more plentiful blood-suppiy, and
is consequently better nourished, while
there is no danger of 6O much blood pars-
ing to the cerebral structure as to cause
congestion. The danger is obviated by the
enlargement of the thyroid gland, which
fcuivU back a certain portion of the blood

in its dilated vessels, and which also acts
as a regulator of the cerebral circulation by
exerting pressure upon the carotids, and
thus diminishing their caliber. Another
advantage which Ilr. Meuli-Hilty claims
for his method is that it is prophylactic
against pulmonary phthisis. The apices of
the lungs being dependent, receive a more
plentiful blood-supply, and are thus ren-
dered stronger ntid Jess liable to become
the point of origin of tubercular disease.
The writer's assertions may be correct, and
his method may, as he claims, be the Only
rational one, but it is likely to be a long
time before he can induce mankind to re-
gard pillows as a useless and harmful part
of the bed furniture.— Medical Record.

Bat
the majority arc collected by the vino-
dressers in the evening from the stone-
beaps where the snails have assembled to
enjoy the dew. The creatures are then
starved in a dark cellar for two months,
and when they have closed up the aperture
of their shell are ready for cooking. Ac-
cording to the true Burgundy method they
are boiled in five or six waters, extracted
from the shell, drPgsed with fresh butter
and garlic, then replaced in the shell, cov-
ered with parsley and bread crumbs, and
finally simmered in white wine.— Pant
Letter.

PRF.sKr.vi.sr. Rip* Fecit. —Some Califor-
nia capitalists have organized and incorpo-
rated under the name of the Western Ripe
Fruit Carriers. They have purchased the
patent rights of an invention which it is
said effectually solves the question of the
shipment of ripe fruit longdistance.-". The
plan is to pack the fruit in trays, having
apartments for each \u25a0-ingle piece of fruit.
The ventilation of the fruit thus packed is
perfect. It is well known that fruit spoils
more in a day wb( n closely packed to-
gether than it would in a week when not in
contact and smothered. The shipment of
fruit by this process is a demonstrated suc-
cess. Ripe fruit in transit a week or ten
days, is put upon the market Bound and
perfect. This is an immeasurable improve-
ment upon the old method which requires
fhat the fruit be picked two weeks before
ripe to insure safe shipment. Kruit thus
marketed cannot be anything but inferior
in quality. The Western Ripe Fruit Car-
riers promise to give Hastern people a taste
of California fruit in the purity of its natu-
rally matured swiftness. This enterprise
is one thai seems feasible and ought to suc-
ceed. The fruit-growers of the State have-
as much at stake as the stockholders them-
selves. As to the cost of shipment by this
method it is claimed that the difference is
merely nominal. —Ludi Senti) el.
