Bhuoslixg in Swibs Watches. — The
])a.'ler JlaudelfziHung us-ierts that a great in-
crease of snm^^liiifr. to the profit of the
Swiss watch manufacturers, has resulted
from I'ri.ice Jiisniarck's increase of the
duty on foreign watches. The stringent
examination of travelers,both on theElsasa
and the Baden frontiers, has not yet availed
to check the HnnggHng. A watch is bo
fiinall an article that it-is easily concealed,
especially by women. Their voluminous
draperies, under the present fashion, lend
themselves readily to contraband enter-
prise, and theliernians have not yet adopted
the French custom of employing female
customs officers, who are less gallant and
more severe than male officials in the ex-
amination of a traveling sister. The old
proverb, "Opportunity makes the thief," is
richly illustrated in V?.e daily annaln ofpro-
tective duties. Recentlya^entleu-.an named
Blum, an inhabitant of Oolmar, in Elsass,
was seized by the German police at St. Lad-
wig, on the Bwiss-Alsatian frontier, on the
suspicion of being a smuggler of Swiss
watches into the German Empire. The
suspicion wasjostified in a delightful man-
ner, for when Herr Blum waa stripped, iv
spite of his protestations oi hiaimmaculate
character, he was found to have no fewer
than three hundred watches concealed
about his artfully-contrived Kr'-rment3 and
in one .small hand-bap. When the search
was over, Herr Blum was not merely con-
verted out of a very fat into a lean man—
v, i'li a rapidity which Banting or Dr. Succi
never dreamed of—but he was compelled
to pay a cus;oms fine of 2,700 ruarksts-l^o)
fit his extensive collection of foreign
watches.

THE PLATFORM

As Finally Adopted After Ametdraints
Made.

TJie Republican platform as Lu-retofore
published was changed after the original
draft, as submitted by tliecorumittciP. had
been forwarded by telegraph. Following
is the platform complete as it was finally
adopted by the Convention :

The Republican party of California, in
Convention assembled, reaffirms its devo-
tion to the great j)ur|»oses for which it was
organized and for which it has been main-
tained. Ithas preserved free government
and secured to all the inhabitants of these
United Mates the great rights which lie. at
the foundation of all just government —'.ho
right to life, ]>ni|>ert.Y and the pursuit of
happiness —and its mission willnot be fully
accomplished until the laws are so con-
strued and administered that an invasion of
these inalienable riglii?, even as against
the humblest person, shall become impos-
sible. Itpoints with pride to the fact that
it has engrafted these principles upon the
national Constitution, thereby giving to
every one the protection which the power
of cii.otX),ouo of freemen affords, (iuidid

by a firm faith in tlie-ie great principles it
bas, daring its long and eventful history,
done nothing for which it has to apolo-
gize. When it took the Government from
the Democratic party it found v country
disturbed by dissensions: States seced-
ing.and threatening secession : tiie Tri
ury empty and the public credit impaired ;
the arsenals plundered and the fortresses
invested; n hostile Government, whose
foundation was human slavery, fully armed
in our m:d*t; with open foes at the Smith
and secret enemies at the North. Whet:
called upon to surrender its great trust, it
delivered to its successor- a united country,
a free people, an overflowing treasury,
public credit higher than that of any other
nation on earth, arsenals and the Ciovrm-
ment works intact, the Hag of t!>2 Union
floating in peace over a great, prosperous,
happy nation, commanding theadmiration
and respect of mankind. The Democratic
administration of Cleveland has failed to
keep the pledges upon which it came into
power. ]t promised retrenchment and
economy, but has been the most extrava-
gant ever known. It promised to uphold
thedignity and honor of the republic and
protect American citizens and their rights
of person and property, both, at home and
abroad, but has proved incapable of secur-
ing an honorable adjustment of the lish-
cries question, and has, with seeming in-
difference, subjected the United States to
the humiliation of seeing our tlag Insulted;
our seamen seized and vessels of our citi-
zens conliscated by the authorities ol Can-
ada, while, with rash haste and blunder-
ing, it has involved us in unjustifiable

Icomplications with our friendly neighbor,
the sister republic of Mexico, a fact which
seriously calls attention to thu Republican
national platform in its enunciation of the
doctrine ofinternational arbitration for in-
ternational differences, and to the import-
ance of the recent Act of the Senate ol tlie
United States in unanimously passing a
bill for a Congress of American nations in
the interest of peace and commerce. It
promised civilservice reform, but has made
that phrase odious by not only removing,
but attempting to blacken the character of
thousands of our best citizens, many of
them old soldiers, who have been removed
from official positions upon the cowardly
subterfuge of " offensive partisanship."
We reaffirm that to the Union soldiers and
sailors in the late war we owe a debt which
cannot be computed, and itis the duty of
the Government to grant pensions and es-
tablish homes for all such as arc disabled
or In want; and with equal earnestness we
condemn the heartless and wholesale vetoes
by President Cleveland of the private pen-
sion bills recently passed by this Congress.
Reaffirming the principles enunciated in
the national platform adopted at Chicago
in 1884, and the State platform adopted at
Sacramento in the same year, in so far as
now applicable, the Republican party of
California makis the. following additional
declaration of principles;

Labor is honorable, and the laborer in
every waik of lifeshould be honored. Upon
free, intelligent hibor and its \\Uv direction
depends the prosperity of tlio nation.
Everything which is useful and valuable
to man is the result of labor in some form,
and it.s careful protection should be the fir>t
consideration of the statesman. The value
of labor most depend upon its producing
capacity, and this must be measured by the
intelligence of the laborer. The liberal
education oi" the laborer, therefore, is the
first step towards the greatest, tho wisest
and the most profitable development ofthe
resources of the country and the elevation
of its workmen. To accomplish this the
public school system should bo preserved.
protected and extended, until [taennobling
influence penetrates to every hearthstone
and increases the usefulness of every per-
son. Tl-e Republican party declares its
firmbelief that co-operation among labor-
ers is for the best interests of society ; Ibat
while capital is entitled to all safeguards
necessary to induce its generous invest-
ment, and while assaults upon social order
proceeding from persons falsely represent-
ing themselves as friends of labor must be
sternly repressed, the Republican parly
will never sanction any legislation which
would restrict wage-earners from co-oper-
ating and organizing for their general pro-
tection and advancement, but, on the con-
trary, will enact liberal laws fostering and
encouraging co-operation.

Retolved, That all law-abiding citizens of
the United States, be they native or foreign
born, arc equally entitled to the protection
of our laws, and we are opposed to the im-
migration of all persons not in sympathy
with this Government and the principles
on which it is founded.

Baolved That we are irrevocably in favor
of immediate action on the p:irt of <'<>n-
trrcss and the President to secure tho abro-
gu'ion of the Burlingaruc treaty, to be fol-
lowed by such legislation as willprohibit
the further immigration of Chinese.

Itpoints with just pride to the fact that
the Republican Senate ofthe United t-ta!ej,
by unanimous vote, has passed abillfor
the restriction ofChinese immigration, and
denounces the action of the Democratic
House of Representatives for refusing its
concurrence in a measure universally de-
manded by the people of this coast, and
which is neeessury for the protection and
elevation of free labor.

Resolved, That the interests of free lsbor
demand that the employment nnd patron-
ape of Chinese should be discouraged by
all lawful means, and to this end we ear-
nestly solicit the hearty co-operation of
evorycitizon of this State.

Beaolved, That we are in favor of the pro-
tection and elcvnti'Mi of American labor,
and opposed to any legislation which tends
to degrade or cheapen it, and we recom-*
mend the employment of convict labor in
such pursuits as will not bring the snme
into injurious competition with free labor.

II.—IRRIGATION.

One of the mo3t important questions
soon to be considered by the people of Cal-
ifornia is the proper utilization of its inter-
courses for the purpose of irrigation, ami
when this creat work is accomplished our
State willsupport per acre a ereater POtm-
lation than any other State in the Union,
and fertilize and till with prosperity vast
domains otherwise dedicated to perpetual
barrenness. The Republican party ap-
proaches this great question with a careful
deliberation, not less crave than that which
it has debated and happily determined
other momentous subjects, in the confident
eipcctation.that ifintrusted with thepower
so to do, it will enact such laws as will
secure and receive the approval of the peo-
ple, anil it here aflirras as follows:

First—It is in favor of the immediate
passago of a law declaring that henceforth
no rights to water shall be acquire! which
will in any manner obstruct the State in
the control thereof whenever it shall see
proper to exercise such control.

Second —It is in lavor of the passage of
laws which willprevent the monopolizing
of the waters of the State and promote
their utilization to (he greatest extent pos-
sible.

Third—ln the passage ofany laws upon
this subject individual rights roust be pro-
tected, but if those rights are fonnd to
interffre with effectuating a just distribu-
tion ofwater and its utilization by the pec-
ple upon equal terms, then such rights
should be condemned and taken for public
use, under the same principles upon which
all private property is condemned and
taken for public use, upon compensation
being made therefor.

Fourth—We demand an amendment to
the Constitution which will permit such
local and special legislation aa may be
necessary to effectuate these purposes.

111.—TAXATION.
The Supreme Court of the United Stales

having failed to determine whether or not
the method of taxing railroad corporations
declared by our Stale Constitution is in
conflict with the Constitution of thel'nited
States, we are without an authoritative rule
which might otherwise relieve the question
ef its present embarrassing complications,
and this subject requires of our Legislature
and Kxer.utive most careful and deliberate
action. The gravity of this matter puts it
on a plane above the range of party poli-
tics, and demands the serious attention: of|

the best-thinking people of the State. In
this respect, and in all others, we favor
equal and just taxation for the maintenance
of the Government, and affirm that all
should pay a full shnre of the public taxes
fairlydue and in accordance with the broad
principles of equity.

IV.—VITICULTTHE AND HORTICILTUBK.
Retolocd, That the prosperity of our yiti-

cultural and horticultural industries is of
paramount importance to this State. In
order to encourage their rapid improve-
ment and a freur expansion of trade in
domestic and foreign markets, to prevent
unjust discrimination in favor of foreign
products, a revision o( the internal revenue
laws and amendments to the tariff are de-
manded as of immediate necessity to our
people, and the Legislature should, by suit-
able legislation, provide for the effective
extermination of all fruit pests,

v.—HABBOH DEFKNfES.
T'r.<"ltTit, That the Republican parly earn-

estly urges upon the Federal Government
the immediate necessity of fortifying the
principal Beaports of the nation in such a
manner a.s to prolect tlie national honor
and the property and territory of the peo-
ple from foreign invasion.

VI.—THE WOOL INTHREST.

We demand in behalf of the great wool-
growing interest of our State a restoration
of the wool tariff of 1887. and denounce
the recent attempt of the Democratic ma-
jorityin the national House of Represent-
atives to pass the Morrison bill reducing
tariff duties and placing wool on the free
list
VII.—THE FBESEKT STATJE ADJdHIBTBATIOK.

We denounce the present State Adminis-
tration a? most wasteful und incompetent
Its weakness, extravagance und vacillating
policy has brought reproach upon the fair
fame of California.

VUI.-EXI2A SESSION.
We recognize the groat truth that no

government can he republican in form un-
less the three departments—legislative, ju-
dicial and executive—are separate and
independent, the one from the other. We
declare that the calling of an exira session
of the Legislature for the purpose ot re-
versing a decision of tlie Supreme Court of
the Smte has no parallel in the history of
this country; that the policy which dic-
tated it was un-American ami revolution-
ary, and that no words of censure can ade-
quately character;/" this attempt to destroy
the independence ol i co-ordinate branch
ofthe Government.

The Republican party submits i's platform
and its candidates to the intelligence ami
the patriotism of the people, and invoke to
their support all, without regard to past
alliiiation. who desire just laws, good gov-
ernment, peace and security. True to its
mission, it will bring to the solution of the
important subjects involved broad, states-
manlike and equitable methods.

The Human Family.

TJjie human family living to-day on
earth consists of about 1,450,000,000 6f in-
dividuals ; not loss, probably more. These
are distributed over the earth's surface, so
that there is no considerable part where
man is not found. In Asia, where he was
tirst planted, there arc now approximately
about .S0O,0<K),00O, densely crowded ; nn an
average, lIIJ to the square mile. In Europe
thore are 320,000,000, averaging 100 to the
square mile; not so crowded, but every-
where dense, and at points OTerpopolated.
In Africa there are 210,000,000. In America,
North end .South, there are 110,000,000, rel-
atively thinly-scattered and recent. In the
island's, large and small, probably 10.000,-
--000. The extremes of white and black are
liveto three, the remaining 700,000,000 in-
termediate brown and tawny. Of the race,
500,000,000 are well clothed—that is, wear
garments of some kind to cover their
nakedness; 700,000,000 are semi-clothed,
covering inferior parts of the body ; 250,-
--000,00(1 are practically naked. Of the race
500,000,000 live in houses partly furnished
with the appointments of civilization;
700,000,000 in huts or caves with no fur-
nishings ; 260,000,000 bare nothing that
cun be called a home, are barbarous and
savage. The range is from the topmost
round —the Anglo-Saxon civilization, which
is the highest known—down to naked sav-
agery. The portion of the race lying below
the line of human conditions is at the very

best three-lifths ofthe whole.or 900,000,000.
As to religion, the 1,4,50,000,000 are divided
in the order of numerical strength, as fol-
lows : Eight hundred and sixty million
ore Pagans; comprising 000,000,000 ot
Brahmo-Bnddhists, Brahmsns or Budd-
hists ; 100,000,000 of unclassified Pagans ;
I")O,<>K).ihjo Parsees, Confudanists, s-'hinto-
ists, Jains and other smaller Pagan sects;
410.000.000 are Christians, composed of
2-'.~>,000.000 Roman Catholics, 70.000.000 of
theGreek chorch, and 110.0u0.000 Prot( st-
arts ; 180,000,000 Mohammedans ; .S.OOU.IxH)
Jews. The 800,000,000 of Pagans are found
chielly in Asia and Africa, and comprise
99 lOOtbs of the population, scattering mill-
ions in the Americas and islands of the
sea. The 4t0.0u0.000 Christians constitute
the body of Europe and the nine-tenths of
the Americans, with B few millions in
Asia, Africa and the islands. The Moham-
medans are found chiefly in Asia and
Africa. The Jews arj scattered in all
lands, without a home or country. This is
approximately a correct east of the religious
status of the world to-day. It shows two-
thirds of the whole to be Pagan, or, includ-
ing the Mohammedans and Jews as anti-
Christian components of the Pagan frac-
tion, three-quarters of the whole—not less
than 1,050,000,000. The remaining fraction
of 410,000,000—a little w.or-i than a char-
ter—Christians, of which fraction more
than one-half is Roman Catholic, one-
quarter, nearly, fireek, and a trifle over a
quarter Protestant. —Commercial Xcws.

The Germans m Fkan>e.— The Germans
are having a bad time of it in France.
Only a few days ago a crnsade was started
against German beer, and a quantity was
seized on the ground that it was adulter-
ated, but instead of being thrown into the
Heine, which was the original intention, it
was given back untouched to the import-
ers. Tifestudents of Lille, on finding that
two members of tho orchestra in a cafe
concert were Germans (they had been in
Lille since ISW), stormed the place, cleared
out tho musicians, and finished the enter-
tainment themselves with a few patriotic
airs, and a collection for the poor. Now it
seems the Germans have contracted a habit
of ingeniously substituting their own for
French goods. TheGalidans have a weak-
ness for articles of French manufacture,
and the Germans have been stocking the
market with counterfeit goods, going co
far as to supply grande Chartreuse. Hut
for the fortunate discovery of the word
"FranUreich " among a lot of schoolroom
material, the municipal council of Paris
would have recently been entrapped into
patronizing Germany. Hut a way has been
found to check such impositions. A com-
mercial traveler who arranged to supply a
Lille merchant with corsets from Ham-
burg, has been dragged before the police
court, because the custom-house officers
found the consignment marked " nouveate
de Paris." This is a new law, and ifvigor-
ously inforcod will have disastrous effects
on the commercial world.

USAFraaoiATXD Ho:;ors. —A man has been
ill-re(|uiled in Paris for an act of courage.
Another man bed thrown himself into the
Saint Martin ('anal to commit suicide, and
was drowning, when a stranger leaped into
the water aud brought him palely to the
bank. The bystanders dragged the stranger,
much against his will,to tlie police station,
in order that his cotOSge should be re-
corded, when the officer on duty recognized
in him a clockmaker named Collinaire,
who was wanted by the police for extort-
ing money by passing himself off as a de-
tective.

A Worthy Labob Movkmext.—One of
the best things lately done in Chicago bos
been brought about through the United
Clerks' Assembly. A careful investigation
has shown that fully twelve thousand
clerks had been compelled to work sevc-n
days a week the year round. The clerks
Went to work quietly, appealed to the pul-
pit and the press for such aid a; they could
give, and after a time secured the consent
of most of the employers to close their
stores nnd shops' on Sunday. A few
.stiil refuse to join in the proposed Sunday
closing movement, but it is thought that
their deposition will soon cense. Last Sun-
day was the first day of release, and was
welcomed and treated by the weary and
rone-imprisoned clerk'- as a day of freedom
and of rest.— Chicago letter.
