CALIFORNIA.

The Marysville Fair,

MARYSVILLE, September 3d.—The fourth
day of the fair shows an increased enthusi-
asm, and the attendance amounts to al-
most a crush. The Pavilion was thronged
to its utmost capacity last night, and the
same to-night, The award of premiums
on the live stock will ba made at the fair
grounds to-morrow evening, at which time
another parade will be held. The awards
of the Pavilion exhibits will be annouuced
at the hall to-morrow evening, when an
increased crush is anticipated.

The attractions at the race-track to-
day were numerons and interesting.
The iong time occupied by the speed
exhibitions rendered it necessary to
again postpone the ladies’ tournament
until to-morrow afternoon. The unfin-
ished race of yesterday was concluded
at noon to-day. Happy Jim took the lead
in the fourth heat and kept it to the finish,
Chevalier close up and Clara G. and Soltaire
fifty yards in the rear. Time, 2:39. This

. being the third heat for Happy Jim, gave
him the race and money.

The first race for the day was for the 2:50
class, purse $200, in which but two of the
four entries appeared, Phallas and Reality.
Pools sold at 320 to $10 in favor of Phallas.
Phallas took the lead from the start. Reality
acted badly during the heat, making four
bad breaks in the circuit, which nearly cost
him his distance. Phallas passed under
the wire in 2:32. Before the start for the
second heat, a call was made by the backers
tor a new driver. James Linden was sub-
stituted for Larned, and the horses got off
to an even start. The change of drive
made no difference in the conduct of R
ity. She broke at all points in the track,
and had the flag dropped in her face,
Phallas winning the heat and money.
Time, 2:2

There were seven entries in the 4-year-
old class, viz: Arthena, Lohengrin, Cubit,
Pasha, Wallace G., Sur Del and George
Wappel. Distance waived by agreement.
Lohengrin sold for $20 in the pools to $12
on Wallace G. and $3 for the field. The
large field made it diflicult to get a good
start. On theseventh attempt the horses
got off in a straggling manner. Wallace
G. led to the half pole, where the favorite
overtook and passed him. A shout went
up from those having pools on the favorite,
but their joy was of short duration, for
Wallace G. came down the home stretch
with a fine burst of speed and carried
Lohengrin off his feet when thirty
yards off the siring. Wallace G. passed

under the string amidst a burst of
applause, a length ahead of Johen-
grin, Arthena third, Cubit fourth,

Wappel fifth, Pasha sixth and Sar Del sev-
enth. Time, 2:38}. Afier the heat Lohen-
grin sold for $10 to $8 against the field.
Pete Williamus was placed behind Lohen-
grin to drive the second heat, in place
of W. Slaughter, with the hope of improv-
ing the horse's traveling qualities, he hav-
ing done a good deal of skirmishing in the
first heat. A dozen attempts were made
before a very indifferent start was made.
Wallace G. led off, with Lohengrin well
up, but skipping and skiving worse than
ever. At the head of the backstretch the
right wheel of Cubit’s sulky gave way, and
let the driver and sulky down in a heap
against the horse’s heels. Woodward, the
driver, hung on like grim death, and in

spite of Cubit's plunging and kicking,
headed him against the fence and
stopped him. Sur Del, who was first
behind Cubit, was stopped and let
out of the race. The five Ileading

horses were undisturbed by the accident,
and sped alongto the half, where they were
well together, Wallace G. leading. Lohen-
grin did a good deal of running, and in one
of his thoroughbred spurts pasced Wallace
G. on the far turn. The latter trotted all the
way without a skip, and came in first,
Lohengrin a length in the rear, Arthena
third, Wappel fourth, Pasha fifth. Lohen-
grin was placed last for running, and Cubit
and Sur Del were allowed to withdraw.
The time of the heat was ). Slaughter
resumed his seat behind Lohengrin for the
third heat, but to little purpose, as the re-
sult soon demonstrated. The horses got
off to .a fair start, Lohengrin began his
cavorting immediately,and kept it up all
the way round; much to the chagrin of
those who placed first money on him. At
the quarter Wappel surprised everybody by
taking the lead from Wallace G. He kept
it gallantly to the farther turn, where he

went off his feet, and gave place to
Wallace G. The latter came along
at a rattling pace, leaving the field

forty yards behind in a bunch. He slowed
up at the distance stand and jogged in an
easy winner in 2:39], Pashasecond, Arthena
third, Lohengrin fourth, Wapple fifth. First
money was awarded to Wallace G., second
to Arthena, third to Lohengrin and fourth
to Pasha.

The third event was pacing, for a purse
of $100, in which Killarney, Prince, Mink,
Pocahontas and Shaker were starters. Kil
larney was considered so sure winner that
he was left out of the pools entirely, and
pools were sold on the others for place.
Prince was the favovite at $30 to $12 for
Shaker and 88 for the field. After many
attempts at starting Killarney got off two
lengths in the rear of the other four, who
were on a line. Pocahontas took the lead
at the turn, closely followed by Shaker,who
was leading Prince by a length, Killarney
behind Mink at the quarter. Killarney
passed Mink, after which there was no
change in the relative positions, Pocahon-
tas winning the heat in ¢ . after an ex-

citing finish with Shaker, Killarney far
in the rear. The field now took an
upward tendency in the pools, rating

at $30 to $10 on Prince and $5 on Shaker.
A good deal of tedicus scoring was done
for the start. For the second heat all got
off well together. Finally at the turn Kil-
larney and Shaker collided, three contigu-
ous spokes being taken from Killarney's
sulky wheel. Shaker pulied up and fell
far in the rear, but Killarney passed ahead
and overtook Prince, who was leading at
the turn. The horses were strung out fora
long distance on the back stretch, and it
looked as though Shaker and Pocahontas
must be shut out. By dint of a little extra
running, however, they managed to get in-
side. Charges and counter charges of foul
were freely indulged in by the drivers on
the eonduct ot the race throughout. After
a long investigation the horses were placed
as follows: Killarney first, Prince second,

Mink third, Pocahontas fourth, Shaker
fifth. Time, 2:21. The horses got
off on the third trial for the third
heat. Killarney took the lead imme-

diately, and held his place with ease a
length ahead of Mink around the far turn.
Pochantas made a break on the back
stretch, and fell far in the rear. He came
down the homestretch running under the
whip to save his distance, and barely got
inside the flag. Killarney won the heat
easily in 2:214, Mink second, Prince third,
Shaker fourth, Pochantas distanced for
running. With Pochantas out, it was now
an even thing for second p lace among the
three remaining horses, and the pools sold
accordingly. A good start was had for the
fourth heat. Killarney took a lead of a
length, and paced a waiting race for the
others. They paced well together and
raade a strong race for second place nearly
home. Shaker, who was behind, broke
and ran into second place, a length ahead
of Prince, Mink last. Shaker was placed
fourth for ranning. Kiilarney won the
heat and race. Time, 2:25. Prince took
second, Mink third, Skaker fourth,
The FPlacerville Fair,

PLACERVILLE, September 3d.—The inter-
est in the races still continues. A much
larger attendance was at the track than
yesterday. The novelty race and consola-
tion races come off to-morrow. These
races, with the balloon ascension, assuresa
jarge turn-out. The annual address will
be delivered to-night by Professor G. P.

MarysviLLE, September 3d.—An earth-
quake occurred here at three minutes past
12 this morning. [t waslively, and aroused
all the sleepers.

GeryaxtTowN (Colusa county), September
3d.—At a few minutes before 12 o'clock
last night we had two distinct and heavy
shocks of earthquake here, the vibrations
lasting some seconds. They seemed to be
from west to east.

REexo (Nev.), September 3d.—At 9:50 a
slight earthquake was felt, passing south to
north. A second shock, twenty seconds
later, was hardly perceptible.

Destructive Grain Fire.

Repwoop City, September 3d.—A de-
structive fire occurred this afternoon in the
grain fields near Menlo Park. The fire
burned an area of 120 acres. Two dwell-
ings were destroyed, and about 200 cords
of stove wood. The loss is estimated at
about $50,000. E. M. Coleman, M. O’Keefe,
P. J. Maloney, W. E. Stanton and Con.
Maloney are the heaviest losers. The
origin of the fire is not known.

Run Over and Killed,

StocKTON, September 3d.—Thomas Sedg-
wick, an old man, 91 years old, met with
his death to-day by attempting to drive in
front of a train from San Francisco at the
crossing of the road leading from this city
to French Camp, four miles distant. The
old gentleman was thrown a distance of
forty feet. and was so injured that he died
two hours later in this city. Mr. Sedg-
wick was the father of Mrs. General
Ketchum, of* this county, and had lived
here since early times.

Arrested for Conspiracy.

Dacaert, September 3d.—Charles Glover,
an ex-merchant of Calico; conductor
Henry, of the California Southern, and Y.
R. Stevens, Constable of Calico, were ar-
rested to-day for canspiracy to defraud the
California Southern Railway ont of tickets.
Henry would collect tickets, fail to punch,
and send them to Glover and Stevens to
sell at this end. Over $1,300 has been dis-
covered. All gave bonds to-day. Super-
intendent Victor estimates the loss for two
months at $50 per day.

THE MARYSVILLE FAIR.

THIRTEENTH AGRICULTURAL PIS-
TRICT EXHIBITION.

Fine Pavilion—Splendid Exhibits—
IFast Speed Contests—Great
Crowds of People.

MARYSVILLE, September 3, 1586.

Industrial fairs are a true measure of the
civilization of the community from which
their exhibits come. This is true not only
in this country, but the world over. Visit
any of the great industrial exhibitions in
the Capitals of Europe or America and, as
vou walk through the exposition buildings,
you have a truthful panorama of the civil-
ization of those countries making exhibits;
the great annuel fairs held on the steppes of
Russiz and Central Asia, at Samarcand and
Novozerod, and you may see in the wide
spread of booths just how far the people
of those regions have advanced on the road
to civilization and enligchtenment. So it is
everywhere, and California is no exception
to the rule. A stranger can form a great
estimate of our people by the exhibits inade
at our State and district fairs. In the stock
department, if you see thoroughbred and
trotting stock, you know that the people
have the means and leisure for horseback
riding and driving. The big Clydesdale,
Norman or Percheron stock indicates that
the farmer and freighter has plenty of work
to do, and is

DOING IT WELL.

If you see the best blooded herses of all
breeds you may be sure that the pecple are
in the front rank of breeders for home
and foreign markets, and that they are
alive to the fact that the best is the cheap-
est and most profitable. The exhibits in
the other stock departments will tell you
whether a people have good beef, good
milk, butter and cheese, good pork, mutton
and wool for home use and for sale. Fine
Durhams, Devons, Ilerefords and Polled
Angus make good beef on the tables at
home, and cattle for sale to help swell
the individual bank accounts. Pens of
Holsteins, Jerseys and Alderneys will
show whether a people have pienty of
milk, cream, buiter and cheese, or whether
they drink muddy coffee siraight, buy
their milk in cans from New Jersey, and
their butter, strong and rancid, from some
other country. The horse and cattle de-
partments will disclose another important
fact, viz: Whether the farmers isskin-
ning his land by raising cereals year after
year, without returning to the soil any part
of the fertile elements which he is taking
from it, and leaving an exhausted soil as a
heritage to his children; or whether he is
feeding his crops to his steck, and return-
ing the fertilizers to the soil and maintain-
ing

ITS PRODUCTIVE CAPACITY.

The poultry exhibits tell us whether the
people have eggs and fowls and a varied
digestible diet, or whether they live on
bacon and other food saturated with indi-
gestible lard.

The cereal and vegetable departments
will show whether the agriculturist tills
his land properly, sows and plants the best
kinds of seed, and then harvests.well and
properly prepares it for market.

The green fruit exhibits will tell whether
the people are taking advantage of the new
order of things, and getting in line to fur-
nish the Eastern people with these luscious
fruits of the semi-tropies and to make in-
comparably greater profits from their land
than from wheat and barley-growing.

The machinery, agricultural implements,
carriage and wagon departments and ma-
chinery products show how far a commu-
nity is advanced in industrial art and
science. Good exhibits in this line indicate
the saving of labor in productive and cheap
products, so as to be able to compete in dis-
tant markets and still make a profit.

They will also show how far manufact-
ures in the district have progressed. If
the machinery products are good, we may
be sure that factories, forges and mills are
already established, and are being patron-
ized, thereby giving employment to the
best of populations, the skilled artisans,
and saving the money of

THE PRODUCER AT HOME.

The mercantile displays will inform us
whether the merchants are an active, en-
ergetic class, buying for cash, for they can
prosper under no other system, and whether
they buy with judgment and taste; or, on
the other hand, whether they belongto a
fossilized age long past, and the people
have to go to some distant place to spend
their money, to get what they require.
Look at the exhibits of ideal art and you
can tell more of the character of the peo-
ple of a district than in any other way. In
this department should be included every-
thing not of the absolute necessities ot lite.
It should include all the furnishings of
the heuse in the city or the country ; those
things that make up the refinements, ele-
gancies and educational influences of home
life; the paper, pictures and other decora-
tions on the wall, the carpets and rugs on
the floor, the furniture in the house and
the flowers on the lawn—all that makes
the home beautiful and lovable. If the
exhibits of ail these are cf a high order we
know that the people are intelligent, re-
fined and cultured. In short. a district fair
is a perfect and true reflex of the type of
civilization in the district.

THE THIRTEENTH AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT
Is composed of the counties of Yuba, Sutter,
Yolo and Sacramento, but owing to the
means of {ransportation between these
counties, Yolo has never exhibited at the
fairs or attended them in any numbers, and
Sacramento reserves her exhibits for her
State fair. The exhibition, therefore, only
represents Yuba and Sutter counties so far
as distriet exhibits are concerned. Yuba
and Sutter counties are situated in the heart
of the Sacramento valley. Thesoil isgood ;
clear, crystal streams from the snows in the
great mountains furnish an abundance of
the best water; belts of pine, spruce and
fir, on the Sierra Nevadas, give plenty of
timber for lumber and fuel; the plains and
valleys are dotted with groves of oak, and
the climate is excelled by none on earth,
being half semi-tropical. The range of
productions is as great as in any other
known country : all the cereals and vegeta-
ble, all the deciduous fruits, including the
apple, peach, plum, cherry and apricot, the
small fruits, the citrus fruits— oranges,
lemons and limes, the olive, the pome-
granate, persimmon; all the nut-bearing
trecs, and every kind of grape—raisin, wine
and table—grow here in generous quanti-
ties and of the most perfect quality. These
counties were among the first settled in the
American occupation. The transporta-
tion by water gave the miner, farmer
and merchant cheap and

RAPID TRANSIT

To the seaboard. Schools, churches,
newspapers and manufadtures  were
early established, and gained a sure

footing and flourished here. The earliest
settlers were the best of the gold and
home-hunting people, who had the enter-
prise, energy and daring to cross thesavage
wilds in search of homes and fortunes, and
most of them had the foresight and judg-
ment to siay here. Those two counties,
although small in area, have advantagzes
that compensate for any lack in size. The
landholdings are usually small. There are
none of those vast tracts that bar progress
asin other sections. Every 160 or 320
acres has its family, with healthy and ro-
bust sons and daughters to overlook and
help in the labor of the farm. There is,
therefore, an almost entire absence of ab-
sentee landlordism and tramp labor, those
unmitigated curses of other sections of the
State. Marysville is the commercial empo-
rium of this section, enjoying the trade not
only of those two counties, but drawing
custom from Butte, Colusa, Neyada and
Sierra counties. It has a population of
6,000 people, fine schools, libraries, success-
ful manufactures, big stocks of goods, large
building capital, and energy and enterprise
to make a great city. Sutter county has all
good land, is in a sure crop belt, never hav-
ing known a crop failure. The agricultu-
rists are not only well to do—they arecom-
paratively rich. They have good stock,
fine residences and beautiful and tasty sur-
roundings.
THE PAVILION.

Through the energy and public spirit of
some of the leading citizens of Marysville a
larze Pavilion was built this yvear. It is
situated in a convenient and pretty part of
the city, and occupies a ground area of 72
feet by 160 feet, with a two-story annex 40
by 50 feet, and its architectural construe-
tion externaily is most tasty and imposing.
It has a main hall for exhibits 72 by 160
feet, another capacious hall 40 by 50 feet for
ideal art exhibits, a gallery around the
main hall for spectators, and roomy offices
for committee and society meetings. This
great building is filled to crowding by ex-
hibits of agricultural produets, machinery,
implements, mechanical products, fine arts
and misceilaneous articles. In the agri-
cultural department there are fine samples

of Propko, Geneseo, Chile, Australian, So-

nora, Tuscan, Hardy, Club, Odessa, Pride
of Butte and Amber wheat, There is bar-
ley, oats, buckwheat, rve, corn, ptian
corn, broomecorn, alfalfa seed and all other

kinds of tame grass seeds, tobac-
co, hops, a dozen varieties of po-
tatoes, onions, cabbage, squashes, and

pumpkins of enormous size, causing vis-
ions of pumpkin pies, ad libitwm, cucum-
bers and meﬁons— oth muskmelons and
watermelons—the sight of which would
make a South Carolina darkey dance all
over a two-acre lot. And there are pars-
nips, carrots, beets, turnips, and all the
other vegetables in great piles. In the dairy
department there are enormously large
cheeses and small, round cheeses, and rolls,
crocks and tubs of
RICH, GOLDEN BUTTER.

Gf mill products there was a complete
and full exhibit. The Buckeye Mills,
located at Marysville, which have a good
name all over the world where good tlour
is appreciated, had a fine show in thisline.

Of orchard and vineyard products there
are piles of rich-looking apples, pears,
peachies, plums, apricots, nectarines and
quinces. There are oranges, lemons and
limes, pomegranates and olives, and a
full line of small fruits. There are long
tabies loaded with all kinds of table, wine,
raisin and seedless grapes. There are
pyramids of fruit in glass jars, preserved
fruits, jams and jellies, all put up by the
good housewives. Dried fruits are in
abundance and of all kinds. The products
of the nut-bearing trees of all varieties are
in large quantity and of the best quality.
Whole tables were covered with beautiful
and fragrant flowers. Cakes, bread and
other articles of cooked food made an at-
tractive exhibit.

Of machinery and implements there is a
large and varied exhibit, including every-
thing used cn a ranch, from a hay-press
down to a gopher-trap: plows, from the
great gangs to the small one-horse plow ;
carriages of all kinds, shapes and sizes,
from a band-wagon to a pony phaeton,

all made in the district. The fur-
niture exhibits are exceedingly full

and creditable, and there are several of
them. The aspecimens of district-made
harness and saddlery are numerous and
highly creditable. The list of these me-
chanical products is too long even for men-
tion, and it is suflicient to say that they
were a credit in quantity and quality to any
country. It.will not do to omitthe exhibit
of woolen goods from the Marysville
Woolen Mills, as it attracted much atten-
tion and excited

THE ADMIRATION OF ALL.

The blankets are as fine as ever came from
the loom, and the flannels are of every
grade. There are also fine samples of cassi-
meres and tweeds on exhibition. These
mills are an important factor in this part of
theState. They represent $200,000 capital,
employ over 100 artizans, use 1,000,600
pounds of wool annually, and disburse
$60,000 for labor each year.

In the ladies’ department there is an al-
most endless display. There is a bewilder-
ing exhibit of millinery goods that leaves a
man in doubt where nature ends and the
work of the artist begins. In embroider-
ies, needle and fancy work, one-half of this
great hall is taken up. The exhibits of
photographs, paintings, pen-work and
crayons is large, and to a layman artistic.
There are large displays of paintings on
canvas. velvet, satin, glass, porcelain, tin,
stone and paper. The painting on porce-
lain attracted especial attention for its
beauty of design and finish. In the stcck
departments the entries and exhibits are
larger than ever before here, and it is be-
lieved larger than ever before in northern
California. The horse parade was especially
admired, and included thoroughbred trot-
ting and draft horses.

THE CATTLE SHOW

Included Durhams, Devons, Herefords,
Polled-Angus, Holsteins, Jerseys and
Ayrshires, and they were of the pure
bloods and the best specimens of the pure
bloods. The show of sheep, swine and
poultry was large and fine.

The speed contests had full fields of
starters, and the sport was good. The at-
tendance was large at both the Park and
Pavilion. Itis the universal verdict that
the fair is a great success, and that too
much credit for this success cannot be
given to the ofticers of the Association.
Hon. Chas. F. Reed delivered the annual
address, which was listened to by several
hundred people, and was exceedingly able
and instructive.

In conclusion it may be proper to say,
these exhibts represent a country which
the Indians occupied little more than a
quarter of a century ago, and that all this
development has taken place in that short
time. It pointsto the fact that these two
counties have entered upon a race of prog-
ress that will make them the foremost on
tbe Pacific coast. Here in the midst of
this development are cheap lands for the
horre-seeker,'where just as beautiful homes
as these exhibitors now have can be created
by the new-comer. H. L.

WATERMAN AT HOME.

About the Next Lieutenant-Governor of
California.

Eps. Recorp-Uxton: There were some
disappointed aspirants for office in this sec-
tion after the adjournment of the Republi
can Conventicn, as there were in most
other sections of the State. Sacramento
was doubtless considerably disappointed
because she was not favored with the nom-
ination of Lieutenant-Governor in the per-
son of our old friend and Granger, William
Johnston. I confess that I felt this disap-
pointment pretty keenly myself, but I want
to tell friend Jchnston and those who
wanted to see him nominated that he was
beaten by a man worthy of his steel. W.
R. Waterman is a man worthy of the posi-
tion on the ticket to which he has been

assigned. He is a strong man
and exceptionally popular, not only
in his county (San Bernardino), but
in this entire end of the State.

He came into town about 2 o'clock p. M.
on last Saturday, on private business, with
no idea that his presence would create any
stir or excitement, but in less than half an
hour the whole town was astir. In a little
while the cannon announced that some
great occasion was at hand, and the word
was passed about that the next Lieutenant-
Governor was in town, and that a hearty
home reception and ratification meeting
would be held in his honor in front of the
Court-house in the evening. About 7
o'clock there came marching down the
street past the hotel where he wasstopping
a band of musie, followed by three or four
fully uniformed companies, organized and
equipped largely by Ar. Waterman to
do service in the campaign for Blaine and
Logan and the Republican party in 1884,

By invitation Mr. Waterman and a few
friends took a seat in an open carriage
drawn by a pair of splendid white horses.
This was followed by a large number of
other carriages filled with citizers, who
seemed to vie with each other in doing
honor to the man and the occasion. After
marching through its principal streets, the
procession brought up at the Court-house,
where the whole city, without respect to
party, sex or age seemed to be assembled.
A number of speakers, among whom were
some of the most distinguished Democrats
in the county, were called out, a'l attesting
their high regard and respect for their dis-
tinguished citizen, and declaring their de-
termination to assist in placing him in the
Lieutenaut-Governor's cheir.

Seldom have I seen such a strong home
and neighborly feeling for a fellow-citizen
in any community. It wasan impromptu
outburst of universal respect and joy that
their county had been honored in the se-
lection of one of their most worthy repre-
sentative men for the second place on the
State ticket. It was a formal declaration
of neighbors that they would support the
man, without reference to party or plat-
form.
When Mr. Waterman arose to return
thanks, the crowd made the streets ring
with cheers, the band played, and the de-
monstration of joy and good will was uni-
versal and prolonged. Mr. Waterman will
capture—he has already captured—San
Bernardino county almost en masse.

HEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE

State of California, at its Twenty-sixth
Session, beginning on the fifth day of January,
A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-iive, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and kleven of Article
Thirteen, of the Constitution of the State of
California:

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE,

SectIoN 1. All property in the State, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
Urited States, saall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word Yruncny. as used in this article and
ection, is hereby declared to include inoneys,
credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
other matters and things, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership; provided,
that growing crops, property used exclusively
for public schools, and such as may belong to
the United States, this State, or any county or
municipal corporation within this State, shall
be exempt from taxation, Growing vines and
fruit trees shall be deemed to be and shall be
assessed and taxed as a part of the really; and,
provided further, that railroads shall be taxed as
provided in Section Ten of this article; and,
provided further, that the Legisiature may pro-
vide for the exemption from taxation of ships
and vessels nwnm{and registered or enrolled in
this State, or may tax such ships and vessels on
their gross or net earnings, 1n lieu of an ad val-
orem tax. The Legislature may also provide,
except in ease of credits secured by mortgage
or trust deed, for a deduction from credits of
debts due to bona fide residents of this State.
Double taxation in any form is prohibited.

BEc. 8. The Legislature shall, by law, require
each taxpayer in this State to make and deliver
to the County Assessor, annually, a statement
under oath, setting forth specifically all prop-
erty, real and personal, except railroad property,
as defined in Section Ten of this article, owned
py such taxpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o’clock meridian on the
first Monday in March,

SEc. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, city, city and county, town, town-
ship, or district in which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Every corporation
and person owning or operating a raiiroad, or
ani' portion thereof, in this State, shall, on or
before the first day of July of each year, pay to
the State Treasurer an aunual tax of two and
a half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
within this State, of such railroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of December
next preceding, which tax shall be in lieu of
all other State and county taxes upon the fran-
chise, business, right of way, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling stock, fences, stations and their
appurtenances, and ug;an ferryboats, when op-
erated as a part of such railroad, and upon the
shares of the eapital stock, and upon the mort-
gages, deeds of trust, contracts or other obliga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon fuch prop-
erty. “All other property belonging to such cor-
poration or person shall be assessed and taxed
as other property is assessed and taxed. The
gross annual earnings earned during the year
ending on the thirty-first day ot December last
g;ecc ing, of all railroads, shall be, ennually,

fore the first day of May thereafter, ascertained
and declared by the State Board of Equalization,
under such rules and regulations as may be pre-
scribed bf; said Board; provided, however, that
the Legisiature may at any time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
where railroads are situated partly within this
State and partly without this State, the gross aq-
nual (—ammfés thereof shall be ascertained and
determined by taking:

First—The gross earnings which, during the
year last preceding, have been earned wholiy
within this State.

Second—The gross earnings which, during the
same year, have been earned partly within this
£tate and partly without this State, which shall
be ascertained by epportioning such earnings
between this State and other Sta‘es or® Territo-
ries, in the proportion which the numbter of

shall be added to the earnings made wholly

within the State, and the totai thus obtsined

shall be taken and deemed to be the gross earn-
ings of such railroads for all purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every purpose of this
section, except for the purpose of ascertaining
the proportion of interstate earnings to be addeg
to the earnings made wholly within this State,
all railroads operated as one system shall be
treated as one road. One-third of the tax paid
by corporations or persons owning or operating
railroads under the provisions of this section
shall become part of the General Fund of this
State, and two thir ls thereof shall be paid to
the county or ceunties in which said railroad is
situated, in proportion to the length of the rail-
road onerated in the several counties. For the
purposes of this section a consolidated city and
county shall be treated asa couuty. Any corpo-
ration, association, partnership, person or per-
sons, unlawluily failing or refusing to pay the
tax herein provided, when the same shall be-
come dae. or within thirty days thereafter, shall
be deemed to have waived their right to operate
their railroads within this State. The taxes
herein provided for, together with such penalties
as the legislature may impose for the non-pay-
ment thereof, shall be a lien upon the properiy
hereinbefore in thissection designated, and may
be enforced in such manner as the Legislature
may by law prescribe. All railroads, so far as
the same are sitnated within the boundaries of
any common school district, shail be subject to
an ad valorem tax for school purposes voted by
the electors of the district, at a special election
held for that purpose, the same as other prop-
erty situated within the district, anything in
this article to the contrary notwithstanding.
And all railroads, as far as they are situated
within the boundaries of any incorporated city
or town, shall be subject to an ad valorem tax
for municipal purposes the same as other prop-
erty sitnated therein, anything in this article 10
the contrary notwithstanding.

SEc. 11. Income taxes may be assessed and
collected from persons, corporatious, joint stock
associations or companies, resident or doing
business in this State, or any one or more of
them, in such-cases and amounts and in such
manner as shall be prescribed by law. No Courg
within this State shall have power, by injune-
tion or otherwise, to interfere with, hinder or
delay the coliection of any tax laid under the
form of law, except upon a showing that the
same property has been taxed more than once
for the same purpose in the same year, and then
only upon payment to the Tax Collector, orinte
Court, of a sum cqual to the amount of one of
the taxes so laid upon the property in question;
provided, that in all cases actions may be main-
tained against the Tax Collect r to recover il-
legal taxes paid under protest. Allsuch actions
must be commenced within thirty days afler
such illegal taxes have been paid.” It shall be
the duty of the Courts in which such actions
may be brought, to try them, upon the request
of either party, in advance of all other eivil ac-
tions, and such taxes so paid under protest shall
be retained by the Tax Coliector, or such other
officer as the Logisluturc may designate, until
such actions shall have bteen finally decided.

SCHEDULE.

Nothing in this amendment shall affect any
assessment or tax heretofore made or levied, or
interest thereon, or any penalty heretofore in-
curred, or any action or right of action on ac-
ccount of any such assessment, tax, interest or
penalty; and all laws in foree at the edop'ion of
this amendment, not inconsistent therewith
ghall remain in full force and effect until alter
or repealed by the Legiclature. The first levy
and payment of taxes against railroad property
hereunder, shall be made in the year eighteen
hundred and eighty-six, and shall be upon the
gross earnings, to be ascertaired as herein
vided, for the entire year of eighteen hundred
and eighty-five. Taxation for the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and
eighty five, is not affected by this amendment,

The amendment is designated ** Amendment
Number One,” and the BALLOTS used at such
election must contain the words, *“ FOR THE
AMENDMENT Number One,” and the words,
“AGAINST THE AMENDMENT Number One,"
written or printed thereon.
