' ' \u25a0 el i in advertisements or on
poster*. We therefore hare a grain of
sympathy for the Chicago press, which is
demonstratively vexed over the matter.
But the pass system is bad, especially in a
great city. It is bad because it is Bubject
to such abuse, and because it cripples news-
papers very often. The manager who
giver " free passes" to papers feels a> if he
had a claim for special consideration,
wholly neglectful and forgetful of the Cad
that he gets ten times value received in
the five publicity the paper gives his
hoiwe. This claim is constantly pressed
by managers, in one way or another, and
always to the embarrassment of the news-
paper man. We do not for an instant take
any account of the silly theory thnt the
critic who gt,ps to an entertainment on a

pass is thereby incapacitated from honest
judgment. That is whollyuntrue intact,
a* any conscientious writer knows. The
evil of the pass system lies chiefly in the
fact that it i-, an unequal bargain, that it
taxes .the paper doubly what it owes the
theater for all the new- it gets out of the
theatrical world, and in the fact that it is
bo difficult t" limit it to the person de-
puted to criticise. The pa.-- system, there-
fore, t-. theaters, tor the otH<- • of a newspa-
per is m constant source of annoyance. It
might, we think, he properly limited to
the reporter appointed to gather theatrical
news. He ought to have free access, be-
cause it is to the mutual benefit of pub-
lisher and of manager. In N'?v.- York,
however, the pa-< system is not
known even :•> thi* extent. Fn Chi-
cago •- in San FYan< i- o, the " dead head
system has been carried to a wild extreme,
and be ame an intolerable bore. The
rnanag \u25a0- rtved to abolish it, but they
did it like n parcel of bulls, if they had
simply informed the papers affected there
would hay \u25a0en no trouble.

Vakdeveb's History.—The life of Gen.
Wm. Vandever, Republican nominee for

ress from the Sixth District, has been
an honorable and eventful one. He waa
born in Baltimore in 1817, but was brought
up in Philadelphia. In 183Dhe removed
to Bock Island, 111., and in 1851 to Du-
buqne, la. l!f was s;:it to Congress in
1858, and again in LBGO. He entered the
war with the Ninth [owa Infantry, and was
made a Brigadier-General for meritorious
service at IVa Ridge in 1882. He was with
Grant and 81 1 man all through the Vicks-
burg campaign. In 1863 lie was with
Banks i 1 Texas fora short time, and was
thence transferred to Nashville, Starling
with Sherman on the march to !ho sea, he
was sfiit north with Logan on special serv-
ice, ai I the army at Savannah in
January, 18C5. being assigned to a com-
mand in the Fourteenth Army Corps,com-
manding part of the time a corps and part
ofa division. His. last action in the war
was at BentonvUle, N. ('.. March 19, !W>.
He was mustered out in October, 18(>>. He
passed th ough the war unhurt, though lie
had three horses shot under him. In 1873
he was appointed by Grant to be Inspector
ofIndian Affairs—a position which beheld
for fiveyears. Jt has been an honorable
record.

United States Oensi-s in I'jOO.—Francis
A. Walker, who bad full charge of the
census of 1880, arrived with his wife from
IJoston today, bavin? just completed a
tour abroad. Mr. Walker resigned his
position in IS.SI as Superintendent of the
Census Ollice, I1I.!*, owing to the death of
his successor.

Charles 11. was more ofa .sportsman than

his father, and in his days Newmarket be-
came the metropolis ofevery sort ofamuse-
ment, from " cocking" to racing. Pepys
mentions his leaving Whitehall for New-
market at •'! o'clock one morning and get-
ting " overset" in Holborn—"all dirty but
no hurt." Charles 11. took great interest in
the building of his " hunting palace" at
Newmarket, and when the architect. .Sir
Christopher Wren, answered his objection
thnt the rooms were too low by stretching
hi:* nock in order to contemplate their lofti-
ness the King crouched beside the little
man until -their beads were on a level and
said, " Aye, Sir Christopher, I think they
are high enough.'' This lively King not
only encouraged racing, but rode races him-
self. In the Journal of Thomas lshani, of
Pytchlev. there is a statement that a certain
Mr. ltuliivuut " ilirit Regent apud Xovum
ifereatum bis stadium aaritte, in otic of
which races the I'uke ol'Albomarle's horse
fell under him nud broke his neck. Acci-
de.iis in Hat races do not seem io have been
uncommon in the seventeenth century, for
in the J/oinrstick Intelligence of October lii
and 17. l'is2, it is recorded that at New-
market " during the Matches .several Men
and Horses were rid over, and one or two
had their Necks broken. Colonel Aston
and Sir Ilob. Ueerc came in so furiously
tbat both men and horse.- '.vere overturned :
the Colonel lor some time lay in a manner
dead on the Spot, and Sir Uobert had hi.s
shoulder split: but they being both imme
diately lei Bio >d, arc since pretty well."
Pedestrian races were popnlar at Newmar-
ket in the reign of Charles 11. An old let-
ter mentions a walking match against lime
(five miles in the hour) made by Lord Dig-
by, whsn "he had the honour of Good
company, the King and nil his nobles to
sea him do it stark naked and barefoot."
Highway robberies were very common oc-
currences on Newmarket Heath in the
days ol the Merry Monarch.

DYNAMITE PROJECTILES.
Au Interesting; Interview with Lieuten-

ant Graydon, the Inventor.
j-an Franri'oo Port, September Wj.l

The recent dynamite projectile experi-
ments that have been conducted by I.ien-
tcnant Graydon at Fort Point bare created
a great sensation among military men, and
already the European Governments realize
that iiio pr«unt gyi tern ofwarfare wilJ noon
under^uu complete revolution. The enor-
mous explosive power of dynamite icis .-.:-
--ways been recognized, and ever since its
discovery military men on both continents
have busied themselves in trying to solve
the problem of firing shells loaded with
dynamite, but until quite recently their
efforts have been fruitless. Lieutenant
Graydon, whose wonderful invention lias
recently been tested, was seed by .
representafive yesterday, and gave the fol-
lowing account of h's explosive shell:

"My experience with dynamite dates
from the time of the recent Franco-! I
war, when I was in the employ of the Chi-
nese Government. At that time i contrived
and operated a dynamite loaded torpedo
that proved so effectual in keeping tl o
French fleets out of the Canton rivei
Iwas complimented by the Chinese Gov-
ernment formy new invention and thanked
for theservice 1 had rendered it.

"Soouefur I conceived the Idea ti it :\
shell loaded with dynamite could be safely
fired from the style of gun ziov.- :m nseai 1
I set about to perfect my plan.--. From the j
tirsi J have kept the modus operandi oi the
afi'uir an entire secret and have taken no
one into my confidence.
