.There has been considerable talk during
the past week concerning the change made
irfthese ison tickets forth \u25a0 present fair. Tiie
tnembers <>f the Board of Directors state
that tLi-y desire to do justice to the public
and at the same time top rtecl thesociety
from imposition, ii is tiut their intec a
torestrict ti;e admission of children ol IS
years of \u25a0: c and under, as willbe seen by
a card from the Board of Directors pub-
lished in another column thia morning.
They simply desire, they state, to prevent
the admission of :!;\u25a0 \u25a0•\u25a0 18 or 20 years of
ago, under claim of being children. To
this end ilim bave resolved to admit all
children of the fom ly, 15 years of age or
under, Uie head ol which baa a donbh sea-

m ticket. The rules printed on the back
of the tickets wi'i be seen to comply there-
with. 'J'i.is applies (\u25a0> all tickets already
sold or that may be Bold bi reafter. To cor-
rect remarks which have been made, it
should 1)3 sia'ed that a ticket fora gentle-
man and lady will also admit either one
separately, Inr Btrange as it iray appear,
some have been so dull or perverse as to
contend to the contrary.

Those who have looked with disfavor
upon the changes put in force this year in
the condition of the season tickets, should
remember that whatever the Directors of
the State Agricultural Bociety do, they do
as trustees and lor the benefit"of tlie State
Fair, in which we are all interested. The
Directors no! only do not receive any com-
pensation whatever lor their services, but |
pay Iheir own traveling and other expenses,
which amount to several hundred dollars
each year. In addition to this, the Directors
have made improvements by reforming
the race track, putting in a new engine at
the pavilion and building tne annex for
the agricultural implement", amounting in
all to $30,000, for which their personal note
is held in bank. It may be further stated,
that the supposition entertained by many
that the State pays the expenses ot the fair,
are entirely erroneous. The State
makes but a small appropriation
for this purpose, and sometimes has ap-
propriated nothing at all. This year the
aid from the State is $15,000, whereas the
amount required to sustain the fair, for
premiums, pursis aud expenses, is between
$50,000 and $00,000. it will therefore be
seen that the Directors' position is one
which requires careful and economical
financiering, and from all the facts there
can be with them but the sole object ofsuc-
cessfully conducting the ailairs of the soci-
ciety. Theystate that their action in fixing
the conditions ofthe tickets as they are the
present season is based tipon the successful
experience of other similar societie3. It
has been published in a contemporary that
she terms of the life membership tickets
have been changed and curtailed from what
they were when the tickets were granted.
This, the Board states, is nob true. On the
contrary, the privileges upon lifemember-
s-hip tickets purchased eight or ten years
ago have been considerably increased", and
every one of these privileges are still en-
joyed by the holders. No change whatever
was made in the life membership tickets
this year.
