PorTLAND, September 13th.—An estimate
of gains in the First Congressional District
indicate that Reed (Rep.) will have from
1,200 to 1,500 plurality. Seventy towns
give Bodwell (Rep.), candidate for Gov-
ernor, 19,414 ; Edwards (Dem.) 15,623, and
Clark, Probibitionist, 1,038.

Porrraxp, September 13th.—One hun-
dred and eighty towns give Bodwell 39,087,
Edwards 32,014, Clark 1,947; Republican
plurahty, 7,073, against 10,705 in 1884.
Loss, 3.632. For Congressmen, the votes
have not been received. The First District
gives 1,200 plurality for Reed.

DAMARISCOTTA, September 13th.—Lin-
coln county gives Bodwell about 4,500 plu-
rality ; Marble, Reppblican, is re-elected
Senator, and all the Republican nominees
for county offices were elected. Five Re-
publican Representatives and one Demo-
cratic Representative are elected.

A CLEAN SWEEP.

WasriNaTon, September 13th.—The issue
of standard silver dollars from the Mints
daring the week ending September 11th,
was $661,253. The issue during the corre-
sponding period of last year was $559,395.
The silver dollars coined under the Bland
Act have reached a total of 239,000,000,
which is about equal in amount to the gold
coin and bullion held by the Treasury.

Parnell’s Land Biil.

Loxpox, September 13th.—Parnell’s land
bill, as redrafted, suspends evictions on
payment into Court of half the rent due.
Many Gladstonians disapprove of the ex-
tent of the reduction, but the Parnellites
assert that fall values justify a demand of
over 50 per cent. reduction. Parnell, in
conference with John Morley, urged a re-
duction of 75 per cent., but, on Mr. Mor-
ley’s advice, he limited the reduction to 50
per cent. Lease-holders are included.
Gladstone has privately announced that he
will return to London on Saturday, and
that he hopes to take part in the debate on
Monday. 1t is understood that he will
support Parnell's bill. His promised pres-
ence is already rallying Gladstonians. The
Unionist whips have sent an appeal to
Unionist members in the country to return
to London and vote against the bill. The
Government also insists upon the recall of
all absentees.

Jritish Boats Seized.

Paris, September 13th.— The French
authorities at Havre have just seized eleven
fishing boats for infringing upon the inter-
national maritime and fisheries laws in the
channel. Le Paris says\the boats were
in reprisal for the recent arrest by
British authorities of French fishing boats
off Folkestone, on the other side of the
channel.

Electric Motor at Sea.

Dover, Septeraber 13th.—The vacht Vol-
ta, propelled by electricity, started hence
across the channel to Calais on her trial
trip to-day.

Lee Beats the Record,

Loxpon, Septernber 13th.—The sculling-
match between George W. Lee, of New
Jersey, and Neil Matterson, the Australian
oarsman, took place to-day on the Thames
championship course, and was won by Lee.

Matterson
was even with Lee at Crabtan, and led by
half a length at Hamamersmith. Lee then
spurted again and regained the lead, when
Matterson stopped totally exhausted. i
time to Hammersmith was eight minut
and twelve seconds, or ten seconds better
than the best previous record.

A Church Panie.

Vienxs, September 13th.—During the
celebration of early mass in the Pilgrimage
Church in Radna, Transylvania, yesterday
morning, a panic was caused by the acci-
dental burning of the altar curtains, which
were set on fire by candles. Tke people
rushed from the building, trampling the
weak under foot, and numbers of the occu-
pants of the galleries leaped down on the
heads of the crowd below. Several hun-
dred persons were injured, many of them
seriously.

A Breach of Courtesy.

Loxpox, September 13th.—The Neuwe
Freie Presse of Vienna complains of the
Czar's breach of courtesy towards Austria.
It says it is noteworthy that Russian mili-
tary maneuvers are taking place at the pre-
cise corner of the Rassian dominions
which would be the principal theater of
war in the event of a Russian conflict with
Austria. Francis Joseph is at the same
time reviewing an equal number of Aus-
trian troops, the total being over 60,000
men, at the point which would naturally
be chosen as the Austrian base of opera
tions in the same event. Thus we see two
rival camps and two rival courts almost
within sight of each other.

Embracing at Long Range.

ViENNA, September 13th.—At a banquet
given yesterday by oflicers of the army,
Francis Joseph proposed the health of the
Czar, which was responded to with cheers,
which the band re-echoed by playing the
Russian‘anthem. News of this reached
the Czar at Bresth, Litoysk, in Poland. He
at once telegraphed his thanks.

Says Russia to Bulgaria.

Soria. September 13th.—The National
Assembly met to-day. The Russian agent
has received the Czar's reply to Bulgaria's
proposals. The Czar says : “ Russia will
recognize the Bulgarian Regency and assist
in the union of Bulgaria and Eastern Rou-
melia on condition that no acts of violence
be committed. Russia advises that public
opinion in Buigaria be allowed to calm
down before a new Prince be taken to the
Bulgarian throne.”

Badly Battered Bailiff.

Dusrin, September 13th.—Wm. Cuffe, a
bailiff who had cruelly treated some evicted
women at Belearra, was on Sunday dragged
from church and roughly handled by a
dozen of his female victims. Subsequently,
the priest admitted the bailiff to hear mass,
and this mercy for the unfortunate man
almost caused a rebellion against the priest.
