
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Police Court.

En tht Police Court yesterday the cases of
Frank Lightstone and Wm. Hicks, charged
with vagrancy, were dismissed, the defend-
ants promising to leave town The cases
of John Marsh, J. W. Maxwell, George
Logan and George Womble, arrested some
time since for gaming—playing hokey-
pokey at the Central House—were taken
up and inquired into. The Court decided
to hold Marsh, who was the dealer, to an-
swer in $500 bail. The others, having only-
been players, were discharged Judge
Henry rendered his decision in the case of
Dell Murphy, charged with grand larceny,
previously taken under advisement, stating
that the testimony was not sufficient to
warrant the defendant's being held, and he
was discharged John Kalulihoa was
tried by jury on a charge of petit larceny,
and discharged, the Judge, on motion of
defendant's counsel, instructing the jury
that they should acquit, as, if any offense
was committed, it was obtaining money by
false pretenses. The jury accordingly re-
turned a verdict of not guilty The case
of Mrs. Olsen, for drawing a deadly
weapon, was dismissed on payment of
costs C. Borst's case of petit larceny—
stealing chickens—went over until this
morning The case of K. X. Jacobs, for
embezzlement, was set for trial by jury Oc-
tober Ist B. F. Daly, previously con-
victed of the larceny of two pairs of blan-
kets from a hack, was sentenced to twenty
days in the county jMI In tbe case of
Thomas Consolation, who served «s a spe-
cial poluv officer during the fair, and while
an officer committed battery upon a mem-
ber of the demi-monde, named Lily For-
rest, the Court imposed a sentence of $90,
or ninety days in the county jail, and in-
Sicted a severe reprimand. Not having the
money, Consolation had to go to jail,which
doubtless is a source of consolation to the
w(.:uai; lie struck.

A ChlDamaii'ri Farewell.
A Chinaman employed at X. A. Kidder's

residence took his departure very suddenly
yesterday, under circumstances that cause
much regret to his employer and others,
and \u25a0 sincere desire that they may meet
again. Mrs. Kidder is visiting in San Fran-
cisco, and all the other members of the
family have employment that takes them
from home during the day, the Celestial
being left alone, to do his work and take
care ofthings. About 11:30 a. m. yesterday
one ofthe family returned home to dinner,
but the meal was not read}' and the cook
was missing. Inquiry in the neighborhood
revealed the fact that he was seen going
away with a bundle about ft a. m. A short
timeafterwards.when Burt. Kidder reached
the house and heard ofthe Chinaman's dis-
appearance, he feiired the fellowhad stolen
something, and hurrying to his room foind
that his fears were well founded, as a gold
watch and chain, a pistol and $100 in monty
hail disappeared. Other things may have
been stolen, but he did not wait to make a
thorough search, but hastened to the sta-
tion-house and gave information. The
thiefhas not been heard of since. He had
been in the employ ofthe family for afcout
two years, oif and on, and up to this affair
conducted himself properly.

Helling Out Itelow Cost.
M. Sti'in, proprietor of a variety store on

K. street between .Seventh and Eighth, ob-
served yesterday morning that a number of
silver watches had disappeared from a cer-
tain tray, and knowing that they had not
been sold, he commenced an investigation.
His son. a boy about 12 years of age, was
noticed to have more money than he could
satisfactorily account for the possession of,
and on being closely questioned he admit-
te/Oiaving taken live watches from the
tr:»y —fourabout the commencement oftbe
fair, and one las: Wednesday. These he
sold to Chinamen "without reserve," as the
auctioneers say. receiving for thorn from 50
cents to $1 50. The matter was reported to
the police, and oilicer McCormack accom-
panied the boy around and arrested the Ce-
lestials to whom the watches had been sold,
tor buying stolen property. It is probable
that Mr. Stein will eventually get most of
his property back.

Relative to lusurance.

The Supreme Court has reversed the
judgment of the Court below in the case of
the California State Bankvs. the Hamburg-
Bremen Insurance Company, making the
following remarks: " This was an action
on :t policy of insurance. The policy con-
uiirir 1 a clause that if the property insured
should be sold or otherwise disposed of, so
that all interest of liability on the part of
the assured cease, the insurance should im-

.tely terminate. There was no evi-
dence that the defendant had notice of the
sale from Lachman to Nevis, or such notice
as would put it on inquiry. When Lach-
man sold, the policy as to him was at an
end ; his equitable lien as vendor would
not avail to keep the policy alive for the
benefit of the plaintiff. The company
made no contract by which the plaintill
conld recover for the benetH of Nevis."

FUN AHEAD.
he "Blb Ten" and "Little Six" will

Meet at the Ballot-box.
It is now a settled fact that the two Dem-

ocratic factions in this city, known aa the

"Big Ten " and "Little Six," willmeasure
swords at the primaries to be held to-
morrow. Both factions are strong in the
belief that they will carry the day. The
Second Supervisor District held two meet-

ings last night to select forty-one delegates
to the Convention, to be voted for at the
primaries. The ''Little Six* held their
meeting at Armory Hall, which was at-
tended by about 125 representative Demo-
crats. The "Big Ten" marshaled their
forces in Turner Hall, and numbered, all
told, just 57. This count was taken by-
three Democrats, who are willing to swear
to its correctness, and say that it included
all there was in the hall, Republicans and
reporters thrown in.

THE ABMOET HALL MEETINC.

The meeting of the Little Six was called
to order by James C. Kelly, who, in a few
brief remarks, stated its objects and called
for nominations for Chairman.

Andrew Black placed in nomination
Uichard Singleton. Seconded by D. J.
Considine. There beinE no opposition to
Mr. Singleton's candidacy, he was elected
by acclamation.
*J. Delnante, Jr.. was unanimously chosen

.Secretary.
James Carroll moved that a committee of

eight be appointed by the Chair, two from
each precinct in tbe district, to select forty-
one names to be voted for as delegates.
Carried.

On motion of a Democrat, whose name
the reporter failed to catch, the Chairman
was added to the committee.

The Chair then named the following
committee: First Precinct, A. Black,
James C. Kelly: Second Precinct, D. J.
Considine. Frank Smith ; Third Precinct,
P. H. Colley, W. H. Rexford : Fourth Pre-
cinct, James Touhey, J. Carroll, Jr.

The committee then retired to an adjoin-
ing room to perform the duty assigned,
wliilc those remaining entered into a gen-
eral discussion as to the probable outcome
at the primaries. Such remarks as "We'll
show the kid-gloved fellows who can work
at the polls, "How many times has the
'Big Ten' got to be whipped before they
will throw up the sponge?" "We'll beat
them four to one," l:Do they want the
earth," etc., were frequently indulged in.

When the committee returned to report
standing room was at a premium, the ot-
licers' headquarters would not begin to hold
them all, and the hallway was crowded
with a large number of Democrats who
could not get within earshot of the Secre-
tary, who read the names of the chosen
Democracy in a loud tone of voice.

At the conclusion of the reading James
Carroll demanded that the name* of those
from the Second Precinct be read again.
He said the meeting could not afford to
ignore the representative men of that pre-
cinct, and they would not stand it. The
obliging Secretary read the names asked for
by James Carroll, and, his name not ap-
pearing among the chosen few, he ex-
claimed, "That won't do. Let us go to
Turner Hall." The obliging Chairman
asked that the -'gangway" be cleared to
allow the egress of Mr. Carroll. He was
certain that ifMr. Carroll " did not wish to
remain there was no one holding him."
Mr. Carroll made his way out through the
crowd and was seen no more. He was the
mover of the motion to appoint the com-
mittee to choose the delegates. The Chair
had departed from the customary rule of
placing the mover of a motion upon the
committee, had ignored Mr. Carroll entirely,
and when the committee also left him out
in the cold, he concluded that the atmos-
phere surrounding the " Little Six " was
entirely too frigid for him, and wandered
toward Turner Hall in hopes of finding it
more congenial to his taste. With the ex-
ception ofthis "kick " the business of the
meeting passed offharmoniously. The fol-
lowing are the names selected by the com-
mittee, and which were adopted by the
meeting:

THE CITY INDEBTEDNESS.
A Plan Suggested for its Reduction and

Early Extinguishment.
Eds. Rkcobd-T'nion : I had the privil-

ege of offering a few ideas on our city debt
question in the columns of the Bee. If
yon willtrive me the same privilege Iwill
tryto have a say through your columns.
I will only claim credit for what Isay that
contains true merit.
Ishall not consent willingly to cry en-

largement ot the city debt. I should do
all in my power to decrease the debt each
year by the payment of a part of it, and
for this purpose would strain every timber
in the city ship. If, in order to the rapid
extinguishment of the debt, it should be-
come necessary to decrease the city ex-
penses, I shall make very many assaults
upon salaries, upon cost of purchases,
upon omitted duties of citizens, against
hireling services, etc. The one sufficient
explanation must be a desire to wipe out.
or at least very materially diminish, the
debt.

The rapid diminution of the debt is
necessary to immediate prosperity. Within
a few years the State willfill up "with peo-
ple, and they will require food, clothing,
utensils, houses, credit, and an endless
number of other things. We cannot sup-
ply them unless we go at itunhandicapped.
The strength to do it must largely arise
from the exercise of mind and muscle in
our tight with the city debt. We have lost
many golden opportunities by not being in
earnest, by not seizing opportunities, by
not setting sail when the tide was in our
favor.

If the city can at some time save a half,
third or quarter of our indebtedness by a
timely purchase of bonds, we must have a
friend with the cash to effect this saying,
with the known disposition of the people
to bear out at all hazards the act of our
agents. With all of this lopping offof ex-
penses, with such ready, helping cash, with
all of our disposition to keep out of debt,
it willnot be possible to get out in a day,
nor even in a very short period of time. We
shall be obliged to purchase the outstand-
ing bonds of the ci^y. under the best com-
promise obtainable, and if there are some
bonds not to be had, or found, we must
keep them unaffected by our redemption
of those that can be found. But even if
they should enhance in value to a certain
degree, we must pay the debt, or a very
large part of it, all the same, and start off
in a form not to be hindered in our future
race.

I believe that the true way to get a favor-
able compromise is to oiler improved qual-
ity for increased quantity—offer the best
security we have in the shortest time we
can estimate, and we *hall tind the largest
and best offer for our intended credit.

Let no one suppose that we, as a people,
need no well-denned lino of policy. We
must have money to pay our debts, and to
get it cheaply weniust give the best secu-
rity and the shortest time. Then we shall
have offers ofcredit. Ifwe wish to refund
the $1,062,000 now in bonds we must let
the shortest bonds become due in about six
years. I would place it at three years, but
it will take that long to pay our overdue
interest, which are with silliness called
coupons. With a reasonable compromise
the city ought to pay these in three years
or less. By an advance in our water rates
it could be paid in a much shorter time,
and tbe lightening our burden of debt
would far overbalance the increased strain
ofour yearly earnings. But as this past-
due interest is non-interest-bearing it may
be best to let this stand and make our first
issue ofnew bonds payable yearly, in three
instalments. Whichever class of creditors
will give us the best terms, after we have
stated to them that we are truly desirous of
lessening our city debt, that class shall re-
ceive our best favors and our hearty thanks.

Now let me say, that nearly everybody
with a soul in him gives his sympathy and
good will to the man who is trying and
succeeding in paying ott a debt. It is al-
most like a man swimming for his life—-the
people are ready to throw him a rope. A
city that can take hold of a debt and rap-
idly demolish it becomes, to a certain ex-
tent, a moral hero, and will not only ac-
complish its purpose with a steady advance,
but swim with an accelerating progress, for
in a moral effort there ii an increase of mo-
mentum.

My distinct proposition for a compro-
mise would be that Meyer and Davis and
other bondholders be requested to place
their bonds in the hands of D. O. Mills it
Co. for collection at the compromise price,
the bonds to be paid at the willofthe city,
but at least one-third of the bonds so placed
to be paid for each year, with the interc3t,
and the whole in say three years. Ofcourse
it is not expected that all the bonds will be
thus placed; but if they should be, then it
would be necessary to issue some new
bonds to run longer.

If legal points shall be raised about the
amount of taxes to levy, let them come up ;
bat sLer we have got a reasonable and fair
compromise, let the city work in favor of
the largest levy that we can stand for that
year. This will be an assault upon our
debt that willend in v speedy capitulation
of our comcatable bonds—'" the enemy will
be ours."

The reduction of our debt will be so im-
mediate and so perceptible that we shall
all take courage, and the incomer willshare
in our encouragement. Our city debt is
believed to be a great hindrance to city ad-
vancement, and, believing it to be so, is, in
a measure, to us as if it were so. Ifwe
proceed no farther lhan to reduce the debt
so low that it will not frighten manufact-
urers or capitalists, we shall do a good
thing; but if we rapidly annihilate the
whole, we shall do still "better. Kespect-
fully.

OFFICIAL PROCLAMATION

Proclamation.

State of California, )
EiecttivkLkpartmeut, >

Sacramento, July 31,1886.)

WHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE

State of California, at its Twenty-sixth
Session, beginning on the fifth day of January,

A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-flve, two-

thirds of all the members elected to each of the

two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and ileven of Article
Thirteen, of the Constitution of the State of
California:

AMENDMENT NUMBER OWE.

Siction 1. Allproperty in tho Btate, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
United States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word property, as used in this article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
oilier matters and thing11, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership; provided,
that growing crops, projieny used exclusively
fur public MhooUi, and juofl as may belong to
the United Slates ihiv .Slate, or any county or
municipal corporation «i:hin this State, shall
be exempt from taxation. Growing vines and
fruit trees shall be deemed to be aud shall be
assessed and taxed as a part of the realty; and,
tiruritlidju,Iltfr. that railroads shall be taxed as
provided in Section Ten ot this article; and,
provided farther, that the Legislature may pro-
vide for the exemption from taxation of ships
ami vessels owned and resi.-tered or enrolled in

this state, or may tax such shioa and vessels on
t;i"iruniss or net earnings, in lieu of an ad val-
orem tax. The Legislature may also provide,
except in case of credits secured by mortgage
or tnut deed, for a deduction from credits of
debts due to boua Bde residents of this State.
Double taxation in any form is prohibited.

Sec. 8. The Legislature (shall, by law, require
each taxpayer in thin state to make and deliver
to the County AMnaor, annually, a statement

Iunder oatif, setting tonh specifically all prop-
e:ty. ronlp.l!.! jKTs-.'ual.oxi-.'pt railroad property,
k, defined i:i Section Ten <i! this article, owned
i<y m.!i t&payer, or in hi> possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian on the
tiist Monday In ilarcii.

Sec. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, city, city and county, town, town-
ship, or distrirt in which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Every corporation
and person owning or operating a railroad, or
any portion thereof, in this State, shall, on or
before the first day of July of each year, pay to
the State Treasurer an nniiu.il tux of two and
a half percent upon the gross earning?,earned
within this State, of such railroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of December
next preceding, which tax Khali be iv litn oi

all other State and county taxes ui>on the fran-
chise, business, right ofway, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling stock, fences, rtstions and their
appurtenances, and upon ferryboats, when op-
erated as a part of such railroad, and upon the
shares of the capital stock, and upon the mort-
gages, deeds of trust, contracts or other obliga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon such prop-
erty. Allother property belonging to such cor-
poration or person shall be assessed end taxsd
as other property is assessed and taxed. The
gross nnnu.il earnings earned during the year
ending on the thirty-first day ol December last
preceding, of all railroads, shall bo, annually,
wfore the tiret day ofMay thereafter, ascertained

ami declared by the State Board ofEmialiaition,
under such rules and regulations as may be pre-
scribed by said Board; prmitttt!, however, that
the Legislature may at any time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
where railroads ore situated partly within this
State aud partly without this rtato. the gross an-
nual earnings thereof shall be ascertained and
determined by taking:

First- The gross earnings which, during the
year la^t preceding, have been earned wholly
within this State.

frinnd—The gro«f earnings which, during the
same year, have been onrned partly within this
State and pnrU? without this mate, which shall
be ascertained by apportioning inch framings

between this.-trte and other Stats or Territo-
rieß, in the proportion which the number of
miles of such railroad situated in this State, and
used ia making such earning*, bears to-he
who'o number of miles thereof, by the use ot
v.hich such earnings have been made. Ihe pro-
portion of interstate earning thus aneert»m<-d
shall be added to the earnings made wholly
within the State, and the total thus obtained
shall be taken and deemed to be the gross earn-
ings of such railroads forall purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every purpose of thi§
section, except for the purpose of ascertaining

the proportion of interstate earnings to be added
to the earnings made whollywithin this state,
all railroads operated as one system bhall be
treated as one road. One-third of tbc tax paid
by corporations or persons owning or operHtiug
railroads under the provisions of this section
shall become part of the General Fund of this
State, and two thirJs thereof shall be paid to
the county or counties iv which said railroad is
situated, in prniortion to the length of the rail-
Dad operated ivthe several counties, ior the
purposes of this section a consolidated city aud
county shall be treated asacounty. Anycorpo-
ration, association, partnership, person or per-
sons, unlawfullyfailing or refusing to va.y tie
tax herein provided, when the same shall be-
come due. or within thirtydays thereafter, shall
be deemed to have waived their right to operate

their railroads within this State. The taxes
lercin provided for. together with such penalties
as the Legislature may impose for the nnn pay-
ment thereof, shall be a lien upon tbc property

hereinbefore iv this section designated, and may
be enforced in such manner as the Legislature
may by law prescribe. All railroads, «> far as
.lie same are situated wilhin the boundaries ol
any common school district, shall be subject to
an ad valorem tax for school purposes voted by

the electors ol the district, at a special election
held for that purpose, the same as otuei prop-
erty situated within the district, anythm* in
this article to the contrary notwithstanding.
And all railroads, as far ai they arc situated
within the boundaries of a»y incorporated city
or town, shall be subject to an ad vworem tai
fer municipal purpoees tt*same us «her prop-
erty situated therein. anyihiDg io »ti» article to
the contrary notwithstanding.

Sic. 11. Income tpjses may be asjeraed asd
collected from persons, corporations, Joint stock
associations or companies, rt-sideut or doing
business iv this State, or any one or moreol
them, in such c&Res and amounts and iv such
manner as sha'J be prew-ribe4 by 'aw. No Court
within this State shall have powc-. by mjunc
tion or otherwise, to interfere witii, hinder or
delay the collection of any tax las/ nnder the
form of law, except upon a showL. that the
sam° pjwperty has been taxed mtuc thau once
for the «am<- purpretc in the t>ame year, sad thet.
onl< upon payment to the Tax Collector, orlntt
Oorirt. ol a sium eqnal to the amount of cmc ol

ifce ytxes »laid upod Uie property Is auettion,

provided, that in all cases actions may be main-
tained against the Tax Collect >r to recover il-
legal taxes paid under protest. Allsuch action*
must be commenced wilhin thirty days after
such illegal taxes have been paid. It shall be
the duty of the Courts in which such actions
may be brought, to try them, upon the request
of either party, in advance of all other civil ac-
tions, and Mich taxes so paid under protest shall
be retained by the Tax Collector, or such other
officer as the Legislature may designate. untiJ
such actions shall have been finallydecided.

SCHEDULE.

Nothing In this amendment shall aflect any
assessment or tax heretofore mode or levied, or
interest thereon, or any penalty heretofore in-
curred, or any action or right of action on ao-
ccount of any such assessment, tax, interest or
penalty; and all laws in force at the adop'ionol
this ame^ment, not inconsistent therewith,
shall remain in lull force and effect untilaltered
or repealed by the Legiclatnre. The first levy
and payment of taxes against railroad property
hereunder. shall be made in the year eighteen
hundred and eighty-six, and shall be upon tha
gross earnings, to be ascertained as herein pro-
vided, for the entire year of eighteen hundred
and eighty-five. Taxation for the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and
eighty five, is not affected by this amendment.

Now, Therefore, pnrsuant to the provisions
ofthe Constitution and on Act of the Legisla-
ture, entitled "An Act to Provide for the Sub-
mission of rropoDOd Amendments to the Con-
stitution of the State of California to the Quali-
fied Electors for their Approval, approved
March 7th, A. D. 1583," the said amendment is
submitted to be voted upon, by ballot, br* o
qualified electors of thejt ate on

Taesday, November 2,1886.
The amendment is designated "Amendment

Number One," and the ballots used at such
election must contain the words, " FOE THE
AMENDMENT Number One," and the 'words,
"AGAINST THE AMENDMENT Number One,"
written or printed thereon.

And I do hereby offerarcward ofonehnndred
dollurs for the arrest and conviction ofany and
every person violating any of tbe provisions of
Title IV., Part 1, oi the Penal Code; such rewards
to be paid until the total amount expended

hereafter for the purpose reaches the sum often
thousand dollars.
