THE CURRENT MAGAZINES—BAN-
CROFT’S CALIFORNIA TO 184S.

Cheap Library Series—Jessie Fre-
mont's Latest Venture
in Literature.

In 1856, when the Republicans put the
* Pathfinder " to the front as a representa-
tive of the new-born party, the name of
Jessie Benton Fremont became famous
throughout the Union. Since then Gen-
eral Fremont's career has been a checkered
one. He has met with many reserves, and
the ups and downs of life have badly used
him. Noman ever had a braver or more
devoted wife, and wherever her name has
been mentioned it has inspired respect for
the courage with which she has battled
against ill fortune and stcod by
her husband. Now in her later years
she comes again into public notice
by the issue by General Fremont
of the memoirs of his life. and the first
number (it is being issued in parts) gives us
a charming portrait of Jessie. General
Fremont, in this work, which certainly will
attract wide attention, gives an account of
the varicus explorations in which he played
so prominent a part. It is written in the
easy style of narrative, and tie story is told
with straightforward earnestness. The
General proposes, 1n the course of his re-
cital, to correct some erroneous statements
that have been made concerning the Presi-
dential campaign of 1856, and to set forth
governing facts in that of 1864 which bave
not been made public. So, too, he says,
some events of the civil war in which he
was directly concerned have been incor-
rectly stated, and these he proposes to set
right.

Part 1. of the Memoirs opens with a
chapter by Mrs. Fremont on the plates
that &are to appear in the book.
One of these is an admirable likeness
of General Fremont, another of herself,
a third of her father, Senator Thomas H.
Benton ; a fourth of Napoleon, a fifth of
Thomas Jefferson (bas relief in profile). a
sixth of a Cheyenne belle, a seventh of a
buffalo hunt, an eighth of “Big Timber,
Arkansas river.' The two last are fine
steel-plate engravings ; the othersin astyle
of art no less striking and fine. She tells
the story of the thirty years’ struggle of
herself and husband o gather and preserve
the materials for the book. The third
chapter is a biographical sketch of Senator

Jenton, written also by the hand of his
loving daughter Jessie. Not until the
fourth chapter is the first one of
the Fremont memoirs reached, and the
work of the General himself presented
to the reader. His narrative is rapid, his
scenic descriptions artistic, his sketches of
dramatic action vivid and ornate. Co!-
ored maps will appear here and there
in the numbers, and one of these, in Part L.,
shows very clearly the acquisitions of ter-
ritory by the United States. The book is
being published by Belford, Clarke & Co.,
of Chicago, and J. Dewing & Co., San
Francisco, are general agents for it on the
Pacific coast. We predict a large sale of
the book. It will be put up in two vol-
umes of 1,280 pages, with forty full-page
steel-plate engravings and 160 other illus-
trations, maps and fac-similes of docu-
ments, making in all over 1,600 pages. The
parts will be twenty in number, at 50 cents
each, and subscribers will receive two
handsome portfolios in which to keep
them. The publishers pledge themselves
to bind the volumes at a very low rate, and
to sell full bound volumes at no less or
greater rate than the cost to subscribers for
** parts.”

The fifth volume of ITubert Howe Ban-
croft's * History of California” (Volume
X XII. of Bancroft's works), covers the pe-
riod of 1846 to and inclusive of 1848. We
have read the volume with an interest that
has resulted from no preceding one. As his-
torical recital draws nearer to our own times
readers become more critical and the work
of the historian more difficult. We can-
not discover, however, any greater caution
and pains to be accurate and exhaustive on
the part of Mr. Bancroft in this latest work
than have characterized his labors in earlier
issues, for whether the date is in times
of living witnesses or in eras of the remote
past, Mr. Bancroft clearly has applied the
game method of arriving at the truth and
exhausting the evidences, and has been as
painstaking in the one case as-in the other.
There have been written many histories of
the conquest and occupation of California
by the United States, and nearly as many
conflicting statements as there have been
books. The array of proofs in this
volume appear to justify every conclusion
reached by the author. We cannot, in the
space now at comsmand. take up any of the
issues of fact and motive treated by Mr.
Bancroft. We hope to do so in a distinet
article at an early day, however, and pre-
sent some striking extracts of broad in-
terest to Californians. It must suffice now

to say that we believe thoroughly
this to be the first complete history
of the ante-pioneer era of Califor-

nia ever written. There is no phase
of that era, so crowded as it was with vital
events, that has not been taken up and
completely analyzed under the light of
all obtainable evidence. Under such
treatment, exhaustion of the subject must
result. Thus are presented proofs regard-
ing the policy of our Government and the
steps it took relating to Pacific territory,

that have mnever before been given
to the public. These, Mr. Ban-
croft shows, were drawn from doc-
umentary sources hitherto unknown,

and, as the author puts it, ** Many a

long-kept secret is brought to light.”
The story of the American conquest

of California always has been obscured and
involved by the conflicting testimonies
and the efforts of many writers who
searched for the facts only superficially.
In the book before us we are told graphic-
ally and forcibly—in such a spirit as flows
from perfect consciousness of impregnabil-
ity of position taken under proof—of the

doings of General Fremont, and which
the historian characterizes as * fool-
ish interference;"’ the efforts of Con-

sul Larkin and Stearns to secure a change
of sovereignty by pacific methods; the
revolutionary blunders of 1de; the raising
of the American flag by Commodore Sloat
and Montgomery; the advent and deeds of
the California battalion ; therole of Stock-
ton ; the final struggles of the Californians
under Flores and Pico; the coming of

Kearny and his troopers; and finally
the close of the war, the occupation
of Los Anpgeles and the treaty
of Cahuenga. Such recitals are

supplemented by the story of the political
controversies of Stockton, Kearny and
Fremont, the narrative of the Mormon
Battaliofl and the regiment of New York
Volunteers and Company I, Third United
States Artillery. Annals of immigration

include the tragic experience of the
Donner party and the coming
of irannan's Mormon colony. The

Ex-Missions, with Indian affairs, and an-
nals of trade, also farnish material for a
chapter: the rule of Governor Mason in
1847-8 is chronicled in another, with its
complication of new political problems;
and local annals of the north and south
include a plan of San Francisco in 1848,
show the site of every building, with
deseriptive notes. At the end of the vol-
ume the Pioneer register and index, with
its 10,000 sketches of early Californians, is
carried on from P to Z and thus is com-
pleted one of the most laborious parts
of the California histories, for this homo-
graphic register is at once an exhaustive
personal history of all the people who

played any considerable part in the history |

of the American occupation. Throughout
this register, which the more it is exam-
ined the more it increases in value in our
judgment, there is made reference to the
volume and pages of the histories where
the person is referred to in the letter-press,
thus making the register doubly valuable
and useful. A very extended chapter is
given to the account of the horrible suffer-
ings of the Donner party, and all the testi-
mony is examined with minuteness rela-
#ve to the cannibalism of the party.
Bancroft is satisfied that the proof justifies
the conclusion that portions of the bodies
of e dead were eaten, and he declares it
was right to do so, but he emphatically de-
clares it proven that Louis Keseberg, well
knows in this section, was wholly inno-
cent of the charges preferred by slander
against im, anud which involved the crime
of murder, He says Keseberg was merely
the unfortunate object about” which has
erystallized all the popular horror excited
by the cannibalism of the Donner party.
Decidedly the most interesting portion of
the vo'ume is that rel.ting to the Bear Flag
campsign, in which Mr. Bancroft is severe
in his findings against {eneral Fremoat,

fessor Henry Morley. Of this economic
series, and which places standard literature
at the command of the poorest of us, we
have had occasion frequently to speak in
warm commendation.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA.

THE SECRET OF THE PROSPERITY
OF LOS ANGELES.

The Promotion of Prosperity by Fos-
tering Schools and Churches
and Lessening Saloons.

Los AxGELES, September 21, 1886.
I have been visiting in Los Angeles
county for the past month, and find it so
totally different from the northern portion
of the State, both as respecting its topog-
raphy and its people, that I thought a few
lines from a Sacramentan would prove of
interest to your many readers. That itis to-
day cne of the most thriving sections in
the United States, there is no question of
doubt. Business of all kinds is driving.
No one who is out of employment need be
so if he is inclined to work, and the wages
paid for mechanics or general laborers is
equal to that paid in the north, and the
cost of living is as cheap here as in Sacra-

mento. The city of Los Angeles is esti-
mated to have a population of some 60,000,
fifty per cent. of which is an Eastern im-
migration that has come here within the
past two years. There is no cessation to
the influx,

EVERY TRAIN BRINGS NEW ADDITION,

Men of means, who come here to buy little
homes, where they can enjoy the delight-
fulness of this climate and educate their
children in edacational institutions that
have no superiors.

Theimmigrant, in a majority of cases, is
a man of wealth, who has a business in
the East, from which he derives his sup-

ort and who hascome hither to recuperate
nis declining health, or that of his family,
or hearing the glowing accounts of this
‘* Eden of the Pacific,” has come to end his
days in ease and luxury. Such alarge addi-
tion to the population sent the price of real
estate up to ficures that to the people of
the north seems almost incredible, but
which are considered by the Eastern peo-
ple veritable bargains.

VALUE OF SMALL CULTIVATED FARMS.

The Los Angeles people are not slow to
see an advantage, and once seen it is
taken advantage of with an avidity
that is highly creditable. Not having the
advantage of forests of timber and running
streams, that are the pride of the north,
they have turned other things to account
that have more than offset this deficiency
in natural advantages. Her sterile hills
and barren, rocky plains have been made
to produce crops of oranges and vegetables,
by systematic irrigation, that to the eyes of
Eastern people seem almost incredible. A
small tract of two or three acres watered
by a little spring does more to secure a set-
tler at fabulous prices in this section than
does 2 thousand-acre wheat tract in Teha-
ma or Colusa counties. The great thing
here is the five, ten and fifteen-acre tracts,
which are improved, and which advertise
the country. Every other door, almost, on
Main and S rinﬁ streets, is a real estate
agent, who has his bulletins covered with
subdivided tracts, which are sold in small
lots, just large enouch for a building and a
small garden, all the way from $500 to
$2,000 each.

THEY SELL LIKE HOT CAKES.
The real estate agents do a thriving busi-
ness, and for miles in every direction from
the city of Los Angeles, the county is sub-
divided into homesteads, tracts and villas,
with regularly laid-out avenues and streets,
and subdivided into blocks and lots. The
eople come here to buy a home. They
ook around them ; everything is business
thrift, the prices are seemingly uniform,

and purchases are made accordingly.

Not only is this true of Los Angeles, but
Pasadena, Riverside and other places in
this section are equaliy prosperous.

Why are the prices of this poor land so
much in excess of that of the north? is
the question asked by every one who comes
here from the San Joajuin and Sacramento
valleys, or the foothill sections of middle
and northern California. You have up
there a better climate, better soil, more
abundant and varied crops, but while your
land is no more valuable to-day than ten
years ago, the poor lands of this section
have appreciated in value at least 500 per
cent. 1 think I have found, at least if not
the key to their success, the cause of the
greater portion of it, in the fact that their
society has been so shaped that they have
made of this section at least

A SEMBLANCE OF GOD'S COUNTRY.
Here the churches acd school-houses far
outnumber the saloons. You would hardly
believe it, but it is nevertheless true, that
there are moresaloons, ““ gin mills,” as they
are called, in the town of DPlacerville, El
Dorado county, with her 2,000 inhabitants,
than there is in the city of Los Angeles
with her 60,000 souls. There are more sa-
loons on either J or K street in the capital
city of the State, than there is in this south-
ern metropolis, yet the population of Los
Angeles is twice that of Sacramento. In
the town of Pasadena, with her four thou-
sand inbabitants, there is but one saloon,
while the town of Folsom, in your
county, with her voting population of less
than 200, finds it difiicult to get along with
less than a dozen. There is not a wayside
groggery on any road in the county, and
while the laborer in the north spends his
time around “five-cent beer shops,” the
** horny-handed son of toil " of the south
must be content with an occasional sip of
lemonade, or a glass cf buttermilk.

As a result of this excellent state of
social aflairs, the children of the poorer
classes are well clothed and fed. The credit
of all is maintained
WANT IS SOMETHING COMPARATIVELY UXN-

KNOWN,

All have neat homes, the husbana and
father finds plenty of time to beautify the
grounds, and the placeis thusgiven an ap-
pearance of industry, thrift and apparent
happiness that could not exist were it not
for the abstemious habits of the people,
which is largely, if not wholly, due to the
high license placed upon the liquor traffic.
The authorities have not stopped at high
license, but have done all in their power
to build up a reputation for the young men
and women of their comnmunity, which is
commendable in the highest degree. So
severe are the lines drawn between the
idle and dissolute on one side, and the in-
dustrious and respectable on the other, that
no young man who values his position,
either in basiness or society, dares to be
seen enter or emerge from a place where
liguor is sold. A young lady who desires
to be “above suspicion’ dares not receive
the attention of

A YOUNG MAN WHO FREQUENTS BALOONS,
Or associates with those who do. Tn other
words, a man engaged in the saloon busi-
ness is looked upon as an enemy of good
society, a corrupter of the morals of youth
and a stumbling-block in the way of the
community’s prosperity.

I did not intend to write a temperance
lecture; I have not done so ; theseare plain,
unvarnished facts, which speak for them-
selves. Let anyone from Sacramento who
has passed by the numerous five-cent dives
and their frequenters in that city, visit
Pasadena, Los Angeles and Riverside, and
note the difference of the youth. One is
no more like the other than day is like
night.
