1873. Early in February, 1874, the Com-
mittee on Education reported it back for
passage, with some minor details amended.
Mr. Bartlett at once antagonized the bill.
On his motion the consideration of it was
put off until the 19th. On that day it was
considered, amended, and Mr. Bartlett
moved to again postpone it a week, but he
was defeated by a vote of noes 18, ayes 16.
The question was then upon the engross-
ment of the bill, which was to test its
strength in the Senate. It was ordered
engrossed by a vote of 26 to 7, Washington
Bartlett voting no.
In fighting the bill Mr. Bartlett said:

He hadconsiderable suspicion of the bill. It
did great injustice to large cities. San Francisco
wo:ﬁd have to pay a very large share of the ex-
penses of the schools of the State. Out of §1,-
279,080 (according to his estimates) to be raised
under the bill, San Francisco would have to
pay $75,587, and would get back but $298,655.
Alameda would lose the same way $24,748,
Fresno $4,733, Kern $1,3%0, Marin 6,057, and so
on. He claimed the bill was for the benefit of
outside counties, at the expense of San Fran-
cisco and a few others.

Mr. Tuttle defended his bill at great
length, saying among other things :

The State should assume control of the edu-
cation of its youth. Wealth is unequally dis-
tributed. The mass of the people have nothing
with which to pay for the education of their
children, but this very class furnishes the best
material to be educated, and from this class—
the laboring people—the school-houses are filled
and graduates to the world of industry sent
forth. From this class spring many of our most
successful business men. Inequality in the dis-
tribution of wealth and the large area of the
State and its sparseness of population prevent
educational rezults attainable in fortunately
situated localities. The State had established a
system of common schools. It should direct the
course of educational matters. The welfare of
the State depends on the intelligence of its
citizens. It is therefore the duty of the State to
provide the means with which to educate all its
children. Up to that time the State had given
but §3 per capita per annum to this end. Under
such a system the counties had to come to the
rescue or there would not have been six weeks
of school in the State in the past year. In some
counties the school tax was as high as 35 cents,
in others but 10 cents: in some schools were
open ten months, in others but two. Such in-
equality could work nothing but injury. It was
not then a general or a common s(‘)’xml system,
but & local one. He demanded that the State
secure to every school district six or eight
months of school per year; but, whatever it is,
let it be uniform. Massachusetts raised §19 63
per capita for schools, and the funds are dis-
tributed impartially by districts. Opposition to
the system comes from large and wealthy dis-
tricts like San Francisco, whose wealth to a
large extent is drawn from the remote and
interior counties. All the State taxes are dis-
bursed in five counties adjacent and near to the
Bay of ran Franecisco. Itis but justice that the
children in the poor and sparsely settled dis-
tricts should have sufficient to give them the
benefit of a common school education. San
Francisco took her share of the 16th and 36th
sections of land donated by the United States
for school purposes. The intention was that
their proceeds should go the school distriets,but
this State puts it all into a general fund. It the
money had gonetothedistrictslarge territorially,
as intended, the sparsely settled districis woula
never have been compelled to ask for appropria-
tion of money from the State School Fum[ for
support of their schools.
