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THE DEMOCRACY. BRIEF NOTES. BOCIAL AND PERSONAL. “B8TILL ACHIEVING, STILL PURSUING”

Preparing for the Convention—The Dele-
gates Elected.

The committee of eight appointed by the
sub-committee of the Democratic State
Central Committee as a compromise meas-
ure, to quiet the disagreement between the
Little Six and Big Ten factions, held an-
other meeting last evening at the office of
the Secretary, Add. C. Hinkson. There
were present Messrs. Stephens, Carey,
Hinkson, O'Niel and Sullivan, and the
other three members were represented by

roxy. A list of the delegates elected, so
far as returns had been received. was made

out. It was reported that the special elec-
tion called for yesterday afternoon, at
Couch’s, to settle the tie between Daniel
Foley and E. L. Coons, had been unneces-
sary because of a compromise, one of these
gentlemen withdrawing, but which one the
committee had been unable to ascertain.
The special election yesterday in the third
precinct of the First Supervisor District to
decide the tie between J. A. Martin and G.
Depuy, resulted in the former receiving all
the votes cast—forty-four—there being no
contest. 3

The main business of the evening was
relative to the contest in the fourth pre-
cinct of the Second Supervisor District. A
protest from D. E. Alexander, inspector at
that precinet, against the returns of the
judges being accepted—on the ground that
they had refused to count 26 legal ballots;
also that the said judges were prejudiced in
their action because of their bein§ candi-
dates on one of the tickets, and if the 26
ballots had been counted they would have
been defeated, and for other reasons
enumerated—was read.

General Carey held, as did some of the
others, that the Committee of Eight had no
authority to go behind the returns. A
Board of Supervisors would not have such
authority in case of contest for an office,
but the ballot-counting and other work of
that character must be done in Court. He
held that in this instance the committee
were in the place of the Supervisors, and
the County Convention stood for the Court.
He moved that the committee take no
action relative to the contest in the fourth
precinet other than to send the tally list
and returns, ballots, register, etc., together
with Mr. Alexander's protest, to the Con-
vention, certifying to that body that they
were just as received from the officers of
election.

Mr. O'Neil moved as an amendment that
the protest be accepted and the 26 ballots
counted for those in whose favor they were
cast. After discussion, the amendment
was voted upon and lost, by a vote of 4 to 4.

The main question, Mr. Carey’s motion,
was then discussed. The Big Ten dele-
gates fought shy of certifying to anything.
They wanted all papers, ballots, etc.,
locked up in the ballot-box and sent to the
Convention, guaranteeing that the matter
would be brought up there and have as
much attention paid to it as any one could
desire. Mr. Carey’s motion was lost on a
tie vote.

Then followed a long wrangle. Proposi-
tions were made and rejected. At one time
it seemed probable that the proposed certifi-
cate would be agreed to, ang General Carey
wrote one out, but the words “Returning
Board” aroused Mr. Sullivan’s antagonism
again, he claiming that a certificate from
the committee, as such Board, would have
an influence in favor of the returns made
by the majority of the officers of election
of the precinct. g

The Six representatives then agreed that,
to avoid any influencing, there should be
indorsed on the certificate a recommenda-
tion that neither delegation from the con-
tested precinct should have any voice in
the organization of the Convention. This
was not agreed to, and Mr. Stephens, re-
marking that he had not occupied any of
the time previously during the evening,
expressed the belief that the “ Big Ten”
committeemen could not explain what
they did want, and it looked very much as
if they did not want their delegates from
the fourth precinct admitted to the Con-
vention. He said that anyone could see
by the drift of the remarks of the * Little
Six”’ members of the committee present
that they were favoring the contestants. If
the latter were admitted to the Convention
it would be through the * Little Six,” for
the “Big Ten,” even if they had that del-
egation, and twice or triple its number
added to their votes, could not carry the
h‘ox]lvcmion against the majority the Six

ad.

In the course of his remarks, Mr. Steph-
ens used the words * generosity,” “equity,”’
“honesty,” etc., of theSix, as rezarded
their probable action in the Convention.
Mr. O’Neil responded promptly that the Big
Ten did not want any generosity from the
Six; if their men could not getinto the Con-
vention without that they did not want to go
in. What they did want was justice, and
they were bound to have it and neither he
nor Mr, Sullivan would have any certificate
in theirs after that, and the meeting ad-
journed until 11 A. M. to-day, while the
*Six " members were affixing their names
to the document drawn by Mr. Carey.

The Convention will meet a Turner Hall
this afternoon at 1 o'clock. The county
delegates wiil have a caucus at Pioneer
Hall at 10 A. . The following is a list of
the delegates elected, so far as heard from.
Officers of election in the precincts not
mentioned, or the delegates elected from
their districts are requested to notify Secre-
tary Hinkson as e: as posssible this
evening of the names, so that roll-calls can
be printed before the Convention meets.

OFFICIAL PROCLAMATION

Proclamatjon.

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
EXECUT:VE DEPARTMENT,
SACRAMENTO, July 31, 1886,

HEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE
State of California, at its Twenty-sixth
Session, beginning on the fifth day of January,
A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-ive, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and Eleven of Article
Thirteen, of the Constitution of the State of
California:

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.

SectioN 1. All property in the State, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
United States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word property, as used in this article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
other matters and t'hings, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership; provided,
that growing crops, property used exclusively
for public schools, and such as may belong to
the United States, this State, or any county or
municipal eorporation within this State, shall
be exempt from tuxation, Growing vines and
fruit trees shall be deemed to be and shall be
assessed and taxed as a part of the realty; and,
provided further, that railroads shall be taxed as
provided in Section Ten of this article; and,
provided further, that the Legislature may gr(r
vide for the exemption from taxaticn of & ifs
and vessels owned and registered or enrolled in
this State, or may tax such ships and vessels on
their gross or net earnings, 1n lieu of an ad val-
orem tax. The Legislature may also provide,
except in case of credits secured by mortgage
or trust deed, for a deduction from credits of
debts due to bona fide residents of this State.
Double taxation in any form is prohibited.

SEc. 8. The Legislature shall, by law, require
each taxpayer in this State to make and deliver
to the County A sor, annually, & statement
under oath, setting forth specifically all prop-
erty, real and personal, except railroad property,
1 in Section Ten of this article, own

0y § axpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian on the
fiist Monday in March.

Sec. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, city, city and county, town, town-
ship, or district in which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Every corporation
and person owning or operating & railroad, or
any portion thereof, in this State, shall, on or
be?orc the first day of July of each year, pay to
the State Tressurer an annual tax of two and
2 half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
within this State, of such railroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of December
next preceding, which tax shall be in lieu of
all other State and county taxes upon the fran-
chise, business, right of way, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling stock, fences, stations and their
appurtenances, and :xs»on ferryboats, when op-
erated as & part of such railroad, and upon the
shares of the capital stock, and upon the mort-
gages, deeds of trust, contracts or other obliga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon such prop-
erty. ~All other property belonging to such cor-
poration or person shall be assessed and taxed
as other property is assessed and taxed. The
gross annual earnings earned during the year
ending on the thirty-first day of December last
receding, of all railroads, shall be, annually,
efore the first day of May thereafter, ascertained
and declared by the State Board of Equalization,
under such rules and regulations as may be pre-
scribed by said Board; provided, however, that
the Legisiature may at any time pass laws pre-
geribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
where railroads are situated partly within this
State and partly without this State, the gross an-
nual earmnis thereof shall be ascertained and
determined by taking:

PFirst—-The gross earnings which, during the
year last preceding, have been earned w olly
within this State.

Sccond—The gross earnings which, during the
game year, have been earned partly within this
State and partly without this State, which shall
be ascertained by apportioning such earnings
between this State and other States or Territo-
ries, in the proportion which the number of
miles of such railroad situated in this State, and
used in making such earnings, bears to*he
whole number of miles thereof, by the use of
which such earnings have been made. The pro-
portion of interstate earnings thus ascertained
shall be added to the earnings made wholly
within the State, aud the tetal thus obtained
shall be taken and deemed to bethe gross earn-
ings of such railroads for all purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every purpose of this
section, except for the purpose of a.x:cemlnlﬁ
the proportion of interstate earnings to be add

to the earnings made wholly within this State,
all railroads operated as one sysiem shall be
treated as one road. One-third of the tax paid
by corporations or persons owning or operating
railroads under the %rovisions of this section
shall become part of the General Fund of this
State, and two-thir Is thereof shall be paid to
the county or ceunties in which said raiiroad is
situated, in proportion to the length of the rail-
road operated in the several counties. For the

county shall be treated asacounty. Any corpo-
ration, association, partnership, person or per-
sons, unlawfully failing or refusing to Enf' the
tax herein provided, when the same sha 1 be-
come due, or within thirty days thereafter, shall
be deemed to have waived their right to operate
their railroads within this State. The taxes
herein provided for, together with such penalties
as the Legislature may impose for the non-pay-
ment thereof, shall be a lien upon the pro
hereinbefore in thissection designated, and may
be enforced in such manner as the Legislature
may by law prescribe. All railroads, so far as
the same are situated within the boundaries of
any common school district, shall be subject to
an ad valorem tax for school purposes voted by
the electors of the district, at a special election
held for that pu ,the same as other pm};
erty situated wm):m the district, lmythh:;g
this article to the contrary notwithstanding.
And all railroads, as far es they aze situated
within the boundaries of any incorporated city
or town, shall be subjetc; to a; ea?“ vgl'%?:xxp tax

unicipal purposes the sa z
«rgs:n;mmgg tgerem. anything ia this utxcl?&
the contrary notwithstanding.

Sec. 11. Income taxes may be assessed gnd
collected from persons, corporations, joint stoek
associstions or companies, resident or doin
business in this State, or any one Or more
them, in such cases and amounts and in such
manner as shall be preseribed by 'aw. Ro Court
within this State shail have powe=, bg_ mjune
tion or otherwise, to interfere wita, hinder or
dslay the collection of any tax 1ai# under the
form of law, except upon a skowi. -that the
game property has been taxed more than once
for the same purpose in the same year, andthen
only upon payment to the Tax Col ectori orinte
Court, of & sum equal to the amonat of one of
the taxes s0 laid upon the property in question;

purposes of this section a consolidated city and (

provided, that in all cases actions may be main-
tained against the Tax Collectyr to recover il-
legal taxes paid under protest. Allsuch aetions
must be commenced within thirty days after
such illegal taxes have been peid. It shall be
the duty of the Couris in which such actions
may be brought, to try them, upon the request
of either party, in advance of all other civil ae-
tions, and such taxes so paid under protest shall
be retained by the Tax Collector, or such other
officer as the Legisiature may designate, unti)
such actions shall have been finally decided.

SCHEDULE.

Nothing in this amendment shall affect any
assessment or tax heretofore made or levied, or
interest thereon, or any penalty heretofore in-
curred, or any action or right of action on ac-
ccount of any such assessment, tax, interest or
penalty; and all laws in force at the adoption of
this amendment, not inconsistent therewith.
shall remain in full force and effect until altered
or repealed by the Legiclature. The first levy
and payment of taxes against railroad preperty
hereunder, shall be made in the year eighteen
hundred and eighty-six, and shalY be upon the
gross earnings, to be ascertained as herein pro-
vided, for the'entire year of eighteen hundred
and eighty-five. Taxation for the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and
eighty-five, is not affected by this amendment.

Now, THEREFORE, pursuant to the provisions
of the Constitution and an Act of the Legisla-
ture, eatitled ‘““An Act to Provide for the Sub-
mission of Proposed Amendments to the Con-
stitution of the State of California to the Quali-
fied Electors for their Approval, approved
