Penological Commission.

A meeting of the California State Peno-
logical Commission was held at the Palace
Hotel, San Francisco, Monday evening.
Mr. Hendricks occupied the chair, and Mr.
Devlin acted as Secretary. Among those
present were Charles Montgomery, Snper-
intendent of the Home for Discharged Con-
victs, and J. M. Hutchings, of Yosemite.

President Hendricks presented his writ-
ten report, comprising 400 pages, in refer-
ence to penal institutions, number of con-
victs, cost of keeping them, and other
facts. He also made a supplemental re-
port of his recent trip East, on which he
visited the leading prisons and reformatory
institutions in the country. Only twenty-
five pages of this 195-page report was read.
The leading question was: ‘‘Should the
State do anything o help worthy discharged
convicts into self-sustaining free life? If
so, what and how ?"

Upon request, Mr. Montgomery addressed
the meeting on ** Aid to Discharged Prison-
ers.” He regarded the reports submitted
as able and valuable. The great difficulty
to overcome is the prejudice against ex-
convicts. No convict can be reformed un-
less he is given employment. The public
must be educated to the fact that convicts
can be reformed. The speaker said he an-
nually cared for 200 ex-convicts, and 95 per
cent. reform. He claimed that prisoners
discharged from the penitentiaries are not
physically able to work, *‘ being starved
out.” They must first be built up. He
believed that aids of this sort should be
left in private hands, with assistance from
the State. If made State iustitutions they
would be mixed up in politics. We must
steer clear of that. These places should be
in the hands of good Christian men. Such
men can reform the most hardened crimi-
nals. Kindoness will do anything with
thewn. Certificates of good character from
prison officials was commended, and the
parole system approved of. The speaker
believed that many men in San Quentin
prison had thoroughly reformed, and said
that if he was Governor he would pardon
at least 200, with benefit to the prisoners
and the State.

Mr. Hendricks explained that under the
authority vested in the Governor the Prison
Commissioners were making two experi-
ments on the parole system, with satis-
factory results thus far.

Horatio Seymour's Fourth' of July ad-
dress to the convicts at Sing Sing, N. Y.,
was then read, and the Commission ad-
journed, to meet at the call of the Chair.
