
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Henry A. Arrested.

James H. Sullivan, who had a war with
Henry A.Caulfield on Tuesday, evidently
concluded that if the latter wouldn't take
the matter into Court he would, and yes-
terday morning &wore out a warrant charg-
ing Caultidd with au assault to murder.

Hunt up a couple
of bondsmen." Henry pushed his Blame
hat back upon his head, firmlybraced him-
self with his cane, and, in a half-inquiring,
half-puzzled tone, inquired : " What in the
divil would a gentleman like meself be
after doing wid a couple of bondsmen?"

'\u25a0 Why, to bail you out." answered the
officer. "I have a warrant for your arrest
for assault to murder." Henry remained
silent a moment, then snapped his eyes,
and said : "And who is it, begorra, that is
after disturbing a gentleman on the street
by having him locked up for assault to
murder? ' " Mr. Sullivan," was the reply.

Cotton-Growing in Sacrameuto.
It is probably easy of demonstration, if,

indeed, the fact is not already fully_estab-
Jished, that the Sacramento valley is a nat-
ural home of the cotton plant. Cotton-
growing has been forsometiniesuccessfully
carried on in the Sao Joaqoin valley, but
for some reason has not received attention,
nor been tried to any considerable extent
in the Sacramento. 8. H. Gerrish, of this
city, received last winter some cotton seed
from a gentleman who resides in New Or-
leans, but when spring came he did not
think to plant it until May. He then put
a few seeds into the ground at the rear of
his residence on G street. He irrigated the
place occasionally for about a month, as it
was so late when planted, but has not irri-
gated the ground since early in June. The
plants now stand nearly eight feet in bight,
and are a wonder to those familiar with the
sight of cotton-fields, as the ordinary bight
of the cotton plant is from threeto four
feet. The plants are well loaded with balls,
which are farce and excellently filled, indi-
cating a heavy ratable yield and fine staple
Kach succeeding season forcibly impresses
the fact that the people of Central Califor-
nia have as yet but little conception of the
variety and extent of products that may be
here successfully grown.

Declines the Honor.
Senator Koutier railed at the Record-

I'nio.n office yesterday and stated that he
observes his name published as his having
been nominated for State Treasurer on the
Labor party's ticket. He desired to state
that while he is anti-Chinese and the friend
of labor, his name had been used by the
Labor party without his knowledge or con-
sent, and that he positively declines the so-
called nomination.- He says he is entirely
opposed to multiplying parties upon this
issue, as both of the great parties are openly
anti-Chinese, and acceptable candidates
should be found within them. In this con-
nection itmay also be stated that Mr. Rou-
tieur was a delegate to the late Republican
Convention of Sacramento county, and says
he will stand by the ticket he helped to
nominate.

Death from Straxuclatiox. —Yesterday
morning John A. Bell, aced about 25
years, died at the residence of his father,
X street, between Seventeenth and Eigh-
teenth. It appears that the young man has
been subject to epileptic fits, and for that
reason was rarely lost sight of. Yesterday
forenoon he went to one of the outbuild-
ings, and, not returning soon, was looked
after, arid found lying dead on the floor,
he having evidently had an attack of the
disease, and fallen in such a manner that
his head was forced under him to an ex-
tent rendering it impossible for him to
breathe, and death resulted froni suffoca-
tion. Coroner Clark was notified, but,
after learning the facts, decided that an in-
quest was unnecessary.

Tin: Yosemite Hotel.—The hotel in
Yoscmite valley, lor the construction of
which an appropriation was made at the
last session of the legislature (not the
water-logged session), is being quite rapidly
put forward hy the contractors —Carle A:
Truly, of this city. The bnQding is al-
ready up and well advanced. H. Weaver,
the stone sidewalk artist of Sacramento,
leaves to-day for the valley to construct the
chimneys. They are to be of concrete, or
artificial atone, and these will be six in
number and sixty feet in hight. It is the
intention of the contractora to have the
building entirely inclosed and protected
from storms before the winter sets in.

Execctive Clemency.—Governor Stonc-
man yesterday commuted the sentence of
George C. Gottung—convicted of man-

slaughter In San Francisco, in 1879, and
sentenced to ten years' imprisonment—to
six and one-half years, because of valu-
able services rendered the State, Qottong
having extinguished a fire at the prison,
which otherwise would have destroyed
much valuable properly. The Governor
has also pardoned diaries Paul, convicted
of i-rand larceny in San Francisco in 1883,
\u25a0ad sentenced to six years. A number of
officials—including the District Attorney
who prosecuted, the trial Judge, etc.—pe-
titioned for the pardon.

H county in May, 1881, leaving an
estate estimated at about $16,000, of which

THE CONGREGATIONALISTS.
Annual Meeting of the State Association

at Woodland.
The annual jneetiDg of the State Asso-

ciation of Congregational Chnrches was

commenced on Tuesday afternoon at Wood-

land. The attendance, already good, was
considerably increased by fresh arrivals on
Tuesday evening. Key. Mr. Willett, of

.Santa Cruz, delivered the sermon on that

evening, upon "The Marvels of Our
Faith—Their Promise and Potency.

Wednesday morning there was a full at-
tendance, and, after prayer and the usual
reading of the minutes, the Committee on
the Roll reported for membership in the
association Revs. 1,. Y. Mason, W. F. Fur-
man, George 15. Allen and C. L. Cqrwin,
and the same was approved.

A very interesting paper on State evan-
gelization was read by the Rev. X. \\.
Lane, ot Lodi, The plan proposes the em-
ployment of evangelists for special work-
in the churches. The paper was followed
by an earnest discussion, participated in by

] Keys. Pond, Tubbs. Vail and Cross. Dur-
ing the discussion letters were read from
Massachusetts and Illinois, giving details
and enlarging upon the importance
and advantages of this work, and its suc-
cess in those States.

ttev. Dr. Holbrook moved the reference
of the subject to the Executive Committee
of the California Home Missionary Society,
counseling the employment of one or more
persons for this work. The motion was
unanimously carried. It is understood that
the committee is quite favorable to this
enterprise, and in anticipation of the action
of the Association, have already been
planning for the work. It is thought,
however, the subject, from its importance,
may yet further engage the attention of the
Association before the closeof.the session.

The report of the Permanent Committee
on Temperance Work in the Denomina-
tion, was presented by Key. J. Howell. and
after considerable discussion upon the plan
proposed in the report, was referred back
to the committee for revision, the plan pro-
posed not being generally acceptable to the
Association.

The afternoon session was introduced by
]>r. Benton, who spoke of the work and
the opportunities ofthe Pacific Theological
Seminary. He spoke very earnestly and
eloquently, and called attention to the
needs of the new library. Mr. .lewett fol-
lowed him briefly upon the subject of the
Hopkins Academy; speaking of it as the
school for the children of Congregational-
ists especially, and recommending it to the
earnest support of that denomination.

Mr. l'cnton then took up ''Cur Kdtica-
tional Work," and the place the Academy
and Theological Seminary occupied, dwell-
ing earnestly upon the importance of a
thorough Christian education. He spoke
more spiritedly than he has generally been
known to do.

After this came the report of Dr. Bar-
rows, on the " Christian Training of the
Young." The subject was the "Proprie-
ties of Christian Endeavor." He read a
very earnest and thoughtful paper, at the
close of which he recommended the ap-
pointment of a Committee on Correspond-
ence and Organization, with power to call
a State Convention, composed of dulegates
from the Christian Endeavor Societies, to
meet previous to the next Annual Associa-
tion.

The address was followed by a very ear-
nest discussion by Keys. Hill of San Jose,
Raye ofOakland. Marty of Petaluma, Belt
of Woodland, Wyckotl' of Green Valley,
Clark of San Francisco and Holbrook of
Oakland.

A resolution to appoint such committee
finally passed.

Then followed the subject of " Foreign
Missions," introduced by Willey, of Be-
nicia, who was followed by Prof. Moore, of
Oakland, and was closed by Scudder, of
Oakland. All the addresses were earnest,
and called for making San Francisco the
great missionary city of the Pacific coast,
with a missionary house and a point of de-
parture for all missions in the Orient, and
where the Morning Star should receive its
supplies. They hoped in this same line to
make Seminary Hill, in Oakland, become
to San Francisco and the Pacific coast what
Andover is to the Atlantic coast and Bos-
ton.

After this, Mr. Mathieu. of Stockton, ad-
dressed the association on behalf of the
conversion of the Jews, making a very
worthy and spirited address.

On account of the presence with the As-
sociation of General Howard, a resolution
was passed inviting Stuart Post, G. A. It.
and Relief Corps, and Company F, First
Artillery, to attend the meeting to-morrow
night, when General Howard will deliver
an address.

During the afternoon the time was twice
extended half an hour each, upon topics
under discussion, and the addresses were
frequently interrupted by applause.

The State School Text-Books.
Eds. Uecorii Uniom : The question of

State text-books for the public schools is a
very important one, and every candidate
for a school office should define his posi-
tion on that subject. In 18S:! I publicly
announced my belief that " the State
should publish the text-books and furnish
them to the children at cost." I voted for
the amendment to the Constitution provid-
ing for such publication, and I have been
in favor of it ever since. If lam elected
to the office of State Superintendent of
Public Instruction I shall cordially do
everything in my power to carry out the
intent and spirit of the law regarding State
text-books. The State Board of Education
has announced the prices ofthe State series
ofreaders, which are less than one-half the
prices paid fur renders iicretofore, and it is
fair to suppose that the same reduction
willextend to other bf>oks. lam now of
th« opinion that it would be still better for
the State to furnish text-books for every
child in the public schools free of cost to
their parents. The adoption of such a plan
would, in my judgment, still further and
materially reduce the total cost of text-
books to the people ofthe State. Children
would be taught to care for the property of
the State, under penalty of being obliged to
replace books destroyed or lost by them,
and the books handed down from one class
to another would last much longer because
better cared for. Massachusetts has adopted
the "free text-book' plan with great suc-
cess, and there is no good reason why we
should not do the same in California. Very
respectfully.

OFFICIAL PROCLAMATION'

State op Califorxia, ~\

Sacramento, July 81,1886.)

WHEREAS, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE
State of California, at its Twenty-sixth

Session, beginning; ou the fifthday of January,

A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-five, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and hleven of Article
Thirteen, of the Constitution of the Slate of
California:

AMENDMENT NUMBER O.VK.

Ssction 1. All property in the State, except
railroßds, not exempt under the laws of the
United States, shall be taxed in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word property, as used in this article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
Credits, bonds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
other matters and things, real, ]>ersonal Rod
nixed, capable of private ownership; jirurided,
tint growing crop*, property used exclusively
for public sch'i.ls, u:nl such a? may belong to
the Unite;'. Male.-, tii: .-ii'.te, or any connty or
mould])*] eonwrmUon within this Stcte, shall
be exempt from fwritjirn. Growing vines and
fruit tree> shall be deemed to be and shall be
a- sessed r.T;d tuxed as a part of the realty; and,
•provided further, that railroads shall be taxed as
provided ill Section Ten of this article; and,
provided further, that the Legislature may pro-
viilo for the exemption from taxation of ships
and vessels owned and registered or enrolled In
this State, or may tax men ships and vessels ou
tin-'r ur MOTnet earnings in lien of an ad val-
orem ux. The Legislators may also provide,
except in eftse of credit! Round by mortgage
or trust deed, fur a deduction from credits nf
debts due to uonii til1-' residents of this Sta:e.
Double taxation in any form is prohibited.

Sec. 8. The legislature shall, by law. r^ouire
each taxpayer in this State to make and deliver
to the County Aueasor, Hi:nually. a statement
under oath, setting ihtta •peelflcilry all prop-
erty, real ami m'..'"Hhl exo pi railroad property,
as defined in Section Ttn ol this article, owned
Djr sn< h Kixicyur, or ill his possession or under
niln ::t.nl. at'twelve o'clock meridian on the
Hiti Monday in March.

Sec. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, city, city and county, town, town -
ship, or district iv which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Every corporation
md person owning or operating a railroad, or
my portion thereof, in this B;ate, shall, on or
aefore the first day of July of each year, pay to
;hc State Treasurer an annual tax of two and
i half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
within this State, of such railroad, for the year
;nding upon the thirty-first day of December
next preceding, which tax shall be iv lieu of
illother State and county taxes upon the fran-
chise, business, right ofway, roadway, nuulbed,

•ies, in the proportion which the cumber of
nilrsof such railroad situated Ln this State, and
ised iv making such earnings, bears U>**he
vhole number of miles thereof, by the use ol
yhichsuch earnings huve been made. The pro-
portion of interstate famines tlma aMicrtained
ihall be added to tlie earnings made wholly
