The Comets.,

Professor Young observes that the comets
are the most impressive and at the same
time the least significant of the heavenly
bodies. Since the beginning of the Christ-
ian era 660 comets have Deen ed,
those antedating the telescope being such
only as were visible to the naked eye. From
three to six are usually discovered each
year. Some of them are best known by
the names of their discoverers, as Donati’y
comet or Encke's comet; but science
knows them also bv numbers and letters,
as comet N, 1 of 1886 or comet A of 1885,
The letter refers to thecomet first discovered
in the particular year, while the numeral
refers to that which wag first o go around
the sum, so that comet No.1 and comet
A may not be tiie same,, The bright or
large comets C,o not appear with equal fre-
quency in Lae difterent centuries. - In the
sixteenth century there were 23 such; in
the seventeenth, 12; in theeighteenth, 6 ; in
the nineteenth, thus far, 20, The orbits
of many of the comets are in the form
of a hyperbola, showing that they will
never return. There are 25 or 30
whose orbits are eliiptical, and the returns
of which may be predicted, and there are
besides fifteen to twenty which are prob-
ably, but not certainly, elliptical. The
planet Jupiter is believed to have been the
cause of most of these elliptical orbits,
there being twelve or fourteen comets
whose initial motion would have carried
them indefinitely into space had they
passed at a sufficient distance from this
great planet in going forth, but which can-
not escape from his attraction and must
continue as attendants on the sclar sys-
tem. There seems to be a fair probability
that a comet may some day strike the
earth, but if the nucleus is only the mass
of dust or powder which it appears no
more serious effect need be expected than
a magnificent display of shooting stars.

Tiny WorLps.—The two satellites of
Mars are pronounced by Newcomb by far
the smallest heavenly bodies yet known.
Their diameters cannot be stated with any
degree of accuracy, but that of the
outer satellite may be as small as five
miles, while that of the inner satellite
probably lies between ten and forty
miles. Ceres and Vesta, the largest of
| the asteroids, are supposed to be between
200 and 400 miles in diameter, while others
of the group may be as small as twenty
miles or even less. There are some rea-
sons for believing indeed, that the ring of
asteroids may include bodies of unlimited
minuteness—fragments far too small to be
visible with our largest telescopes.
