Suasta Cousty Grarps.—The Shasta
Echo says: We mentioned last week that
Mr. Lowe had sent Muscatel grapes grown
in Heppy valley to Professor Hiigard, for
analysis. The following report has been
received : * Your grapes and letter of 21st
arrived duly. The grapes showed over .28
of sugar by spindle test, and the wine is
now fermenting. I think it doubtfal that
it will zo through entirely, in which case
we shall make a fortified sweet wine of it.
The grapes 1 consider to be of extra fine
quality in regard to sweeiness as well as
aroma. I have rarely tasted as good, and if
you can grow pleunty of them, they ought
to command a good price as table grapes;
they would also make first-class raisins in
an appropriate drier. The acid I find to be
rather 1ow—.345 per cent. Wine grapes
usually have from .45 to .65, and of course
they are not adapted to the making of dry
wine. I would like to know the age of the
vines producing these grapes; also, a sam-
ple of the soil. I have bad some of the
latter from your region, but they differ so

much in different localities that it is hard
to judge from one ridge to the other.”

SEEK  SALVATION.

SERMON BY REYV. H. €. CHRISTIAN
LAST EVENING.

“For what is a Man Profited if He
Shall Gain the Whole World
and Lose His Own Sounl.”

Three years ago Rev. H. C. Christian was
called to the pastorate of the Seventh-
street M. E. Church South. He came here
from Barnsville, Pike county, Georgia. He
is an earnest Christian gentleman, one
whose soul is in his work, and during the
time he has been here has succeeded in
gaining nearly one hundred accessions to
his church, and secured a large congrega-
tion from among the best and mest substan-
tial citizens of the community. He says he
never served a people or a community
he loved so well, and where his
efforts were crowned with so much
success. Some time since, before the ad-
vent of the present pastor, there was a
disposition on the part of members of the
congregation to believe that the Southern

Church did not have a place here. Such a
feeling does no longer exist. Sectionalism,
if it ever did exist here, is a thing of the

ast, and all feel now that they are labor-
ig solely in the cause of Christ, and in
this work are co-operating with all Chris-
tian churches. Mr. Christian is an earnest
worker—in some respects an evangelist—
and as a revivalist he has no superior. Last
night he preached the last sermon of his
third year. On next Sabboth morning and
evening his pulpit will be filled by Bishop
Keener, of New Orleans.

The Conference of the M. E. Church
South will be held at San Jose, commencing
on Wednesday, October 13th. According
to the rules of the Church, a minister can
remain in charge of the same church four
years, and it is altogether likely that he
will be returned to Sacramento in defer-
ence to his own wishes and that of the
citizens of this community.

LAST EVENING'S SERVICES.

The church was filled at an early hour
last evening. The choir sang as a volun-
tary, in which the congregation joined :

It may be far, it may be near,
There is a hope, there is a fear;

But in the future waiting I,
Shall Jesus say yes, by and by.

As an opening song of praise the minis-

tes read hymn 239 :
I am coming to the cross,
I am poor and weak and blind,
I am counting all but dross,
I shall full salvation find.

The singing of this song by the entire
congregation was followed by a most feel-
ing and eloquent prayer, in -which the min-
ister referred to his three years’ services in
Sacramento, and earnestly praved that the
efforts put forth and the good work accom-
plished would be the means of saving
many souls. The prayer was followed by
the congregation singing hymn 279:

Work, for the night is coming, =
Work through the morning hour,

Work while the dew is sparkling,
Work 'mid springing flowers;

Work when the day grows brighter,
Work in the glowingsun;

Work, for the night is coming,
When man’s work is done.

The minister said he would feel sad in-
deed if he thought this was to be his last
sermon to this people. If he thought it
was he would hardly be able to nerve him-
self for the occasion. He hoped it was
only his last sermon of the third year, and
that he would still be allowed to remain
here a year longer. However no one
knew what a conference might do—his
discourse of the evening would be a ser-
mon to the unsaved. He felt like eulogiz-
ing his congregation, returning them
thanks for their noble Christian work dur-
ing the time he had been with them, but
instead had decided to preach a plain in-
cisive sermon, as if this was the last oppor-
tunity of appealing to them for the salva-
tion of their souls. He chose for his text
Matthew xvi., 24; 25 and 26:

Then said Jesus unto his disciples, if any man
will come after me, let him deny himself, and
take up his cross and follow me.

For whosoever will save his life shall lose it,
and whosoever will lose his life for my sake
shall find it.

For what isa man profited, if he shall gain
the whole world and lose his own soul? or what
shall a man give in exchange for his soul ?

The occasion that gave rise to the words
used in the text was the discussion between
Christ and his disciples about his going
away from them, and ceming again in the
person of the holy comforter. He told
them how he should go into Jerusalem and
suffer many things of the elders and chief
priests and scribes, and be killed and
raised again on the third day. Peter said:
‘“ Master this shall not be unto thee.”
Christ answered Peter, saying : *‘ Get thee
behind me, Satan; thou art an offense
unto me; for thou savorest not the things
that be of God, but those that be of men.”
He detected in the langnage of Peter some-
thing devilish in nature, that of selfishness.
Peter wanted Christ to remain with hisband
of disciples. Jesus turned unto the mul-
titude and said: * If any man will be my
disciple let him deny himself, take up his
cross and follow me.” Here is the divine
thought, the power of the human will to
settle the destiny of the soul for time and
eternity. No matter what divine writers
may think, or however much they may
differ, they all agree that every man is ac-
countable for his own being. He isaccount-
able for himself. He is held at the bar of
his own conscience, and at the bar of his
God for his own aclions. If a man
takes a pistol and wantonly shoots a fel-
low being, he is guilty of murder, and
is beld accountable for the deed.
The freedom of the human will is some-
thing that must be understood. Christ
says, “If any man will come.” It implies
that any man can who will. While no
man without the grace of God can become
a disciple of Christ, still every human be-
ing who has the Gospel presented to him
has the grace necessary, and if it is not ex-
ercised he is lost. He illustrated by say-
ing : ** Suppose I wanted to go to Galt, and
should get five miles upon my journey and
find an obstruction in my way—a fork in
the road, one leading one way, the other in
an opposite direction, but the one I should
travel to reach my destination filled with
obstacles and debris. Suppose that some
kind friends remove the obstructions and
point out the way. There I then stand,
and if I so choose I can follow the
right road.” He further illustrated by
relating the case of the impotent man who,
unable to rise, lay for days by the pool of
Siloam. At a certain hour each day an
angel would unlock the doors of heaven,
descend through the ethereal blue and
hover over that pool; its waters were dis-
turbed, and whoever bathed therein at that
time came out whole. Tbat poor impotent
man, who had been disabled for,thirty and
eight years, had seen the crippled go in
Jame and halt and come out perfect, the
diseased cured of their maladies, but him-
self was unable during the brief stay of the
angel to get to the pool. There was a
longing within him to get to the purifying
waters, but he was helpless. The strong
rushed by him, and his piteous pleadings
passed unnoticed. One glorious Sabbath
morning as he lay there in despair, he saw
some men approaching. Onecommanding
fizure stood over him. It was Jesus.
He said, " Wilt thou be made whole?”
He replied that he did; told of his suffer-
ings and inability to move—of his utter
helplessness. Jesus said unto him, ** Arise,
take up thy bed and walk.” The man
might have replied, ** It is unreasonable in
you to give such a command; I have been
impotent for thirfy and eight years; I am
helpless.” But he did not say it. He
undertook to obey the command, and, to
the surprise of all, he arose, took up his
bed, put it upon his shoulders and went
through all the city of Jerusalem pro-
claiming what Christ had done for him.
1iis faitn had made him whole.

He spoke of Christ in the temple on the
holy Jewish Sunday. A young man with
a palsied arm was placed where Christ
would see him, and if he cured they could
accuse him. Christ said, ** Young man,
stretch forth thine arm.” The young man

roffered no excuses; he did not say that|

his good right arm was helpless; that with
it he was unable to assist his pgor mother ;
but tke very moment Jesus commanded
him he made the effort to obey, and in the
effort divine power was given. He then
reiated the instance of freeing Peter from
prison, when Christ appeared in bis dark
dungeon in night and cemmanded him,
saying, ** Peter, put on thy sandals and fol-
low me.”

Some say: “I am a drinker; the
love of liquer bhas such a fast
hold wupon me that when your
gospel conxnands that I lead
a different life I cannot obey.” Remember
that God says: “ Give me your heart; will
to bea disciple and be saved?” We need
to hear preaching; it is good for us; we
need to the holy scriptures, but we
have the omnipotent power within our-
selves to secure a new life if we only will
it. You no doubt have many times on

New Year's day resolved to be a better
man, but failed. The trouble is that you
fail in your inner nature to be a disciple of
Christ. Follow Christ's commands and be
obedient to his will. Nothing else wiil
liberate you from the prison you are
in to-night but becoming a disciple of
Christ. One time an eloquent Methodist
at the close of a splendid sermon, asked
some one to come forward for the prayers
of the church. A man came toward the
altar whom the minister recognized as a
thief, a debauche, one with whom respect-
able people refused to associate, a man
steeped in crime. He thought this would
not do, it would be the ruination of the
church to take such a man in, and the
minister met him and in his endeavor to
turn him back said, ** Have you counted
the cost?” “No, sir; I havenot counted the
cost. don’t know what it will cost. I
don’t care what it will cost,” and he tear-
fully added, “I am going to Christif I
have to wade through blood and crawl
every inch of the way.” The will is
what you need, Christ says: *“ Whosoever
will let him come.” We don’t want the
wishy-washy religionists who pray to-da;

and not to-morrow, but men who wor

from early morn till late at night—
men who have the will. It is said of
Andrew Jackson’s body-servant, shortly
after the demise of * Old Hickory,” as the
General’s friends loved to call him, that a
friend one day asked : ‘ Pat, what do you
think has become of the General? Do you
think he has gone to heaven?”’ Pat, ever
ready with an answer, replied, “1 don't
know whether the General has gone
to heaven or not; but this is whatI do

know, if the General made up
his mind to go to heaven #ll hell
couldn’t keep him cut.” That was the

strength of the will of Jackson. The
speaker referring to his own conversion,
said that he was a ruined and fallen young
man. He had formed evil habits, which
weighted him down like mighty shackles.
He prayed God for deliverance from his
sinfulness, for help, for deliverance. Fii-
teen years had passed since, and he had
been swept heavenward. *“If any man will,”
saith Christ, “let him take up his cross and
follow me."”

To save your life you must lose it. The
man who does not, will save it here but
lose it in the hereatter. What shall
it profit a man if he gain the
whole world and lose his own soul?
Take a piece of paper, and put down in
one column all you can gain—fame with
its fickleness, one day at the top rung of
the ladder, the next groveling in the gutter,
vanity, pleasures, etc. Couant up that col-
umn and its product represents this world.
On the other side write down, “ I have lost
my soul;” subtract it from the other and
see what vou have lost. If I had the lan-
guage of Milton or the pencil of an artist
I would like to depict to you a lost soul—
one who has rejected Christ and lost his
soul. You say to me, * Mr. Christian, you
have been very kind, you have pleaded
earnestly with me, you have given good
advice, and I do propose to become some
day a disciple of Christ.” But when, dear
friend? Will the next preacher love you
better, or plead with you mere earnestly
than I, or will you have three brighter
years tor reflection than those just passed?
Will you accept Christ to-night, or will you
recede in each coming day into a coldness
that will lead you from Christ? I have
tried hard; I have endeayored to show you
the way. I have repeated Christ’s invita-
tion, Christ's promises, and he says to you
to-night, *‘ Come.” I bear this testimony
that the only life of happiness is the life of
a Christian. If you will it, if you seek to
be hig, he will accept and save.

Deata 1o Covores.—The Red Bluff Sea-
tinel says that B. A. Bell, Superintendent
of the Gallatin ranch, has discovered an
excellent plan to get rid of coyotes. He
first had five iron picket-pins made. He
got an old ewe of little value and took
her to the range where a band of mutton
sheep were herded. He then tied a rope
about six feet long to her meck and the
other end of the rope to a picket-pin,
which he drove into the ground. He then
planted four steel traps at equal distances
from each other in a circle, a short distance
outside the circle that would be made by
the sheep round. Over the ground and
traps hay was spread so that the coyotes
could not see them. The trick worked
like a charm, and for three mornings in
succession Mr. Bell had the satisfaction of
finding a live coyote in one of the traps.
He changed the location of the old ewe
and caught two more coyotes. Since that
time he has not been troubled with coyotes
killing his sheep.

AymoNc THE WINEMARERS.—A reporter
dropped in at Krug’s cellar yesterday and
found everything booming and everybody
satisfied with the vintage. Charles Krug
will make this vear about 30,000 gallons of
Riesling wine, 20,000 gallons of Zinfandel,
10,000 gallons Burger, 15,000 gallons of
Chasselas, and 25,000 gallons of other kinds
of wines.

Yesterday
Mr. Pellet and his assistant, Louis Ziern-
gibl, superintended the handling of six dif-
ferent kinds of grapes, viz.: Green Riesling,
gray Riesling, Chasselas, Burger, Zinfandel
and Malvoises, placing the must of each
variety by itself for fermentation.—St. Hel-
ena Times.

BorixG ror Naturan Gas.—Very few
persons are aware that a gas well is now
being bored near the French Camp road,
about two miles southwest from Stockton.
A strong company was formed some time
ago for this purpose. The company evi-
dently mean business, and have contracted
to have the first 1,000 feet sunk as soon as
possible with ordinary boring apparatus.
The next 1,500 or 2,000 feet will be drilled
with the company’s own machinery and
appliances, of which there is fully $8,000
worth now on the ground.
