About Ice.
The eighty carloads of ice ordered from

Chicago by the Union Ice Company have
been coming through by the trains of the
la.it few days. The ice is not as good as
that secured by the company from Prosser
creek and other localities in California, and
is not cut so carefully, consequently it does
not pack to advantage in a car and melts
more rapidly during transportation. Speak-
ing of this matter, the Truckee Republican
of Saturday says : " It seems strange that
ice should be transported such a long dis-
tance, but :t is one ofthe necessities nowa-
days and must be procured, no matter at
what co=t. There was but about two-thirds
of a crop put up in this vicinity last winter,
anl this amount was exhausted several
weeks ago. It will probably be a longtime
before ice willbe again brought from Chi-
cago. The new works and increasing fa-
cilities which our companies are construct-
ing will preclude the possibility of an ice
famine in the future."

BALL AND BAT.

The Altas "Done Up" Shockingly—The
Snownakes Defeat the Brighton*.

The Altas went to Alameda yesterday
and were defeated by the Grsenhood & Mo-

rans most emphatically. To all intents
and purposes the game was won in the first
inning, when the Oakland artists scored
nine runs. Sweeney's pitching in that
inning was very wild. He gave three men

bases on balls, and had two wild pitches,
and also an error. Robertson made two
errors; Hilbert a very costly one, which
allowed four men to score ; and Meagher
one. The Greenhoods made only three
base hits during the inning, which shows
how the nine runs are to be accounted for.
In the fifth inning the Altas made three
errors, and the Greenhoods scored twice.
In the sixth inning the latter made five
base hits, including one for three bags and
one for two, and were favored by only one
error of their opponents, but added four to
their score. In the fifth inning Hilbert, of
the Altas, got his base on balls, and scored
on an overthrow of Brown's. The batting,
base-running and fielding of Donovan, of
the Greenhoods, constituted the feature of
the game. Dewitt Van Court's umpiring
was good in the main, but the Sacra-
mentans thought he favored the Oakland
club in more than one instance. Mike
Fisher, of the Altas, was twice fined by
the umpire lor interfering where he had
no business. Two foulflys were knocked,
and on each occasion the Captain of the
Greenhoods called for Brown to take them ; !
but Fisher, to confuse the players, called
for Van Haltren to attend to it. He was
fined 50 cents the first time and .$1 the sec-
ond. There was a large crowd in attend-
ance, and the weather was very fine. Con-
siderable astonishment was expressed at
the poor playing of the Altas, who are es-
pecially good as fielders ordinarily, and it
was suggested that they had better practice
more or they might yet lose second posi-
tion. Fortunately, there are but two or
three more games to be played. The an-
nexed score is only to the close of the
sixth inning, when the last train left for
Sacramento. Each side made one more
run before the game closed, the Greenhood
it Morans winning with 16 to 2.

Not Kidnaping.

Saturday morning officers Ferral, Yager,
Agner and Rider stopped a carriage which
they found about to cross the Sacramento
and Yolobridge, containing two Chinamen
and two Chinawomen. The voungerof the
latter seemed to be held under restraint by
one of the men, and the officers considered
it a case of kidnaping, as they had been
informed that a scheme of that kind was
on foot.

State op California, )
execttlve lepartmknt, >\u25a0

Sacramento, July 31,1886. J

VT7HEBEA9, THE LEGISLATURE OF THE
VY State of California, at its Twenty-sixth

Session, beginning on the fifth day of January,
A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-five, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature voting in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and Eleven of Article
Thirteen, oi the Constitution of the State of

I California:

AMENDMENTNUMBES ONE.

Siction 1. All property in the State, except
railroads, not exempt under the laws of the
United Stales, shall be txxed inproportion to its
value, to be ascertained iiS provided by law.
The word property, ns used iii this article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
credits, )x>uds, stocks, dues, franchises and all
other matters and things, real, personal and
mixed, capable of private owntrbhip; provided,
that growing croj.s, property used exclusively
for public schools, and such ai may belong to
the l'uite'l States, this State, or any county or
municipal corporation within l!iU State, shall
be exempt from taxation. Growing vines and
fruit trees shall be deemed to be and shall be
assessed and taxed as a part of llierealty; and,
provided further, that railroads shall |je taxed as
provided in Seciion Ten of this article: and,
prorblcd furttier, that the Legislature may pro-
vide for the exemption from taxation of ships
and veanli owned mid registered or enrolled in
this state, or may tax such ships as: J vessels on
their gross or net earnings, id lieu of on ad val-
orem tax. The Legislature in«y also provide,
except in case of crediu secured by mortgage
or trust deed, for a itojuciion from credits of
debts due to boua Dde reddonta at this State.
Double taxation In any form is prohibited.

SF.r. s. Toe 1vei-liiMre shall, by law. require
each taxpayer la this State to make and deliver
to the County Assessor, annually, a statement
under oath, setting forth specifically all prop-
erty, real and personal, except railroad property,
as defined in Section Ton of this article, owned
Dy such taxpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian en the
first Monday in March.

Sic. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
Inthe county, city, city andeounty, town, town-
ship, or district in which it is situated, in the
manner provided by law. Every corporation
and person owning or operating a railroad, or
any portion thereof, in this State, shall, on or
before the first dny of July of each yeur, pay to
the State Treasurer an nasal tux of f,vo and
a half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
within this State, of such railroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of December
nest preceding, which tax shall be in lieu of
all other State and county tuxes OBM the fran-
chiie, business, right ofway, roadway, roadbed,
rails, rolling stock, fences, stations and thiir
appurtenances, and upon ferryboats, when op-
erated as a pnrt of such, railroad, and upon the
shares of the capital stock, and upon the mort-
geges, deeds of trust, contracts or other obliga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon fueh prop-

other property belonging to such eor-

tion or person shall be assessed and taxed
her property is assessed and taxed. The
iannual earnings earned during the year
ngon the thirty-Bret day ot December last
eding, of all railroads, shall be, annually,
re the first day ofMay thereafter, ascertained

and declared by the State Board ofEqualization,
under such rules and regulations as may be pre-
scribed by said Board; ; - >'\u25a0\u25a0'. however, that
the Legislature may at tny time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
where railroads are situated partly within this
StatQ and partly without this state, the grass an-
nual earnings thereof shall be ascertained and
determined by taking:

Find-The gross earnings which, during the
year last preceding, hive been earned wheily
within this Stale.

Second— The gross earnings which, during the
same year, have been earned partly within this
State and partlywithout this ctate, which shall
be aseertHiDod by apportioning such earnings

between this State and other Sta'es or Territo-
ries, in the proportion which the number of
miles of such railroad situated inthis State, and
used la making such earning!-, bears to**he
whole number of miles thereof, by the use of
which such earnings have been made. The p:o-
-portion of interstate earnings thus ascertained
shall be added to the earnings made whjlj
within the State, and the total thus obtained
shall be taken aad deemed to be the gross earn-
ings of such railroads for all purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every puipose cf tbU
section except »'or the purpose of ascertsJmug
the proportion of interstate earnings to be added
to the earnings made wholly within this. State,
all railroads operated as one sys'.ein tiall be
treated a« one road. One-third of the iax paid
by corporations or persons owning or operating
railroads under the provisions of this section
shall bccoiau part of the General Fusd of this
State, and two thirls thereof shall be paid to
the countyor csuntie* in which sal<. rai!road i«
situated, inproportion to the length.of the rail-
road operated in the several counljis. For the
purpose* of this section a consolidated city and
county shall be treated as acount?. Any corpo-
ration, association, partnership, person or per-
sons, unlawfullyfailing or refusing to pay the
tax herein provided, when tlii same shall M-

coma due. or within thirtydarj-fcicreafter, sball
bo deemed to have waived thoir right to opt *tue
their railroads withia this State. Tiie texe*
herein provided for, together vrithsuch pccaltie*
as the LfelMature may imjpjse for the nca-pay-
ment thereof, shall be a Iran upon the property
hereinbefore in this sectkja designated, arid may
be enforced Insnch maiaer as the legislature
may by law prescribe. All railroads so far at

Nothing in this amendment shall affect any
assessment or tax heretofore made or levied, or
interest thereon, or any penalty heretofore in-
curred, or any action or right of action on ao-
ccount of any such assessment, tax, interest or
penalty: and all laws in force at the adop' ion of
this amendment, not inconsistent therewith,
shall remain in full force and effect until altered
or repealed by the Legislature. The first levy
and payment of taxes against railroad property
hereunder, shall be made in the year eighteen
hundred and eighty-six, and shall be upon thegross earnings, to be ascertained as herein pro-
vided, for the entire year of eighteen hundred
and eighty-five. Taxation for the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and
eighty five, is not affected by this amendment.
