OFFICERS.

Section 6. The officers shall consist of 2 Board
of Direetors, nine from Sacramento county and
two from each of the other counties of thecitrus
belt of Central California. The nine Sacra-
mento county members shall form the Execu-
tive Committee of the Board. The Executive
Committee shall be charged with the active
management and control of the society ; shall
have possession and care of its property ; shall
have power to make all necessary ch.uu;.'es in
the rules and regulations of the society, and
shall provide for an annual fair or exhibition
of citrus and other sem-tropical fruits in the
city of Sacramento, or elsewhere, as the Ex-
ecutive Committee may determine.

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE.

this amendment, not inconsistent therewith
shall remain in full force and effect until altere:
