
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
White Bass.

R. D. Cooper, while fishing with a net at
Fisherman's Lake Monday night, caught
two line white bass, in splendid condition
and weighing about one aneW one-half
pounds each. These are the lirst fish of
the species that have been caught in this
section of the State, so far as we are aware,
and are of the lot imported by the Fish
Commissioners several years ago and
planted in several of the streams near the
Bay, from whence they evidently made
their way to where they were caught dur-
ing the high water last winter. They are
on exhibition at GeorgeC. Cooper's market,
JC street, between Fifth and Sixth, where
they yesterday attracted much attention.
There are eleven varieties ofbass, the black
bass an.l rock bass, of fresh water, being
those with which the public are most fa-
miliar. The white bass, sometimes called
white perch, is peculiar to Lake Erie and
the upper lakes, and is very abundant in
them. In color it in a light olive above,
and silvery white on the sides and belly,
with numerous longitudinal dark lines, the
number varying in different specimens. It
is an excellent fish on the table, and a bold,
voracious biter. If there is one fish more
than another that the angler would desire
to find in great number in the waters of
California, in addition to those we now
have, it i» the bass, and the finding of the
tworeferred to in this vicinity will cause
Sacramento lovers of the "gentle sport" to
hope that in a few years the fish will have
increase! to as great an extent as have the
shad an*: carp, with which the Sacramento
and its tributaries are now well filled.

Headed Oft* From the Hatchery.

Judging from the following item, found
in the Fall River Mail, the salmon are

having trouble in the upper Sacramento, as
well as :n the lower river and bays : "It
was only a few days ago^hat we noticed in
the Red Blutt"papers that salmon in liberal
numbers were running the Sacramento by
that.place, but as yet none have reached
the hatcheries, for which failure there must
be a legitimate cause. The best solution is
the theory that the big drive of sawlogs
which is on its way to Redding has pre-
vented the up-stream progress of the fish.
This is certainly plausible, for the natural
home ofthe salmon is on the riflles, and on
these is where the logs lodge, at times pre-
venting :he passage of even a minnow.
Another fact is apparent, that fiah will not
attempt vo pass beneath a jam of timber
even in deep water, and. together with the
blasting occurring on the river, it is not
strange that the headways and tributaries
of the Sacramento are devoid ofthis migra-
tory tribe of food fish."

Several ap-
plications for recommendation to Execu-
tive clemency were listened to, including
one in favor of Robert Rae, alias "Kebel
George.'' sentenced from Sacramento
county tor ten years. Mrs. Rae, for whom,
it will"be recollected, much sympathy was
expressed at the time of his trial, pleaded
before the Board in his favor, and with
such success that it was decided to recom-
mend :< commutation of sentence to six
years' imprisonment. Rev. E. Graham, of
Chico. appeared and made a plea in favor
of W. F. Morrison, whose family is af-
flicted with insanity. On the showing
made in favor o!' William Dunlap, a reduc-
tion of his term of Imprtoonmeiii to six
ami one-quarteryears willbe recommended.
The Board passed the monthly bills, ap-
proved the salary pay-roll and adjourned
until to-morrow, lit Ban iv><ientiu.

The Amount of Business Transacted in

Sacramento.
Much has been said about the apparent

dull times, and complajnt of a lack ofbusi-
ness in all commercial lines. This is not
borne out in fact, for an investigation in

all the lines of business in this city indicates
a healthy state of ailairs, an increase over
any preceding year. One of the best cri-
terions to go by in making comparisons in
commercial business is the number of let-
ters forwarded and received and the volume
ofbusiness done by the Postoffice.

Below is given a statement of the busi-
ness transacted in the Sacramento Postoffice
during the quarter ending September 30,
1886, and for the same quarter in 1885.

The sales at the stamp window for the

last quarter was $4!) i24 in excess of that
of the preceding quarter.

The special delivery, which has been in
operation just one year, having been intro-
duced October 1, 1885, has been used less
than one would suppose, there having been
in the twelve months oDly 73U such letters
delivered.

The money-order transactions are some-
thing enormous, and the amount of money
transmitted by postal orders is almost in-
credible. When Wells, Fargo & Co. intro-
duced their new money-order system it
was predicted that it would cut large in-
roads into the Government postal system.
That it has not done so is evidenced from
the fact that during the quarter ending
September 90, Is-I',1 ', there were 13,038 trans-
actions, as against 12,843 for the same
period in 13&5.

The Democracy.

All day yesterday little knots of Demo-
crats were to be seen upon almost every

street corner, discussing the political situa-
tion. They seemed to be at sea without
either sail or rudder, the sun obscured by
lowerimj clouds, and their compass out of
repair. They were badly affected with a dis-
order that seems to be contagious, and for
fear of catching it, the Big Ten and Little
Six kept aloof from one another. When
they met, which they occasionally did at
the Capital Hotel, the " fur would fly."
The Big Ten would sit upon the fence,
and snarling at the Little Six, would say :

"You raised hades, didn't you. You wanted
to monopolize things ; now you've got it
all your own way, and what are you
going to do about it?" The Little Six
would retort in language more vigorous
than polite, interspersed with the most sar-
castic allusions to violations of obligations
in the past, of perfidy, of treason to party,
etc. All day were'representatives of the
great unterrihed wandering the streets in
mourning, trying to pacify the recalcitrant
children oi Democracy. Their advice
seems to have- fallen on deaf ears. Last
night the opposing factions were securely
tented on their respective bights, and a
great valley of despond lay between them.
The "LittleSix's 1' Central Committee has
found a sufficient number of self-sacrificing
Democrats to fill the blanks upon the
ticket, and their names will be added by
the committee to-night. The members of
the committee refuse to "give away" the
names of those who are willing to bare
their necks to the political guillotine that
wiil decapitate them, together with their
other candidates, on the 2d of November.
The reason assigned for this secrecy at this
time is that if the "Big Ten" knew who
were to be put up to-niorrow night, they
would "pull them down." It Paynes the
'Little Six" to listen to the Blessings that
are so freely and copiously showered upon
their heads by the "Big Ten."

The
Legion, in order to accommodate dif-
fering tastes, resolved to permit a portion
ofthe Legion to adopt a different uniform
from that of the major portion of the club,
and to move as a division of the main or-
ganization. After adjournment a number
ofthe club organized in such division, and
resolved, tor a uniform hat, to wear pearl-
colored low-crowned planter's hats and
satin badges.

Then the
whore band marches to a place where the
water is shallow, and, like soldiers in skir-
mish drill, take position \u25a0 few feet apart,
and. apparently at an understood signal,
all commence striking the water and mov-
ing forward toward a point where the body
it the water is narrow. They keep a good
aliimment, and proceed as steadily as old
veterans, gradually closing up as they near
the objective point, and then, the fish hav-
ing been driven into a small space, they
open their bills and every fellow scoops up
such fish as he can, storing them away in
his pouch, to be disposed of after he goes
ashore and has dried his feathers. The
whole proceeding shows a complete under-
standing, and is carried out with a disci-
pline that is truly remarkable.

OFFICIAL PROCLAMATION

Proclamation.

BxiTE of California, )
Execut .veLepaktm est, V

Saceamesto, July SI, ISS6.)

WHEREAS, TBE LEGISLATURE OF THE
State of California, at its Twcnty-siith

Session, beginning on the fifthday of January,
A. D. eighteen hundred and eighty-flve, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each of the
two Houses of said Legislature votiDg in favor
thereof, proposed the following amendment of
Sections One, Eight, Ten and Eleven of Article
Thirteen, of the Constitution of the State of
California:

AMKND3IEXTNL'AIBER OHK.

Section 1. Allproperty in the State, except
railruaiis. not exempt under the laws of the
United States, shall be tiled in proportion to its
value, to be ascertained as provided by law.
The word property, as used Is <!;is article and
section, is hereby declared to include moneys,
credits, bauds, stocks, ri.ues, (rHiichisea and all
other matters and things, run!, personal and
mixed, capable of private ownership; ptrwtttttd,
that growing crops, properly Bled exclusively
for public schools, and such a.s may belong to
the Unite J States, this State, or any county or
municipal corporation within this ?tate, shall
be exempt from taxation. Oxowlng vinos and
fmit treea shall be deemed to lip and shall be
nssi'sse.l H'nl taxtd as a part of the realty; and,
p -\u0084:,./< fi further, that railroads shall be taxed as
provided" in Section leu ot this article; and,
provided further, that the Legislature may pro-
vide for the exemi»;iou from taxation of ships
and vessels owned aud registered or enrolled in
this state, or may tax such ship-* and vessels on
their gross or net earnings, inlieu of an ad val-
orem tax. The Legislature may also provide,
except in case of credits seeur^l by mortgage
or tnwt deed, for a deduction fram credits of
debts due to bona fide resiiienis if this State.
Double taxation iv any form is prohibited.

Bee. 8. The I.eei«!ature shall, by law, require
each taxpayer in this State to make and deliver
to the Couiity Assessor, annually, a statement
under oath, setting forth specifically all prop-
erty, real and personal, except railroad property,
as denned in Section Ten of this article, owned
oy such taxpayer, or in his possession or under
his control, at twelve o'clock meridian on the
tiist Monday in March.

Bee. 10. All property, except railroad prop-
erty, as hereinafter provided, shall be assessed
in the county, i-itv. city and county, town, town-
ship, or district iiiwhich it is situated, iv the
manner provided by law. Every corporatism
and person owning or operatiug a railroad, or
any jHiriionthereof, in this Slate, shall, on or
before the iirst day of July of each year, pay to
the State Treasurer an annual tax of two and
a half per cent upon the gross earnings, earned
within this State, of SHOD railroad, for the year
ending upon the thirty-first day of Deeemba
next preceding, which tux shall tie in lieu ol
all oiht-r Stnic fltnl county taxes upon the fran-
chise, business, right of way, roadway, roadbed.
rails, railing stock, fences, ctations and their
ajpurtenaufiCF, and upon ferryboats, when op-
erated as a ;sart of such railroad, and upon the
shares of the capital stock, and upon the mort-
gages, deeds of trust, contracts or other obliga-
tion by which a debt is secured upon ruch prop-
erty. Allother property belonging to such cor-
poration or person shall be assessed and taxed
as other property is assessed ami taxed The
gross annual earnings earned during the year
ending on the thirty-first day ol L"ecember last
preceding, of all railroads, shall be, annually,
before the first day ofMay thereafter, ascertained
and declared by the State Board of Equalization,
under such rules aud regulations as may be pre-
\u25a0erfbed by said Bomd; provided, howerer, flat
the Legislature may at any time pass laws pre-
scribing said rules and regulations. In all cases
where railroads ari; situated partly within this
State and partly without this state, the gross aa-
nual earnings thereof shall be ascertained and
determined by taking;

First- The gross earning! which, during tbe
year last preceding, have been earned wheily
within this State.

Scaml—The gross earnings which, during the
same year, have been earned partly within this
State aud partly without this male, which shall
be ascertained by apportioning such earnings

between this State and other Sta'es or Territo-
ries, in the proportion which the number of
miles of such railroad situated iiithis KUte, and
used la making such earnings, bears to**he
whole number of miles thereof, by the use of
which such earnings have been made. The pro-
portion of interstate caniiuzs thus a-vertained
shall be added to the earnings made wholly
within the State, and tbe total thns obtained
shall be taken aud deemed to be the gross earn-
ings of such railroads for all purposes of assess-
ment and taxation. For every purpose Of this
section, except for the purpose of ascertaining
the proportion of interstate earnings to be added
to the earnings made wholly within this State,
all railroads operated as one system shall be
treated as one road. One-third of the tax paid
by corporations or persons owning or ni«.Tutiiij(
railroads under the provisious of this section
shall become part of the General Fund of this
State, and two thir is thereof shall be paid to
the county or counties in which said rai road is
situated, in proportion to the length of the rail-
road o;*ra!ed in the several counties. For tbe
purposes of this section a cor.whdateclcUy and
county shall be treated asacounty. Anycorpo-
ration, asfocia^on. partitership, person or per-
sons, unlawfullyfailing or refusing to pay the
tax herein provided, when the •:>uui slial! be-
come due. or within thirtvilav- Uicrfafter, shall
be deemed to have waived their right to operate
their railroads within this State. The Uxei
herein provided for. ti.L'i ill. : withcuchpenaitiet
as the legislature may impose firthe noa pay-
ment thereof, shall be a IMB upon the property
hereinbefore in this section designated, ami may
be en forced in such manner as tho Legiclature
may by law prescribe. All railroads, to ftr a»
the same are situated within the bouadarics of
any common school district, shall be subject to

an ad valorem tax for school purposes voted by
tbe electors ot the district, at a sj-ecinl election
held for that purpose, the same as other prop-
erty situated within the district, anything in
this article to the contrary notwithstanding.
Ami all railroads, as far as tiit-y arc situated
within the boundaries of any incorporated city
or town, shall be subject to au ad valorem tax
formunicipal purposes the &am(. as other prop-
erty initiated therein, anything la this article to
the contrary uotwithf madiiig.

Sec. 11. Income taxes may he assessed and
collected from persons, corporations. Joint stock
associations or companies, resident or doing

business in this Slate, or any one or more of
them, in such cases and amounts and in such
manner as shall bo prescribed br >aw. No Court

within thUSUteahall have powt-. by injunc

tion or otherwise, to interfere witu, hinder or

delay the collection of any tax \&if 'inder tha
form of law, except upon a showi. that the
same property has been taxed more than once
for the same purpose in the same year, and then
onl; upon payment to the Tax Collector, oriuto
Court, of a sum equal to the amount of one of
the taxes so laid upon the property In question;
prm'idetl, that in all cases actions may be main-
tained against the'lax Collect >r to recover Il-
legal taxes paid under protest. Allsuch actions
must be commenced within thirty days after
Buch illegal taxes have been paid. It shall be
the duty of the Courts in which such actions
may be brought, to try them, upon the request
of either party, in advance of all otner civilac-
tions, and such taxes so paid under protest shall
be retained by the Tax Collector, or such other
officer as the Legislature may designate, until
such actions shall have been finally decided.

SCHEDULE,

Nothing In this amendment shall adept any
assessment or tax heretofore made or levied, or
interest therc*on, or any penalty heretofore in-
curred, or any action or right of action on ao-
ccount of any such assessment, tax, interest or
penalty; and all laws in force at the adop'ionof
this amendment, not inconsistent therewith,
shall remain in tull force and effect until altered
orrepealed by the Legiclature. The first levy
and payment of taxes against railroad property
hereuuder, shall be made in the year eighteen
hundred and eighty-six, and shall be upon the
gross earnings, to be ascertained as herein pro-
vided, for the entire year of eighteen hundred
and eighty-five. Taxation tor the fiscal year
ending June thirtieth, eighteen hundred and
eighty five, is not aS'ected by this amendment.

Now, Therefore, pursuant to the provision!
of the Constitution and an Act ofthe Legisla-
ture, entitled "An Act to Provide for the Sub-
mission of Proposed Amendments to the Con-
stitution of the State of California to the Quali-
fied Electors for their Approval, approved
March 7th, A. D. 1583," the said amendment is
submitted to be voted upon, by ballot, b, 1" c
qualified electors of tho j:ate on

Number One," and the ballots used at such
election must contain the word3, " FOR THE
AMENDMENT Number One," or the words,

"AGAINSTTHE AMENDMENT Number One,"
written or printed thereon.
