His Mother.
Nkw Yobk, October 11th.—Judge Dono-

hue. of the Supreme Court, bus denied the
application of Mrs. Charity Wiggins, moth-
er of Thomas Wiggins, known as " Blind
Tom," the wonderful pianist, to have his
mental condition inquired into by a Com-
mission and his estate cared for. Tom's
father's name was Mingn, and he is dead.
ISoth father and mother were Georgia
slaves. Tom was born in that State in
IS4SI. When he was i years old the whole
family were sold as slaves to James W.
Bethnne, with whom they remained until
freed by the war. Under agreement, Tom
was placed in control of Bethune for five
yean, until May, 1.570, when he would be
of age. This was approved of by S. F.
Bayne, Superintendent ofFreedmen at Au-
gusta, Ga. Without the parents' consent,
Bethune took Tom out of the State and
put him on exhibition as a pianist.
In J«7(i Tom became a citizen
of New York. While on exhibition
in Virginia Tom was declared a lunatic,
and liethune's son, John <'J. Uethune. was
declared his guardian. He acted as Tom's
manager until 1884, when he died. The
elder Bethune was then appointed. In the
meantime, Mrs. Wiggins removed to this
City, and brought suit against Bethune for
the services of her son, and an accounting
ofthe profits of the exhibitions given since
l^;r>. That suit is pending at Alexandria,
Va. The old lady has twelve children, the
oldest (>0 years of age. and the youngest 'IS.
All were born in slavery, therefore not
born iv lawful wedlock. Tom has no heirs.
His mother is next of kin, unless the
Court decides the oilier children to be rela-
tives. Hence the application to Judge Don-
ohue. The affidavits state that Tom,
though possessed of wonderful musical
ability, is an idiot. The application was
denied, on Iho ground that proceedings
should be instituted in the State where the
guardian was tirst appointed.

Sunderland, who died in New York last
Saturday, was well known here, where he
had lived for several years past. Judge
Sunderland was born near Greencastle,
lnd., nearly 68 years ago. In his youth he
studied law in Hannibal, Mo. In 1850 he
went to California, and practiced law there
until 1862, when lie removed to Xevada,
and from that time to the present has lived
for varying peliods in Nevada, California
and the District of Columbia. At different
times during his professional career he was
a partner of Judge J. H. Ralston, Governor
Johnson, Mr. Crittenden and other leading
lawyers of the Pacific coast. Wherever he
practiced lie stood in the front rank ofable
lawyers. In 1871, with Senator Stewart
andC. J. Hillycr,he became a heavy owner
of Washington real estate, ami so contin-
ued till his death. He leaves a and
three children. Mrs. T. G. Verdi, of this
city: Miss Jessie and Frank G. Sunder-
land.

Mr. Carrier in Demand.

New York, October 11th.—The Times
prints a story to the effect that three months
ago Charles Swan, a minim engineer and
superintendent on the Pacific slope, came
Kast to sell some California property, said
to be worth about a million dollars.

At the Hoffman House in this city
they met one Carrier, who undertook to
find customers in New Haven. After all
sorts of plausible work and stories, and
after securing about $1,000 from Ferris on
various pretexts. Carrier disappeared Sep-
tember ".nth, and the police are now look-
ing for him.

Ii
calls upon the Bnpreme authorities of Mex-
ico to a venire "tiua outrage —this sale of a
Mexican citizen." Sheriff Sanchez of this
(Webb) county, who took part in the beat
lor Coy, declares his extradition was regu-
lar and satisfactory to the aumoridee m
TaroanKpas. Sanchez was reticent abont
the payment of any money to the Mexican
officers. The prisoner was carried to .San
Antonio last night under a heavy gu:ml.
He willbe delivered to the :nUini: Sheriff of
Karnes county in a day or two. Coy had an
accomplice named (J:ircia in the brutal
murder of Sheriff KKier. and Texas officers
are making i Sorts to secure him. An offi-
cer is on hi- track in Coabnila. It i-igr&atly
feared trouble will grow out of this mat-
ter, as the Mexicans :ire becoming much
excited.

PERILS OF THEOCEAN.
Details ot the lii~.i»:. r to the Steamship

Auchorm.
[By Telesrarih.l

.St. Jon.-.- ,S. P.), October 11th.—The
steamer Anchoria. Captain Small, left Glas-
gow on the IMbof September, bound for
New York. She had 700 souls on board,
including passengers and crew. On Sep-
tember 22d, four days alter she had cleared
from Glasgow, a strong gale sprang up,
during which a heavy sea struck the ship,
and in the lurch which she made, the shatt
of the propeller was broken. At the time
cif the accident she was reckoned about
1.200 miles west of Ireland. The shock
occasioned by the breaking of the shaft
threw the ship on her side. Many
of the passengers were badly fright-
ened, but upon the officers" assuring
them that there was no danger of sinking,
a panic was averted and order restored.
In a short time sails were set. and the ship
became somewhat steadier, but the rodder
gear having been rendered useless, she
drifeed about at the mercy of the waves.
From the 22d of September till October
Oth the ship drifted helplessly about, efforts
in the mean time being made daily to re-
pair the broken shaft. On October 6th the
engineers effected a temporary repair, and
the ship was once more got under control.
The sea was now comparatively smooth,
and the ship moved slowly in a westerly
direction. She made fairly good time till
midnight on Thursday, the 7th. when

THE ENGINES MOWED SfI'DENLY.
Fears were entertained by the passengers

that the shaft had again broken, but they
were assured by the officers that such was
not the case, and that the engines would
be started in the morning at 10 o'clock. On
Friday fhe engines were again started, and
when the hundreds of anxious passengers
on board heard the piopc-ller moving, hopes
were entertained tiiat the tedious voyage
would soon be over by reaching land; but
these hopes were not soon to be real-
ized, for after fifteen revolutions the shaft
l>r^ke again, this time beyond all prospect
of being repaired. A consultation was
now held by the officers, and the exact po-
sition ofthe ship ascertained. It was found
that she was eighty miles off the coast of
Newfoundland. As provisions were run-
ning short, all or. board were put on an al-
lowance of two meals per day. Ti:e First
i tfflcer, UacFarlsne, an I sev< n others vol-
unteered to launch a I I :.:-..i make for the
coast The boat's cr \u25a0\u25a0-.• manfully took
their places ::<\u25a0<! the boat wms lowered
away. They took on board a quantity of
biscuit i:i tins and t^v,> casks c;f wa'cr. The
siirht of the brave fellows, as the boat put
off from the ship's side,

And Silent prayers were sent up for tlirir
safety. At first no word was spoken, bi;t
the pent-up feelings of the 7uO persons on
board found vent finally In loud and lmiir
cheers ami heartfelt cries of " God speed !"
as tlie !><ut disappeared from view. The
First Oiiicer was instructed by the Captain
to secure the services of a steamer if Urn
boat readied St. Johns. On Friday the
ship made bnt little headway, and the ei-

pected steamer did not come to her assist-
ance on that day. nor during the following
night, on Saturday al noon, however, the
glad cry of "Land!" rang through the
ship. Another volunteer crew were quietly
enlisted, consisting this time wholly ofpas-
senpers, who polled toward the shore. It
subsequently transpired that the flrsl
boat arrived at r*t. Johns at 2 o'clock
yesterday afternoon, and the second
boat reached the Pouch Core settlement
near Cape Francis. L'o miles north of St.
John's, at 4 (''clock in the afternoon of the
same day. On his arrival Lore the First
Officer communicated with Bir Ambrose

who immediately negotiated with local
agents, and the steamer Miranda, of the
Red Cross Line, was dispatched in search
of the Anchoria.

Railroad Items.
The Yrcka Journal of recent issue has the

allowing:
The graders are within a mile ami

a hah* ol Sisson's, and it is stated that a
train willbe run to Sisson's on the 21th in-
stant, at which time there is to be an auc-
tion sale of town lota in the new city of
Sisson. Only about a quarter of a mile of
trestle work is required this side ofthe Big
canyon, at Preston's.

The surveyors are between Berryvale and
ButteviHe, and the road is located as far as
Maxwell's mill. The road will come
within a quarter of a mile of ButteviHe
crossing the Beaughan ranch, now owned
by Sam Jackson.

The company expects to continue work
all winter, believing it will be more advan-
tageous than to stop work. Ifwork is
nut suspended, it will take but a few weeks
to reach Yrcka after the road is completed
to Sisson's.

The San Francisco Bulletin of last even
ing says:

The Southern Pacific Company has in
the field a force of engineers examining the
route of the California and Oregon into
Eastern Oregon, and studying the character
and resources of that portion of our neigh-
boring State, which is comparatively un-
known. The work of building a rail cud
up the Klatuath river toward the east will
be very easy in comparison with that
which "would be necessary to cross the Sis
kiyou Mountains and connect with the
Oregon and California road at Ashland.
The roid which will be poshed up the
Klaiuath river will ultimately connect witii
the Oregon Railroad and Navigation Com-
pany's iine, near the noithern boundary of
the .^tate. All of the vast territory to the
esstoi the Cascade Bangs will be mada
tributary to this road, which, in first pene-
trating the region, will secure an advan-
tage over the Oregon-Pacific, now being
built eastward tor Yakima Bay, which it
will be bard for the latterroad to overcome.
The California and Or<v>n road will, by
the connection with the Orego-i Railroad
and Navigation Company's line, have
opened to it all the country winch the
