It is
learned that this part of his report sets
forth minutely the official orders received
by bim; his own orders p'acing Captain
Lawton in immediate command : the sys-
tem of signaling adopted, etc,, and after-
wards recites substantially the following
pdetails :

Some days prior to the surrender a de-
serter {rom Geronimo's band came into
General Miles’ camp with the information
that the renegades were short of food,
rlothing and ammunition ; that they were
footsore and nearly exhausted from long ;
marches, and could not hold out much |
longer. General Miles ordered I.‘cutenant
Gatewood, who Eknew Geronimo and ,
Natchez well and who spoke the Apache
language, to take a guard uf[ vO men, ob-
tain xpxr’.c y, if pm-.lne with Geronimo,
and see if he would surrender.

GERONIMO LAID DOWN HIS ARMS

And signified his willingness to surrender,
but Natchez, who in tgg meantime kept
out of reach and refused to come in—sent
word that he wanted to go to the White
Mountains for a month, whereupon Gero-
nimo went out’after Natchez, and soon re-
turned with him.

Geronimo, in explanation and justifica-
tion of his condmt said that he left the
reservation for the reason that there was a
conspiracy afoot there, headed by Chatta,
to murder him. Geronimo, Natchez and
two others were loaded into an ambulance,
followed by the rest of the band in charge
of Captain Lawton, and taken to Fort
Bowie station and shipped to Texas.

PLEADING FOR THE INDIANS,

General Miles, in his report, argues at
some length the auestion of punishment,
and calls attention to the fact that hereto-
tore in such cases removal has been deemed
sufficient. He cites several cases in which
no greater punishment has been inflicted ;
~')eaks of the great good done Arizona bv
their removsl, and suggests that they be
treated as other Indians have been treated
under similar circamstances. He compli-
ments Captein Lawton, Lieutenant Gate-
wood and the soldiers of their commands
for their bravery and indefatigable exer-
tions to capture or route the enemy.

GERONIMO'S CURIOSITY.

From an army friend of Lieutenant
Gatewood it is learned that he found Gero-
nimo and his band” encamped near the
Mexican town of Fronteras, in Sonora, an
old Mexican adobe hamlet surrounded _by
an adobe wall. It was at one time a mis-
sion settlement, founded by the Jesuits.
When Lieutenant Gatewood came upon
the band he left his guards and alone
walked into Geronimo’s camp. On seeing
the intruder, the Indians seized their
guns, but on the Lieutenant lay-
ing dewn his arms and beckoning
Geronimo, whom he recognized, the
Indians also laid down lhelr guns and
came forward. The two chiefs seated them-
selves on a pile of stones. Geronimo want-
ed to know what kind of a man General
Miles was, and whether be had a bright
eye or a dull one; whether he talked fast
or slow: whether he was a large man, and
what was his general appearance. He
wanted to know all about him. Gatewood
replied that General Miles had a bright eye
and did not talk much, but what he said
could be relied on. The Indian was much
pleased with this assurance, and together
they walked away to find Captain Lawton.
