Treasurer.

A crunken mah of middle age, and fairly
well-dressed, was arrested at the ferry land-
ing on Wednesday. The prisoner was in
such a stupid condition that all efforts to
learn his name was futile, so he was laid
outin a cellto sleep himself sober. The
next morning he was dead.

The body of an unknown man was found
floating in the bay on Wednesday. The
body had been in the water about three
weeks, and the features were unrecogniz-
able. The deceased was about 50 years of
age. His clothing consisted of dark trous-
ers, a blue checked shirt and brogan shoes.

The commissions used by the overland
lines to cut the passenger rates from this
city to Kastern points are daily grow-
ing larger as the rate of fare isrednced. On
Wednesday the rate was about $20 lower
than the schedule of fares issued by the
Southern Pacific Railroad Company be-
tween this city and New York.

Ed. Kane and D. Ghirardelli, two boys
aboat 16 years of age, residing on Third
street, between Market and Myrtle, were
examining a shotgun on Wednesday pre-
paratory to going on a hunting trip. Kane
had the gun in his hand, when it went off
accidentally, wounding his companion.

Eliza Neylon et al., widow and orphans
of Thomas Neylon, deceased, have sued the
Southern Pacific Railroad Company to re-
cover £30,000 damages for the death of
Thomas Neylon. He was killed on August
19th last by being run over by an engine
belonging to the defendant corporation, at
the corner of Fourth and Townsend streets.

The whaling bark Coral, Captain Kelley,
arrived on Wednesday fromm Ouinamak
Pass. She reported that on August 15th
she spoke the bark Ohio, with nine whales,
and the Eliza, with two whales. On the
6th of the same month she spoke the Emma
F. Herriman, which had two sperm and
two right whales. The bark Europa on
June 20th was ** clean.”

Officer Holbrook, of the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Children, arrested
Mairy McCauley, of 408 Harrison street,
Wednesday, for alleged cruelty to her chil-
dren. She is charged with not only having
neglected to give her children food and
clothing, but with failure to give them
medical care during their illness, The ar-
resting officer found two of the children
down with scarlet fever, and had them re-
moved to the County Hospital. The other
children were turned over to the care of the
Sisters of the Holy Family.

Owing to the fact that the majority of the
scalpers of the city are loaded up with
Grand Army tickets, all of which expire on
the 27th inst., they are now making strenu-
ous eftorts to get rid of them at any price.

CEINESE BOOMERANG.

MAYOR BARTLETT’S ANTI- MON-
GOLIAN RECORD.

An Uncxpected Explosion in the Dem-
ocratic Camp, Spreading
General Dismay.

The action of Mayor Bartlett in indorsing
the anti-Chinese plank in the Democratic
platform, and especially and specifically in
his speeches indorsing the untrue and ma-
licious clause which has the words ** The
Burlingame-Swift Treaty,’—thus unfairly
implying that Mr. Swift is in some manner
responsible for the presence of the undesir-
able Asiatics among us—makes the follow-
ing article of interest and point, and which
appeared in the San Francisco Post October
13th :

* You know, of course, that Mayor Bart-
lett has never tried to enforce the Chinese
laundry ordinances passed by the Board of
Supervyisors, but you don't know his rea-
sons for taking such an unpopular posi-
tion,” remarked an old resident of North
Beach to a Post reporter, to-day; * I can
tell you, however,” he continued. *The
Mayor is personally interested in not hav-
ing the Chinese laundries removed from
the city limits, and in not having the Mon-
goliars compelled to do their laundry work
in brick and stone buildings. In other
words, he is the owner of a piece of prop-
erty that he has rented for the past twenty
years to Chinese laundrymen at an exorbit-
ant rent. It was occupied as a Chinese
washhouse until Mayor Bartlett went into
the fight for the gubernatorial nomination.
Then he ousted the heathen and the place
has been vacant since. If you cdon't be-
lieve it, go and see for yourself.”

ALAS! IT IS TOO TRUE.

The reporter couid hardly believe that
the respectable Silurian Mayor and Demo-
cratic candidate for Governor, who is ask-
ing for the vote of the anti-Chinesze labor-
ing man, would be guilty of such incon-
sistency, and sought for documentary
and occular proof of the allegations. Going
to the Tax Collector’s office, the newsgath-
erer found in volume 4, on page 114, of the
tax collections for the year 1885-6, that
“ Washington Bartlett was assessed for a
house and lot on the north side of Green-
wich street, beginning 25 feet west of Jen-
sen street, running west 25 feet, thence
north 49.6, east 25 feet and south 40.6 feet.”
The assessed valuation of the lot was placed
at $610 and the building at $30. The re-
porter then went to the place indicated in
the Tax Collector’s book, and easily found
the property. To say that the building is
a Silurian monument would be an insult
to Silurianism, for there is no more dilap-
idated or disreputable looking structure in
San Francisco.

BARTLETT'S CHINESE LAUNDRY.

It is a low, one-story building, and from
its time-worn appearance must have been
built in the early days of San Francisco.
The exterior is repulsive enough, but it is
elegance enough compared to the interior,
which presents a matchless aggregation of
smoke-begrimed walls, sunken, patched
and broken floors, rotten partitions, and
siding that ia covered with what was once
slimy dirt, and everywhere the evidence
that the place had for years been occupied
by Chinese as a wash-house. In the back
room stands a brick furnace, in which the
heathens had heated their water for laun-
dry purposes, while in another room is the
remains of an old furnace used for cook-
ing. The structure stands on ground that
slopes from Greenwich street north and sits
on stilts, so that all the dirty water from
the wash-house runs into the yards of the
neighbors. On the east it shoulders up
again® a grocery store, and on the west is
built up against a valuable and substantial

row of comfortable residences. On the

north are homes of poor people.

THE NEIGHBORS ON BARTLETT'S WASH-
HOUSE,

“Yes,” said the widow who keeps the
grocery store, in reply to a guestion from
the reporter, “Mayor Bartlett owns that
building, and has for twenty years.”

“Has it ever been occupied as a wash-
house ?”

* You might better ask if it has ever been
rented for any other purpose,” was the re-
ply. “* Why, he has had it occupied by
Chinese for a laundry for fully twenty
years, and it was only a few months ago
that the last heathen went out. You see,
as soon as he was talked about for Gov-
ernor he made the old Chinaman go out,
but told him that in a few months he could
come back again. That means that when
he gets to be Governor or gets beaten, he
will rent the place again to his old Chinese
tenant. The place hias always been a great
nuisance to the neighbors, and has put me
to a great deal of expense. You see the
water from the wash-house runs into the
vards all around here, and twice I have had
to have new foundations put under my
building, caused by the rotting of the un-
derpinning. If I had not, the store would
have fallen down long ago. I have lived
here for twenty years, and during that time
the only improvement he has put on the
building was a pipe from the watercloset.
Before he did that, the watercloset he fur-
nished the Chinese consisted of a box
placed under the building. The stench and
drainage from that was such a nuisance
that the neighbors complained to the
Health Officer,

A MEAN REVENGE.

“The result was that Mr. Bart’ett had to
open his purse to the extent of a few dol-
lars and put in a pipe from the watercloset.
And what do you suppose he did? Well,
I guess he knew that the complaint of the
neighbors had been the cause of his having
to make the improvement, and proposed to
get even. At any rate he singled me out
as a vietim of his displeasure, and placed
the new watercloset right against my kitch-
en window. Here it is,” said she, as she
threw open a door and disclosed the evi-
dence of her assertion. ‘‘If that is not an
outrage I would like to know what you
would call it. We are always afraid of fire
from the washhouse, because, as you can
see for yourself, it is a regular firetrap, and
I suppose that we will some day be burned
out of house and home in order that Mayor
Bartlett may get his regular $25 a month
for a building that is not fit for human
beings to live in. I have iried several
times to buy it in order that we might be
relieved of the nuisance, but he is not anx-
ious to sell.

WHERE IS THE ASSESOR?

“You will understand this when I tell
vou that he asks $2,700 for the property
which you say is not assessed for $700. I
urged him to sell the place for a fair price;
but he said that I could take it at his fiz-
ures or let it alone. * Well,’ said I to him,
‘ Mayor Bartlett, if you put another lot of
Chinamen in that place after election, I will
make it so hot for them that they will be
glad to get out in a hurry.'! *‘Very well,
madam,’ said he, in his solemn way, ‘ we
will see about that little matter,” and he
wentaway. You see the trouble is, we are
all poor and humble people around here,
and that is the reason that Mr. Bartlett
with his little patch of ground makes
things uncomfortable for us. If this prop-
erty were surrounded by well-to-do prop-
erty-holders, they would very soon bring
him to his senses, for they could go into
Court and make such a row that Mr. Bart-
lett would very soon stop his profitable
dealings with the Chinese. But we zare
poor, and can’t spare any money to go into
law; so we will have to stand it, for as
soon as the election is over, the old China-
man and his mob will be back here again
with their stinking wash water and dis-
gusting practices. I know the Chinaman
is anxious to come back, for he kicked hard
about having to go away, and besides that
he was not very pleasantly situated, for in
the place where he now is there is a hard
crowd of colored people overhead and a

{ than I was when I heard that Mayor Bart-
| Jett was the landlord of Chinese tenants.
! Why, it took my breath away,” said C. F.
McGlashan, President of the Anti-Chinese
Non-Partisan Association, *“ My surprise
would not have been so great had it not
been a well-known tact that the Mayor has
been just about as outspoken in his con-
demnation of the Chinese as I have, and I
can't understand how he could occupy
these two positions. You know that our
asociation is particularly in sympathy with

Iwill
be — if I will vote for a man who har-
bors and deals with Chinese, and I know
there are thousands of others in the State
who are in the same position. This is a
serious matter, and one that demands some
kind of an explanation from Mayor Bart-
lett. I am very anxious to know what his
reply will be.” z
FRANK RONEY'S REMARKS.

‘I have known that the Mayor was rent-
ing his property to Chinese for some time,
and I have shown that it would be ex-
Y]oded on him sgoner or later,” said Frank

loney, President of the Federated Trades.
“Of course the general public has been
ignorant of the fact. They have supposed
that the Mayor was honest and sincere in
his declared position against the Chinese,
but this shows that he was not. It is some-
thing that will strike the laboring man
very forcibly, and I don’t think there is
one of them that can support him after
knowing the true situation. It would be
the proper thing for every anti-Chinese
club in the city and State to pass resolu-
tions of condemnation of Mayor Bartlett’s
course.”

MASTER WORKMAN KINNEY.

H. C. Kinney, Master Workman of the
Knights of Labor of this district, a stanch
Democrat, was very outspoken when asked,
as the representative of the Knights of
Labor, how the members of the organiza-
tion would act regarding Mayor Bartlett's
pro-Chinese course.

“Ifitis true, as published in the Post,
that Mayor Bartlett is harboring and deal-
ing with Chinese,” said he, ‘‘and I have no
reason to doubt it, the Knights of Labor
will have no other course but to repudiate
him. They caimot support a man who
stands in that position.”

THE WHITE COOKS AND WAITERS.

“There is no polities in our Associa-
tion,” said President Shepherd, of the
White Cooks’ and Waiters’ Union; “ but
if Mayor Bartlett does not disprove the
allegations made against him by the Post,
the Democratic white cooks and waiters
will sour on him atonce. They won'tstand
a candidate who makes his money off of
Chinese labor, and if he fails to clear him-
self they will vote to a man for Swift.

* Why attack a man for doing an act of
kindness to a peaceable people, here under
the protection of a solemn treaty?” said
Consul Bee. *‘ If there was no demand for
washing by Chinese there would be no Chi-
nese laundries, and Mayor Bartlett would
have to send his laundry to some one else.

It would be more sensible for these
men who howl against the Chinese to go to
work and compete with them, instead of
talking. I think this matter will do Mayor
Bartlett more good than harm. It will get
him votes from conservative people.”
