The Republican rally Saturday night at |
the Wigwam was a fine one. A grand
torchlight procession had been arranged,
but the inclemency of the weather pre-
vented the carving out of that part of the
programme. 1. did not, however, one
whit dampen the enthusiasm of the Re-
publicans who filled the seats of the vast
auditorium, while many stood in the

lobby. There were present a goodly num-
ber of ladies.

On taking the chair, Mr. Steffens made
one of the most telling local speeches of
the campaign, it being a straightforward
appeal to Republicans to stand by the
ticket, and giving substantial reasons why
they should do so. It was received with a
round of hearty applause.

The first speaker was Hon. Jos. Me-
Kenna, who came on the stand amid
the plaudits of the vast audience, re-
peated over and again, mingled with
enthusiastic cheering. Mr. McKenna's
Congressional career has been so thor-
oughly satisfactory to the people of this
section that there is not here entertained
the slightest doubt of his return to his post
by an immense majority. He spoke for
about forty minutes, and in an impressive
and convincing manner. We cannot find
room for any extracts from his argument
at this time. He reviewed the promise of
the Democratic party on which it went into
Federal power, and its utter failure to re-
deem it. It had not found rascals to turn
out, nor had it beea able to discover any
inaccuracies even in the books, let alone
evidences ot peculation and robbery. He
took up the Democratic platform of this
State, and on which his opponent, Mr. Mc-
Pike, is seeking Congressional honors, and
showed its hollowness and falsity, declar-
ing most of its planks to be insults to
ordinary intelligence. Democratic dom-
inance he proved to mean free trade, and
the only salvation of the country from that
he showed was in the Republican party re-
taining power in Congress sufficient to
throttle the evil. On the Chinese question
he discussed the restriction bills and ex-
plained the action of Congress upon the
new bills, proving that the failure to pass
the measures necessary to meet the
weakness of the law to be wholly
chargeable to the Democratic majority
in the House of Representatives. The
Republican Senate had promptly passed
the bills, but they died in the House
despite the efforts of the California delega-
tion to gain them any consideration. The
Morrow bill, as it passed the Senate, he de-
clared to be amply equal to the needs of
California in checking Chinese imnmigra-
tion. In refering to the memorial to Con-
gree on the Chinese evil as drawn by Mr.
Swift, he said it was the most effective and
powerful paper ever presented on the sub-
ject and had a wide reading and exerted
great influence in the East. He took up
the silver question, defending his vote
against free coinage, and replying to Nr.
McPike at length, pointing out how iil in-
formed is the latter upon questions
of national finunce. To show that the
President,Secretary Lamar,Secretary Mann-
ing and Secretary Bayard are all opposed
to silver coinage, and that the President is
equally so, he read extracts from Con-
gressional reports and other sources, giving
letters and speeches of those Democratic
chieftains. He declared that the financial
question will not be settled by sentiment.
Itis a grave and weighty question, which
Mr. McPike wholly misconceives. The his-
tory of the Bland bill he clearly and
briefly sketched, and announced that un-
der the law as it stands all the silver pro-
duct of the country can be minted if only
the Democratic administration can be
brought to a realization of duty. His (Mc-
Kenna's) vote against free coinage was a

vote of conscience and conviction as
to the best policy of the country
and against inflation. Regarding the

pensioning of soldiers he made a strong
appeal to his hearers and a telling assault
upon the vetoes of the President. He ut-
tered a trunism when he said that if we ex-
pect volunteers in time of trial again we
will, by refusing to pension soldiers and
care for their widows and orphans, create
the liability of the men of the country re-
fusing to trust their loved ones to the black
ingratitude of the country. He .esought
the people * for God's sake to preserve the
sentiment from which army and navy can
be called on in time of need—and neither
of which we now have.” In conclusion ne
declared that the election in California this
fall was of the highest importance in its
bearing upon the Presidential campaign
two years hence.

Was the next speaker, My. Steffens intro-
ducing him as the man who got left four
years ago in the race for Governor. ** Yes,"”
said Mr. Estee, ** but I've been a good deal
happier than the man who won,” which
happy reply * brought down the whole
house.”

Candidate for Superintendent of Public In-
struction, was the next speeker. He said
he came simply to be seen and to meet the
people. He intended to be elected. He
received his education in the public schools
and had been twenty-three years a teacher
of common schools. He was a friend of the
new school-book system and favored going
a step beyond that and making the books
free. This could be done by retaining
them in the school libraries as fast as
yielded by the grades. This would make
the children careful of them and tend to
drill them in habits of neatness. Where
damaged badly the parents shouid be
charged the cost, and thus they would
bring their children up in habits of careful-
ness and neatness. It had been objected
that he was old. All he had to say was
that he was never more vigorous, and he
submitted that few men of 53 were more
so, while as for his opponent hLe
was 61.
