Matters at Sabine Pass.

GaLvestoxn, October 18th.—The commit-
tee of citizens who left here Saturday night
on the tugboat Estelle, which bad a
schooner in tow, carrying $1,000 worth of
provisions for the sufferers at Sabine Pass
and Johnson Bayou, returned at a late

hour last night. They reached Sabine
Pass carly Sunday morning and found

about 100 persons still there,
leave the site of their former homes.
are now occupying the few houses that
withstood the storm. One-half the food
and clothing taken up by the committees
was distributed among these sufferers, who
were in great need of everything. There-
mainder was sent up to Johnson Bayou by
the barge Topsy, as the tide and channel
would not permit of the listelle’s going up
the river. The committee were unanimous
ip their statements regarding the absolute
destitution of the survivors. They say
they never saw such suffering for the com-
mon necessities of life as exists at Sabine
Pass and Johnson Bayou. The committee
ascertained that the total number of per-
sons who lost their lives was 130, and of
these 64 were colored and 33 were whites,
Only 65 bodies have thus far been recov-
ered and buried. Searching parties con-
tinue to hunt for the bodies of missing
friends.
New York’s Grand Cathedral.

New York, October 18th.—Twenty years
ago ground was broken in Brooklyn and
the foundation stones of St. John’s Roman
Catholic Cathedral were auspiciously laid.
It was the intention to construct the finest
church in the United States. The work
was carried on until the walls had attained
a hight of twenty-five feet, when Bishop
Laughlin determined to discontinue the
work, as the money necessary for its com-
pletion was sadly needed to establish hos-
pitals and orpban homes. After all that
time, and with the walls covered with ivy
and other clinging plants, the vast struet-
ure is to be pushed to completion. It will
take six years to complete it, and the ex-
penditure will be over $1,000,000. The
style of architecture will be antique Gothic
and an adaption of the style of all the ca-
thedrals in Europe.
