There is very little sickness in town.

The lumber trade is active, and but little

stock will have to be carried through the
winter.

The Storm King seems to be occupying
his throne on the mountain summits.

No orders have yet been issued to discon-
tinue the local train, reports to the contrary
notwithstanding.

Bill Irwin caught twelve trout in an
hour oft" I'orter's wharf at Dormer lake
yesterday.

H. H. Jacobs intends putting in a gaso-
line stove in his bakery, and serve meals at
all hours to those desiring them.

The chestnut bell hasappeared inTruckee
and Judge Reiser has one. The "(Ml " are
requested to come to the front once more.

Wildgeese are plentiful at Dormer lake.
\V. I). Koberson has killed eight during
the past week, two of which weighed fif-
teen pounds.

The wind blew so hard at Dormer Lake
yesterday that it took the new tin roof off
the steamer Comet and sunk it—the roof—
in the lake.

The streets of Truckee during the day
are very quiet, but in the evening there is a
large crowd of people in town. This shows
that most of the men are busy, and that
there are but few idle men.

Lake Tahoe has been very rough the past
week. One raft of logs was broken up and
scattered a few days aj;o, and some of the
mills are nearly out of logs, because it is
impossible to tow them across the lake
when the wind is biowiug.

The new coal shed of the railroad com-
pany is to be located between the main
track and the round-house, and work will
soon be commenced in arranging the side
tracks for it. The buildings will be, when
completed, sixty feet wide and three hun-
dred feet long. Three tracks will run
through. A donkey engine stationed on a
flat car, to which will be attached a big
derrick, will do the work of loading and
unloading. The construction of the build-
ing will afford employment to quite a force
of workmen.

A Laborer Bukikd Alive.—A.fatal acci-
dent occurred at 11 o'clock this morning
by the caving of the sand where men em-
ployed by J. J. O'Connor, the contractor,
were digging for the sewer on Clay street,
near Baker. Cornelius Harrington, one of
the laborers, was at the bottom ofthe ditch
and stooping burrowed into the bank ahead
to tit a piece of pipe. While prostrate the
bank caved, burying the unfortunate man
completely. A heavy piece of timber, used
as a support or brace to keep up the sand
at the sides, struck him. The workmen
immediately set to work to remove the
sand, but, quick as they worked, Harring-
ton was dead when they reached him, hav-
ing been suffocated aud crushed by the
heavy mass. Deputy Coroner Lane re-
moved the body to the Morgue. Deceased
was an Irishman, 45 years of age. He was
unmarried, and lived with his sister in the
suburbs of the city.—8. !•'.
