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DOMESTIC NEWS.

Still Quaking.

CaarLesToN, October 22d.—There was a
sharp earthquake shock here at 5:28 o'clock
this morning. The duration was about
twelve seconds. Houses were shaken and
windows rattled, but no damage was done.
The shock was sharp also at Summerville,
and was followed by several “*baby quakes,”
as they are called there. Telegraphic ad-
vices state that the shock was felt at Savan-
nah, Augusta, Columbia, Orangeburg and
other points in this State, While the re-
carrence of these quakes is trying to
women and childten, it causes no interrup-
tion either in business or the work of re-
pairing damages, which is progressing vig-
orously.

COLUMBIA SHAKEN UP.

CorLumeia (8. C.), October 22d.—There
was a heavy earthquake shock here at 5:25
o’'clock this morning. lasting 30 seconds.
It was preceded by a loud and continuous
rumbling, which lasted until the quake
passed off. Nearly every one was aroused
by the shock, which swayed buildings and
rattled things lively. It was the heaviest
shock felt since the second one of August
Jlst.

CRACKS IN THE EARTH.

Ly~cusure (Ala.), October 22d.—Three
large cracks in the earth have just been
discovered on the top of ** Flat Top” Moun-
tain, adjacent to the Pocahontas coal mines
in Tazemell, evidently caused by the earth-
quake. One of them crossed the mountain
wagon road, and large trees and rocks have
been thrown into it, so as to make it pas-
sable. The cracks extend a long distance
and run north and south.

AT OTHER FLACES,

WirLminaron (N. C.), October 22d.—Two
distinct shocks of earthquake were felt here
this morning at about 1 o’clock. One was
quite severe and shook houses and awak-
ened a great many people. No damage is
repur(cﬁ.

Ravricu (N. C.), October 22d.—Two dis-
tinct earthquake shocks were felt here to-
day, at about 4 A. M. and 3 p. M.

LouisviLLg, October 22d.—A slight earth-
quake shock was felt here at 2:10 o'clock
this afternoon. It lasted about five sec-
onds, and the vibrations were nearly north
and south.

Later.—Shocks were reported this after-
noon at Charleston jAtlanta, Colambia, Au-
gusta and other places.

A SCARE AT SAVANNAH.

Savawxan (Ga.), October 22d.—Savannah
was visited by two decided earthquake
shocks to-day, the first at 4:55 a. »., local
time. This was notable for its duration
and tremors, which continued 10 or 20
seconds. A good deal of apprehension,
but no general alarm, was caused by it.
Many people, hotel guests, especially, got
up and did not go back to bed. At 2.20
o'clock this afternoon another vibration,
accompanied by a rumbling noise, was
felt. It was equally as severe as the first,
but of much less duration. Many claim
that these shocks were almost as severe as
any that bave been experienced here, ex-
cept the great shock of August 31st. They
were felt everywhere in this section of the
State, but no damage is reported.

WASHINGTON GETS A TASTE.
WasHiNgToN, October 22d. — A slight
earthquake shock was felt here at 2:50

o’'clock this afternoon. The tremor lasted
but an instant, but was sufficiently strong
to *‘pi” type on the composing stones in
the fourth story of the Star office. The
shock was so distinct on the fourth floor of
the State, Wear and Navy building that
some of the clerks became alarmed and ran
into the corridor.

Chief Mangus and Two Warriors Cap-
tured.

Wasnisceron, October 22d—The follow-
ing telegram from General Miles, dated
Fort Apache, Arizona, October 19th, has
been transmitted by General Howard to
to the War Department :

“A detachment under Captain Cooper, of
the Tenth Cavalry, has just arrived at the
post, having captured Mangus and his
whole party, consisting of Mangus, two
men, three squaws and five children, also
twenty-nine mules and five ponies, all of
which were brought in. These Indians
had been pursued by Lientenant Johnson
and others through Chiricahua, Mexico,
and New Mexico since September 7th.”

A dispatch, dated San Francisco, October
21st, from Assistant Adjutant-General Mc-
Keever, says: '‘The following telegram
was just received from General Miles:

“Mangus, who was captured by Captain
Cocper, states that part of his band was
captured by Mexicans and never heard of
afterwards. This would seem to confirm
other reports that gave rise to the report
that Mangus himself had been killed.
Capfain Viele, commanding Fort Apache,
states that he believes we have all that are
left of Mangus' party.”

It was learned at the War Department
that the Indians above referred to formed
part of Geronimo's band, but separated
from that warrior’'s command last April;
when he offered to surrender to General
Crook. Nothing definite was known of
Mangus’ movements after the separation,
but it was reported that he had escaped
into Mexico and had been killed by the
Mexicans.

Alaskan Exploration.

NEew York, October 22d.—William Libby,
Jr., Professor of Physical Geography in
Princeton College and scientist of the Times
Alaska expedition. arrived in New York on
Monday. To a Times reporter he said:
“ Beyond a doubt no white man ever saw
the Jones river or Castina lake, and no
white man ever stood upon the glaciers
named and described, or upon the Chaix
hills, in advance of the 7imes expedition. I
heard of this coutroversy when I reached
i nd consequently am not speaking
e spur of the moment. I would like
ay that the river which the Sun refers to

I camped by Mount Edgecombe
and climbed its summit, and made the dis-
covery, though it 1s a mere parasitic cone,
on the side of a much larger and more an-
cient volcano. No one has ever described
the crater of the older volecano which lies
between Mount Edgecombe and the other
two mountains, directly to the north of it.

and three in another, making it the largest |
crater known in northern latitudes.”

Some of the Unwritten History of the
Rebellion,

LouisviLLE, October 22d. — The Times
publishes an interesting column concern-
ing the Northwestern conspiracy attempt of
the Confederate Government during the
war to release Southern prisoners in the
North, and to enlist into active service the
Sons of Liberty and anti-Lincolnites,
copperheads, etc., throughout Ohio, In-
diana and Illinois, 1n a gigantic at-
t mpt to create a liversion which would
relieve the pressure upon the army at
the front. Active operations were in
charge of Judge Thomas H. Hines, with
John Castleman as chief adviser. This
episode in the secret history of the war
times has Seen forced into public notice by
current articles from all quarters on war
topics, and the details are mainly taken
from papers in the hands of ex-Chief Jus-
tice Hines, of Kentucky. The success of
the conspiracy was to have been large de-
pendant upon the very large class in the
North who were dissatistied with the Ad-
ministration. The story involves a scheme
to capture the only gunboats on the lakes,
attack Chicago, release the Confederate
prisoners at Camp Chase, attack St. Louis,
and the general uprising of the Northwest-
ern Copperheads.

The Episcopal Convention.

Caicaco, October 22d.—At the session of
the Protestant Episcopal Church the Com-
mittee on the General Theological Semi-
nary reported that the contribution for the
past three yvears exceeded $300,000, by far
the largest amount ever received within a
like period. The Committee on Marriage
and Divorce recommended changes in the
canon on this subject, which wiil be dis-
cussed to-morrow. The American Church
juilding Fund Committee reported that it
aided 101 churches to build during the
vear. The joint Houses then met as a
Board of Missions, and it was decided to
estsblish two missionary bishoprics for Ne-
vada and Utah—one to include Wyoming
and the other Idaho.

An Important Session.

New Yorg, October 223.—The officials
of the Convention of the Brotherhood of
Locometive Engineers, now in session in
this city, refuse to give any information at
present as to their designs or aims. It is,
however, declared that the session is the
most important one in the 23 years’ exist-
ence of the Order. *‘ Matters,” said a dele-
gate to-dav, * affecting all the people of the
land will be.acted upon. But we cannot
divulge their purport, only as they are defi-
nitely acted unon.”

Another Great Fire in Maine,

side of the street. The Masonic Hall, Odd
Fellows’ Hall, Chronicle office, Knowlton &
McLeary's job printing house, Postoffice,
Hotel Marble, Exchange Hotel, and some
fifteen stores are now in ruins. The burned
district thus far, is from Hotel Marble down
Pleasant street. Everythingisswept clean,
including the jail; thence along Broadway
to Main street; thence up Main street to
Tarbox Bros.’ store, on the west side of the
street; also down the entire length of
Main street to Depot street, ou the west
side.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Matters in Bulgaria.

Sorra, October 22d.—The Regency has
received from 300 of the Deputies to the
Great Sobranje expressions of a desire to
have the election of a Prince to succeed
Prince Alexander concluded not later than
the second sitting of the Sobranje. All
the Deputies declare that tle country ra-
quires the speediest possible settlement of
the question. The Regency has consented
to carry out the wishes ot the 300 Dep-
uties.

A VIRTUAL SURRENDER.

Soria, October 22d.—The Government,
in reply to Gadben Effendi’s note from the
Grand Vizier asking a postponement of the
meeting of the Sobranje in order to allow
Russia and the Porte time to negotiate for
a ruler for Bulgaria, says that the reason
given for the desired delay cannot be re-
garded as sufficient, unless the time within
which the ruler will be chosen shall be
stated.

Encouragement to Ireland.

Loxpox, October 22d.—The Leith Liberal
Club wasopened yesterday. Gladstone sent
an apology for his absence and hearty good
wishes for the success of the club, adding :
“Your club was formed during an epoch
of dangerous schism, which every good
Liberal must desire to heal. It is the o.-
ject of the Tories to keep dissension alive
by postponing the question upon which
it arose. He rejoiced to see Lord
Monck, a dissenting Liberal, suggesting
approachment. I hope he will continue
his patriotic labors.” Earl Aberdeen de-
livered an earnest address, in the course of
which he asked his countrymen to consider
whether the time has not come to show
that the policy toward often-saddened Ire-
land is one of peace, appealing to the best
side of human nature. ‘* Away,” he said,
** with the notion that our policy is a base
surrender to violence! No, it isa policy—
no matter which party carries it—which is
in sympathy with the best instinets of
liberty.”

The Old Man Still Lives.

Bernix, October 22d.—The health of Em
peror William is improving. Crown Prince
Frederick William, becoming alarmed at
the rumors appearing in the French and
Italian papers, telegraphed to Berlin for a
special medical statement concerning his
father’s condition, and it is reported that
he received reassuring replies to the effect
that there was no cause for alarm, nor any
reason why the Crown Princeshould hasten
his return to the capital.

Report Confirmed.

Loxpow, “October 22d.—The story that
the Czar killed Baron Reutern with a saber
while under the impression that the Baron
was about to make an attempt on the Czar's
life, is reiterated in advices from St. Peters-
burg.

The Rothschilds' Family Squabble.

New Yorgk, October 23d—a. »m.—The
Tribune's London and Paris correspondents
confirm the dispaich concerning Roths-
child, with the correction that the member
of the family whose speculations have
caused a disturbance is Baron Gustave, and
not Baron Alphonse. It is understood
that his wife desires what is called in
France, a family council, with the object

of putting control on the financial
operations of her husband. So far
Baron Gustave may plead a method

in his madness, it being now alleged that
the resuit of his eccentric operations
has been a profit of 30,000,000 Irancs. This,
however, does not-remove the objections
of the family, the fact of a Rothschild en-
gaging in speculation being regarded as in-
consistent with the family compact and
dangerous to the reputation of the house.
Bulgaria Bracing Up.

New Yorxk, October 23d—a. m.—The
Star's London special says: Bulgaria has
provided a fresh surprise for Europe, and
given fresh evidence of her pluck
and grit. The Regency have rejected
Turkey's overtures, and demand in
plain words to know the nature of
the alliance or agreement between
ussia and Turkey. It is obvious that
Bulgaria is backed up by assurances from
 one or more of the Powers that she
considers trustworthy. Fresh military
preparations in Turkey, Russia, Austria,
Bulgaria and Eastern Roumelia have been
resumed.

How Butter is Spoiled.

H. Talcott, one of the Dairy and Food
Conrmissioners of Ohio, has been investi-
gating the compiaints of the bad buiter
coming from the farmers to market. Ina
recent circular he says: “Our Commission
firmly believes that a large majority of the
butter made by farmers is good but'er, but
is ruinea when transferred to the dealer's
hands, and it is done in this manner. Itis
received mostly at country stores and
placed in filthy. frowy, rancid boxes or
places, and stored in cellars thoroughly im-
pregnated with vicious odors of rotten po-
tatoes, coal oil, fish brine, pork brine, and
every other foul odor that comes from de-
cayed vegetables kept for sale at such
stores. Genuine butter will lose all its

od flavor in a very few hours when put
in any such place.

“But the next fatal step of the dealer is
to take all varieties of colored butter and
rework them together, mixihg and crush-
ing until he secures an even color. He then
packs his mass of salve into tubs or firkins
(for it is no lopger butter, the granulations
of butter are spoiled by this second and
unnecessary working, and the result is
simply grease). In this ruined condition it
reaches the consumer through the city
commission houses, and of course is pro-
nounced unfit for table use, and possibly
for cooking vurposes. How can this be
remedied? In two ways. The consun er
must purchase direct from the farmer
in suitable sized packages, so tnat no
second working need pe made. or the
dealer must reform. No dealer should
buy butter of the farmer except it is putin
convenient shippiag packages when made,

them than the daily retail trade of the
store demands. This is practical, and the
entire make of butter in the country can
be brought to these terms, I have done it,
or caused it to be done in stores under my
control.

“ Next, no dealer should handle & pound
of butter until he first secures a room to

keep it separate from all other goods hav-
ing any unpleasant odor. A cheap, up-
ground, artificial cellar is best, where the
air is pure and well ventilated, but can be
kept cool.

“ Roll butter should be kept on earthen
plates or metal plates, and these should be
scalded and kept sweet and clean all the
time. Any merchant who will handle
butter in this manner need never lose one
cent, nor will any consignment sent to re-
liable city dealers, as packed by the farm-
ers, fail to bring the full fair market price.
Nor will consumers ever complain. The
shade or color is not so material as to have
good, fresh, sweet butter.”

A Complete Refutation.

The San Francisco Post publishes the fol-
lowing letter, which completely answers
the Chronicle = effort to stizmatize Republi-
cans upon this point, for the purpose of aid-
ing Hearst’s election to the United States
Senate:

Editor Post: General La Grange was an
intimate army friend of President Grant,
and his appointment as Superintendent of
the San Francisco Mint was Grant's per-
sonal choice, and no one of the California
representatives in Congress had any voice
in the appointment.

Some discharged employes brought
charges against Superintendent La Grange,
who immediately thereupon sent his resig-
nation to President Grant, giving as his
reasons for doing so that, as he owed his
appointment entirely to Grant’s fiiendship,
he considered himself responsible to him
only for his official acts, and he desired
that his resignation should be considered a
standing one, taking effect immediately
whenever the President should think any
charges of official misconduct against him
were substantiated.

President Grant never considered it neces-
sary to make use of Superinténdent La
Grange's resignation, which remained in his
hands during many years of his adminis-
tration.

Under these circumstances not one of our
Representatives in Congress had the power
to cause the removal of General La
Grange, and it is absolutely silly and dis-
honest for the Chronicle to charge our
Representatives with anything in connec-
tion with General La Grange's appoint-
ment, bis official acts, or keeping him in
office.

They were entirely powerless to do any-
thing for or against him, officially, as Su-
perintendent of the Mint. No charges of
any consequence were ever substantiated
against La Grange during the many in-
vestigations instigated by discharged em-
ployes, for the man was honest and inno-
cent. His only fault was in trusting
Pinney, as everybody—bankers, brokers
and business men—did before that adroit
and accomplished rascal ran away to Eu
rope.

When Saperintendent La Grange at last,
in disgust, insisted upon his resignation
being accepted, he retired from the office a
poor man, his Oakland. and only property,
mortgaged beyond hopes of redemption ;
of which fact the Chronicle is fully well
aware.

He left this State for Arjzona to fight the
world’s cares anew, but, after years of hard-
ship, his mining ventures began to pay,
and he now resides in the East in mod-
erately comfortable circumstances.

Tue Sux NeveR SETs IN Our COUNTRY.
Webster’s eloquent description of tbe Brit-
ish emipire is very readable. but we doubt
whether it is generally realized that we,
toos, have a dominion on which the sun
never sets. It will hardly be believed, pet-
haps, without an examination of the maps,
that San Francisco, instead of being the
west line of this dominion, is only about
midway between our eastern and western
limits; and yet it is a fact that the farthest
Aleutian isle acquired in our purchase of
Russian America, is as far to the west of
that city as Eastport, Maine, is to the east
of it. Between the northwestern limit of
Washington Territory and the southern
limit of Alaska there isa break of a few
degrees, but, with the slightest deduction,
our territory extends through 196 degrees
of longitude or seventeen degrees more
than half-way round the globe.” Hence
when the sun is giving its good might kiss
to our westermost isle on the confines of
the Behring's sea, it is already flooding the
fields and forests of Maine with its morning
light, and in the eastern part of the Stateis
more than an hour high. At the very mo-
ment when the Aleutian fisherman, warned
by the approaching shades of night, is pull-
ing his canoe to the shore, the wood-chop-
ver of Maine is beginning to wake the for-
est echoes with the siirring music of the ax,
Exchange.

Rustiess IroN.—Much seenrs to be ex-.
pected of a new French method of protect-
ing iron from rust. It was first suggested
by De Meritens, of electrical fame, and
consists in placing the article to be pro-
tected in a water-bath, at a temperature of
from 138 to 176 degrees, through which is
passed an electric current of just sufficient
strength to decompose the water. Inan
hour or two the iron aequires a coating of
black magnetic oxide, which will take a
brilliant polish, and effectually resists fur-
ther oxidation. Bteel articles were readily
coated in the first trials, but success with
wrought and cast iron was only reached
when distilled water was used.

The Political Conflict.

Santa Cruz, October 22d.—The Opera
House in this city was packed this evening
with one of the finest audiences that ever
assembled in this city, to listen to John F.
Swift, Republican candidate for Governor.
Mr. Swiit spoke for two Lours, and com-
manded close attention. This being Mr.
Swift's first visit to this place, for a number
of years at least, as a notable man or in a
public capacity, much interest was mani-
fested.

MarysviLLe, October 22d.—D. Wiggin-
ton, the American party candidate for Gov-
ernor, delivered an address to a crowded
house at the theater last night. The audi-
ence was made up of all classes, colors and
shades of politics. It is evident from street
discussions to-day that the speaker made a
strong impression on his hearers. Foreign-
born citizens, Republicans, Democrats and
Prohibitionists are equally affected. Many
Democrats and Republicans are pairing off
for the purpose of voting the American
ticket, thus indicating that they have no
expectation of electing the ticket, but de-
sire to give it support without detriment to
their respective party candidates.

OroviLLE, October 22d.—The Prohibition
Convention met here to-day and made
nominations. For Senator, John Gale, and
for Assemblyman, S. Plymire, were chosen.
Sheriff. Henry S. Curtis; Supervisor, Fifth
District, B. Russell, No candidates of any
other party were indorsed, the remaining
places on the county ticket being left
blank.

A preliminary organization of an Amer-
ican Party Ciub was made here last night,
some thirty-five prominent citizens signing
the roll. The organization will be com-
pleted at an adjourned meeting to be held
next Monday night.

BaxersrieLp, October 223. — A large
Democratic meeting here to-night was ad-
dressed by John P. Irish. He reviewed
Mr. Swift's public character and record in
sharp contrast with that of Mr. Bartlett,
and exposed the fallacious attacks on the
chorat Administration on the pension and
silver issues, and made many votes.

Savinas, October 22d.—Hon, W. W.
Foote, Democrztic nominee for Railroad
Commissioner, addressed an assemblage
here to-night, thoroughly explaining the
railroad question and party principles.

Mopesto, October 22d.—A large and en-
thusiastic Democratic meeting was held at
Hill's Ferry last night. Bonfires were
burning and cannons booming. The
speakers were Hon. J. D. Spencer, nominee
for Clerk of the Supreme Court, and R. M.
Clarken, of Sacramento.

Shocking Death In Marysviile.

At 7
o'clock this morning Gunther’s charred re-
mains were taken from the debris, and
were only recognizable through an un-
burned piece of his shirt, which was pro-
tected by keing under the body.

Cur Wine Industry.

The interest which latterly has been
aroused in the progress of American vine-
yvard enterprise, is a direct compliment to
the vine and raisin growers of California,
being one of the established resunlts of a
great public-spirited work which, unaided,
they bave been carrving forward for a
number of seasons. The California Viti-
cultural Commission recently sent a repre-
sentative to New York and Washington to
lay before leading wine dealers samples of
the products of our vineyards, that they
might know something of the flavor, cost
of production and proper selling price of a
pure California vintage. As a result of the
interest created in the remarkable showing,
a movement is now on foot for the forma-
tion of a national organization of wine-
makers, for concerted action for the best in-
terests of the industry. The 1epresenta-
tive of our Viticultural Commission re-
ceived the general support of Eastern wine
dealers when they understood the charac-
ter of the work in which he was engaged
and the nature of the bill which has been
introduced in the House of Representatives
at his instance. It is gradually becoming
known through the United States that
good, pure wines can be made in this coun-
try, and when honest producers are thor-
oughly protected against compounders and
manufacturers of spurious wines, produc-
tion and consumption will both show the
steady increase which follows the estab-
lishment of publhic confidence in a home
product. California wines have been de-
based by Eastern compounders, but now
that samples of pure goods have been
widely distributed among the trade, and
large correspondence opened between East-
esn wine dealers and the growers or their
representatives in California, our home
product will be given a fair trial in coming
seasons and the growers have no fears of
the resnlts. Itis but a repetition of the ex-
periences of large handlers of the raisin
product of the State. When systematic
work was first inavgurated by local houses
dealing largely in California productions,
it was found that Eastern dealers had hin-
dered the introduction of the California
fruit. They had encouraged the sale of
the foreign product, even when direct in-
quiry was made for California raisins.
They made comparison of the appearance
of the fruit damaging to the California
pmd‘nc;'. but were ofien compelled to admit
supériority in flavor and size of bunches.
California dealers saw some justice in the
complaints made, and decided to remedy
all defecis in coming seasuns, so that the
Lome product should fairly enter the liats
for the favors of the trade and consumers
in the East. The dealers succeseded in in-
ducing the growers to systemize the grad-
ing and packing of their product, and now
it is an admitted fact that every season
California produces raisins superior to sim-
ilar grades of Spanish fruit. There is no
surplus of the crop to carry from season to
season. The products of certain vineyards
are sold long before they have left the pack-
ing-house, and the general demand for the
fruit is outstripping the productive capacity
of the vineyards.—Grocer and Canner,

CAPITAL AND LABOR.

M. D. Boruck’s \mn Capital and La-
bor—Expressions Worthy of Thought.
In his recent address in San Francisco,

in his personal campaign for the Senator-

ship of the Twenty-second District, M. D.

Boruck referred to some topics of broad in-

terest, and, under the text “Capital and

Labor,” presented some striking and

forcible views, that are presented here-

with as worthy of the consideration of
thoughtful citizens:

Men are not all equally rich, equally
strong, equally learned, or equally compe-
tent, but it is a matter of sincere congran-
lation to us as American citizens that un-
der our form of government, there isan
equality designed to compensate men for
all other inequalities, namely equality of
rights. Every man has the right to be the
equal of every other man. The govern-
mental institutions which place any class
of men under the incubus of any disad-
vantage or disability, necessarily confers
immunities and special privileges upon
some other class. It is the duty of govern-
ment to establish equality of opportunity

ernment cannot favor capital as against
labor, without committing an act of des-

otism ; nor is the outrage upon ecivil
iberty less violent if the favoritism is re-
versed, and capital is placed under legal
disabilities and disadvantages with respect
to labor. So far as Government may influ-
ence the distribution of wealth, it can do so
only subject to the great underlying princi-
ple so clearly enunciated in the Declaration
of Independence—that men are endowed
with inalienable rights, and that to secure
these rights Governments are instituted.
Here is the only perfect standard of legisla-
tion involving the control of individual ac-
tion. Men have a right to the exercise of
their full capacities. It is the natural and
inalienable 1ight of any man, through in-
Austry and economy, coupled with enter-
prise and capacity, to accumulate wealth
honestly. Whoever seeks to equalize the
results of energy and industry, so that at
Jast wealth will be equally distributed
among men, must first equalize the natural
capacities of men.

This doctrine of the inalienable rights of
men is the key to our government sys-
tem. Without it obsolutism, under oar
form of government, is just as practicable
and as possible as under any other. Itisa
doctrine that leaves a broad realm of action
free from governmental interference, and
gusrantees the weaker elements of society
against the worst forms of oppression.
Prior to the adoption of the American Con-
stitution, and the government established
by it, all governments were those of
force only. Government was something
abstract and apart from the people gov-
erned. It was an external force acting
upon the governed. The founders of this
republic, endowed with a wisdom ap-
proaching inspiration, believed a govern-
ment of the people, by the people and for
the people, to be practicable. They started
upon the great fundamental idea that the
creator of man had endowed each creature
with certain inalienable rights, and that to
secure the full exercise of these rights
governments were instituted, and that all
rightful authority, therefore, in the gov-
ernment was derived from the consent of
the governed. Adherence to this doctrine
is the only safety to the wealker classes of
society. The powers of government are
forever wielded by the strong elements
within it. Capital is by far more nearly
able to take care of itself than labor, and
the natural tendency to absolutism, in-
herent in all governments, will be greatly
augmented as soon as we depart from this
g-eat conception.

It is needless to remind you that all ele-
ments of absolutism in governments resunlt
in oppression of the weak, whether that
weakness be in the direction of capacity of
inherent intellectual force, or of impover-
ishment as to property. #

The relation of employer and employe
is, and should remain, a purely voluntary
one. Each individual has the right to en-
¢uge his services in all legitimate occupa-
iions to who:mnsoever he chooses, and each
individual employer has a natural right to
employ the services of any whom he may
choose. 7To declare ihat any man shall
work for another whom he might not vol-
untarily choose to serve, is to reduce the
employe to a condition of involuntary
servitude ; and cqually, on the other hand,
to declare that empioyers shall not be
equally free in their choice when the serv-
ices of employes are to be engaged, is an
interference with an inalienable rignt, the
destruction of which endangers the whole
fabric of our institutions. Whenever any
single class seizes upon government and
wields and controls its jower in the inter
est of that class, republican government
has hzen subverted and tyranny established.

Labor agitators have almost uniformly
commitied the great error by supposing
that labor had something to gain by so
wielding and direcling the powers of Gov-
ernment that the employed class shall be
placed at an advantage, and the employer
at a disadvantage, and thus equalize the
fatesof men. All such have not masiered
the primitive problems which underlie
civil liberty. The slightest partiality in
favor of any single class, the forcible seiz-
ure of the powers of Government, and their
exercise in the hands of any individual
class, is a departare from the great doctrine
of the inalienable rights of men, and the
great duty of government to conserve those
rights, which will widen by encouragement
to the eventual destruction of all equality
of rights, and the ultimate establishment
of a despotism and an absolutism under a
republican form.

Whoever encourages the class of opinion
among men, which, if crystallized into leg-
islation, would result in a system of laws
inimical to the perfect equality of every
class before the law, is invoking a result
fraught with more danger to the weak than
to the strong. That this dangercus ten-
dency has been greatly energized in recent
times is painfully apparent to every stu-
dent of current history; and for evidence
that labor agitators and the leaders of dis-
tinctive labor movements have unwisely
encouraged the hope that there resides in
government the inberent power to equally
distribute gthe wealth of the world among
men, and place thrift, industry and econ-
omy under disabilities, I have only to ap-
peal to your observation of very recent
events. In accepting the nomination for
the great office of Mayor of New York
city, Henry George said to the laboring
men of New York: “If elected, I will
listen to the complaint of the rich man as
patiently as I would to that of the poor
man ; bat,” he added, with much signifi-
cance, *‘the rich man will have more rea-
son to complain under my administration
than the poor min."”

. Such expressions may possess a soothing
sound to the ears of the non-capitalist
classes, but no doctrine could be a greater
menace to the liberiies of this country than
that enunciated by the great economist.
Here is a man asking to have placed in his
hands the power of official station. T
his conception society is divided into two
great classes—those who have accumulated
property, and those who have not. By
virtne of the right each individual has to
acquire all he may honestly and legiti-
mately ; the difference of the capacities of
men iy;ave expressed themselves by a dis-
parity of possession. Mr. George asks that
official power shall be placed in bis hands,
and declares in advance of its receipt
that to the extent he will wield mu-
nicipal power in the great metropolis of
this country, those who have accumulated
property shall have greater reason to
complain of his official ac's than those
who have not. Pested by any well estab-
lished maxim of governmental science,
declarations like these are fraught with
more danger to thé class he pretends to
favor than to the class he assumes to op-
pose. The promise that the governmental
powers to be placed in his hands shall be
wielded for one class as against another is
the abandonment of the great doctrine of
the inalienable rights of man, and a de-
partare from the conception that goyern-
ments are instituted to secunre these rights,
and is therefore a long stride toward the
establishment of absolutism in govern-
ment, and it is the testimony of all history
and all times that all absolutism allies
itself naturally with the rich, the capable
and, the strong, for the oppression of the
voor and the weak.

Mr. George further stated that the time
had come for the abolition of industrial
slavery. If there is a citizen of the United
States, to-day, who is forced to labor for
another, over whose labor another claimsa
right of control, who is engaged in per-
forming an involuntary servitude for an-

other, I will join with all my heart with
Henry Georgze, the labor party, orany other

to unfetter all men in the race of life. Gov- l

man or men, for the emancipation of that
man. If, by industrial slavery, Mr. George
and the party he is organizing, wmeins
to deprive, by any legislative enact-
ments, any man of the full fuits of

his toil, the resunlts of his enter-
prise, the accumulation of his economy or
thrift, or if by that expression he gives us
any intimation of communism, whereby
the past accamulations of industry, enter-
prise or capacity are to be distributed to
sloth, indolence and thriftlessness, then I
disagree with Mr. George and his follow-
ing, holding, as I do, to the doctrine that
all rightful interference of Government be-
tween ewmployer and employe, all reason-
able restriction upon the accumulations
which flow from thrift, capacity, economy
and industry, is limited by the great doc-
trine of the inalienable rights of men, and
the preservation of these rights as the
primary object and aim of all government.
As an infallible standard of just legisla-
tion, the doctrine of the inalienable rights
of men is by far the most important and
far-reaching in its consequences for the
good of the masses. It gnaranteesto every
man the full exercise of all the rights with
which the Creator bas endowed him, and is
the first, the greatest and the broadest de-
parture from the enslavement of men.
Since the Declaration of Independ-
ence set that great truth revoly-
ing like a planet in the con-
science of men, the rights and the
liberties of the poor, the down-trodden and
the oppressed have becn constantly rising
to higher planes of achievement. Al

classes are entitled to the equal protection
of the Government, because all men are
possessed of inalienable rights, and it is
the great office of the Governmentjto secure
their exercise. This is the most valuable
heritage of civil hberty left us by our
fathers. Itis the one infallible guide to
the attainment of perfect justice in gov-
ernment, and liberty and equality will
accompany it into extinction.

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How Much Shall We Eat?

It is clear that with the wise men of old
quantity rdther than quality was the ral-
ing law; not what a man ate, but how
much he ate was the capital thing for him
to consider. A tolerably simple diet is ad-
vised, though the wise Lessius holds that
the quality of the food matters little, so
that the man is healthy; but whatever it
be, let there be moderation ; measure is the
one thing needful. The difficulty of find-
ing this measure is confessed : *‘ Lust knows
not,”’ says St. Augustine, * where necessity
ends.” By the time he had reached his
36th year Cornaro had accustomed hiroseld
to a daily measure of twelve ounces of

food and fourteen of drink—which does
not, I own, convey a -very exact no-
tion to me, though I take it we Gar-

gantuans should fiad the measure small.
He does not seem to hive been par
ticular what he ate, and he did nol shun
wine. * I chose that wine,”' he says,
“ which fitted my stomsch, and in such
measure as easily might be digested.” He
jfound it no labor to write immediately
after meals. On the contrary, his spirits
were then so brisk that he bad to sing a
song to get rid of his superfluous energies
before sitting down to his desk. Lessiusis
17!.11 to commit himself to any certain
s¢.. 2: ‘“If thou dost usually take g0 much
food at meals as thou art thereby made
unfit for the daties and offices belonging to
the mind, it is then evidert that thou dost
exceed the measure which thou oughtest
to hold.” He tells, on ancient authority,

have found enough to keep body and
soul together; how one throve through
a long life on milk alone, how an-
other ?ived for twenty vears on cheese,
In monasteries and in the universi-
ties this desired measure iz, he says,
more easily to be found, for there
either the statutes of the societies,
or the " disreet orders of the superiors’’
having ordained the quantities of wine and
beer that are tit to be drunk. Of nionas-
teries I have no experience, but in the uni-
versities I have been given to understand
that it is (or was, for the cld order changes
now 80 fast that it i3 hard to say what a
day may bring forth) the custom to leave
such matters mainly to the discreeiness of
the students—which, it may be, is
like Goethe's poetry, not always
inevitable enough. On the whole,
Lessius seems to incline to Cornaro’s allow-
ance as safficient, and perhaps as good an
average as it is possible to strike. But he
insists, as do ali these antique sages, that
the measure must vary with the age, con-
dition and business of the man. No hard
and fast rule can there be.—Popular Science
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
